The site’s distinctive overall appearance and uniformity of design distinguishes it from most others on the web.

The website features Heroes of Forgiveness as prominent as Martin Luther King and Mohandas Gandhi, and numerous lesser-known individuals who have forgiven the murders of loved ones, assaults on their bodies that have left them crippled, and casualties of war.
