Although I am always focused from the intentionality of my Vocation of Destiny, which is to be a facilitator of my own and others’ spiritual learning, until this moment I’ve not felt as focused in this intentionality’s trajectory and on its outcome at any time since the mid-1980’s when I last worked with Doug on the first edition of The Power of Commitment.
Since those days my strategy for focusing my intentionality has been consciously deliberate: each thing I do supports everything I do, and everything I do supports each thing I do. I am committed to wasting no time on things that don’t support the whole of what I am doing in support of current intended outcome of my vocational intention. Accordingly, I correct my course whenever I become aware of attitudes and behaviors that are not thus supportive.
Working at COSTCO no longer has any part in the whole of what I am now doing. At best, this work was never more than a financial means via which I could afford to spend my remaining time and energy on my currently most purposeful ends. Yet even though this work was a temporarily necessary means, it always felt like a distraction from my overall purpose. I nonetheless gave the work my very best, as I intend to do with all things that I undertake.
The prospect of spending any further time and energy at COSTCO now feels like it would be an unnecessary distraction. I shall therefore terminate my employment there immediately, trusting that the money I therefore will not earn there this month is showing up in consequence of the new outcome of vocational destiny to which I have committed.

My next relevant steps in my new trajectory, in approximate order of execution, are:
· to outline and communicate to Doug my understanding of the agreements we have made
· to enumerate and communicate to Doug my understanding of all projected products of our proposed partnership

· to flesh out the scope and sequence of the new edition of The Power of Commitment 
· to scope and sequence the interviews that will be supportive of the new edition as well as of the larger project

· to systematically record and share with Doug in a timely manner everything that occurs to me relative to the immediate and larger projects.
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
