The term “people of parenthesis” signifies that at present we are all of us Between-Agers. We are appropriately thus called because ours is a time of transcending the mental programming of a divisive worldview that is gradually becoming no longer, as we respond to the wake-up call of a slowly emerging unitary worldview that for the most part is not yet. 
From the perspective of the receding divisive worldview of categorical apartness, the universe is a mechanically automated assemblage of independently isolated and contending components that are caught up in a never-ending mindless struggle for existence, while from the perspective of the emerging unitary worldview the universe is a harmoniously unified field of at-one-ment.
This unitary field is analogous to the dynamic ever-changing imagery in a kaleidoscope, in which no part of the whole is ever apart from the whole, and in which each part is continually making a difference within the whole, which simultaneously is continually making a difference with each part. The parts of a kaleidoscope’s ever-changing imagery are in the at-one-ment of equitable omni-interdependence on one another, and function altogether as a co-extensive and omni-mutual co-causal unitary whole that is co-operatively and continually evolving by making itself up as it goes. 
And so it likewise is with the integral common unity of the entire cosmos. As Albert Einstein and astrophysicist Freeman Dyson have ultimately characterized this interdependent field:
Matter which we perceive is merely nothing but a great concentration of energy in very small regions. We may therefore regard matter as being constituted by the regions of space in which the field is extremely intense. There is no place in this new kind of physics both for the field and matter for the field is the only reality.
The picture of the world that we have reached is the following. Some ten or twenty qualitatively different quantum fields exist. Each fills the whole of space and has its own particular properties. There is nothing else except these fields; the whole of the material universe is built of them. Between various pairs of fields there are various kinds of interaction. Each field manifests itself as an elementary particle. The particles of a given type are always completely identical and indistinguishable. The number of particles of a given type is not fixed, for particles are constantly being created or annihilated or transmuted into one another. The properties of the interactions determine the rules of creation and transmutation of particles.
Even to a hardened theoretical physicist it remains perpetually astounding that our solid world of trees and stones can be built of quantum fields and nothing else. The quantum fields seem far too fluid and insubstantial to be the basic stuff of the universe. Yet we have learned gradually to accept the fact that the laws of quantum dynamics impose their own peculiar rigidity upon the fields they govern, a rigidity which is alien to our intuitive conceptions but which nonetheless effectively holds the earth in place.

Reality as it actually is on its own terms shows up in our minds only in the manner that our minds view it, because observation and perception are cerebral functions whose mental interpretations override our subordinate physiological functions of sensory awareness. Thus our so-called “worldview” functions as an inner cerebral model and map of the landscape of our lived reality, an unconscious inner template of “what’s so” that programs one’s mindset, paradigms, frames of reference, points of view, etc., all of which we outwardly project upon our lived reality and with which they give form to our ongoing experiencings thereof. 
Our worldview’s reality-defining cerebral innerscape informs and shapes the mental lens of our mind’s projected conceptual and perceptual outlook, which in turn gives corresponding form to our experiencing of the surrounding landscape of our lived reality. Our cerebral innerscape not only limits what is knowable, it shapes whatever knowing we do manage to acquire in two complementary ways: by prescribing and determining the way we perceive life’s givens, and by conforming our experiencing thereof to mirror our cerebrally projected conceptual and perceptual points of view.
In short: Rather than the cliché “what you see is what you get,” it instead is how we see that determines what we get. 

Our experiencing of our given reality confirms the projection of our cerebral assessments thereof, which interpretively conjecture what is “real” rather than precisely replicate reality in our minds. And today, during our so-called “paradigm shift” from divisively assessing our given reality to unitively doing so, the mutual entanglement of these contrasting worldviews induces substantial dissonance in our individual and collective cerebral innerscapes and their experiential projections. 
This dissonance arises as the receding divisive worldview engenders a cerebral innerscape that thinks the world to pieces, while the aborning unitary worldview engenders a cerebral innerscape that thinks the world together. Our dissonant experiencing of these contrasting worldviews produces correspondingly confounded experiences, the best resolution of which is for us to take self-directed command of our lives and of our further conscious evolution. 
Such self-commandment can be realized only as we defragment the scattered perspectives of our respective cerebral innerscapes.

While most minds conceptually dwell in the terminology of “experience” (a noun form), this website often features the word “experiencing” (a verb form), because our ongoing experiencing occurs in the immediate now-ness of current moments, while our discrete experiences are mentally stored as fossilized remnants of past experiencings that have become hardened within the constructs of the still-predominant divisive worldview. Thus while all of our experiencing is occurring in our present moments, all of our experiences are a historical record of former experiencings that we are inclined to continually replay in current moments.
In the meantime, to paraphrase John Lennon, “Reality is never what it used to be.”
It takes consistent mindful focus from a unitary perspective on the here-and-now dynamics of our current experiencing, rather than dwelling (often subconsciously) in our recalled past experiences, to avoid exhuming and reenacting fossilized renditions of our past divisive behaviors and thinking. We are far more productive of newly proactive experiencing in the present when our current experiencings cease to be a reactive rearview mirroring of our past experiencings. And it is only as we become thus proactive that taking positive command of our self-directed lives and evolution can be realized.

The context of our cerebral worldview becomes mirrored in our moment-to-moment experiencing. This mirroring of our worldview in and as our experiencing thereof occurs because the context of our cerebral innerscape forms our points of view on all that is given to our experiencing, regardless of what may be the present and past content of our experiencing. Yet we always have the ability to mindfully change our experiencing of present circumstances by changing our cerebral innerscape and its contextually programmed points of view, and are likewise able to contextually reprogram our imprinted memories of former experiencings as well. 
In any event, therefore, our perspectives on life’s given realities are determined far less by the content of what we are experiencing at any given moment, than by how we are experiencing it within, whether consciously or unconsciously. Thus no matter what our given reality actually may be, independent of our knowing thereof and participation therein, our every response to whatever is given to our experiencing is entirely of our own cerebral creation – though more often than not this is subconsciously so.  
It is with our inner volitional authority that we can take positive self-directed command of our lives and of our further conscious evolution.

We are currently undergoing an overall change of our cerebral innerscape’s programming of “what’s so,” being simultaneously informed by both the slowly passing divisive worldview of cosmological apartness and the gradually emerging unitary worldview of cosmological at-one-ment. While our minds are undergoing this perceptual makeover and its major revision of their present innerscapes, our experiencing of this makeover tends to be subliminally confusing at best, and at its worst can be quite maddening.
In other words, we are experiencing a general overhaul of our existing programmed outlook on life’s given realities, not a mere tune-up of our current points of view. And even though this overhaul is transcendent of the divisive worldview into which we all were born, its outcome will nonetheless preserve whatever is viable therein, by aligning it with the unitary context of the aborning outlook of cosmological at-one-ment. As our thinking is presently far short of such alignment, the current misaligned entanglement of these worldviews prevails.
An example of such carryover from our receding worldview to our emerging one is the principle that the amount of energy and mass in the universe can never be increased nor decreased as a whole, and can only be changed in the local forms of its expression. And so it is with consciousness as well, from the perspective of the emerging unitary worldview. Although we have the ability to either expand or contract our own consciousness within the greater unitary field of cosmic consciousness overall, and thereby change the form of our own localized self-expression, we can neither increase nor decrease the overall amount of universal consciousness that already exists.

In the meantime, our navigation betwixt these contrasting worldviews can constructively resolve their dissonance as we take mindfully conscious command of our lives and of our self-directed conscious evolution, which requires a both↔and synthesis of these worldviews rather than an either/or choice thereof, and which will consequently serve us as a brand new way of thinking and being in the world:

The long-prevailing divisive worldview now receding is thoroughly deterministic, and thus presumes the universal absence of volition in a rigorously automated cosmos wherein everything that happens is a passively reactive effect of whatever has physically occurred immediately beforehand to cause its happening. Our given reality therefore tends to be perceived as a universal assemblage of purely physical machinery consisting of pieces of material stuff that are coordinated and animated by space, time, energy, matter and motion – a mechanical cosmic stemm cell, so to speak. The billiard-ball-like dynamism of these disconnected cosmic parts is activated by various physical forces, whose functions are analogous to a universal full-time squadron of cosmic cue sticks that keep the entire assembly in motion, as if all cosmic parts are analogous to amusement park bumper cars.
The cosmically mechanical assemblage of mutually-impacting though otherwise disconnected physical parts is perceived as being mindlessly devoid of any consciousness, intelligence, purpose, meaning, or innate vitality, and is devoid of any values other than numerically measurable ones. To the question, “Is there more to reality than physicality?” a purist version of this divisive worldview screams a gargantuan and relentless “NO!!”

In accordance with this boxed-in way of viewing the world, whose cerebral innerscape has been six centuries in the formation thereof, we tend to perceive and experience a compartmentalized and thoroughly routinized reality that mechanically happens to, by and through its passively reactive parts, which includes ourselves within its universal process of automated evolution.
[L]ife in America has been geared up to a frantic pace, and there’s not much that’s human about it. Everything is machine-stamped, in one way or another. The machine-punched gas bill, the recorded greeting of the grocery store clerk, the harried teacher in the educational factory – all seem to be saying: ‘I don’t care who you are; I just need your number so I can be done with you.’ Daily living in America is largely a matter of getting processed into this or that category.

The point to be made is that the human being is a wonderfully adaptive creature – a creature that tends to mirror his environment. As perceived by the receding divisive worldview, the universe is a dualistically contending arrangement of boxed-in arrangements of atoms that have taken form as individual particular objects, some of which objects (most especially ourselves) are equipped with passively and reactively subjective physical sensory awareness of other objects. The divisive worldview’s passive objectification of all parts within the cosmic whole accounts for its isolative dualism of self-and-others, in which every self is just another independently isolated arrangement of atoms, one’s own self included.
By contrast, the emerging unitary worldview perceives and experiences reality as a single and coherent open-structured integral common unity, within whose unified whole we likewise are each an integral part of its omni-co-operative at-one-ment. Again like the imagery in a kaleidoscope, we are never apart from this at-one-ment as we continually make a difference within the whole, even as the whole is continually making an ongoing and ongrowing difference with us. From this unitary perspective, seemingly divisive polarities are experienced instead as co-operatively complementary dual unities that can be mindfully incorporated into our overall practice of positive mindful self-directed daily living and conscious evolution.

Our present materiali$ti¢ally ¢on$umptive per¢eptual infra$tru¢ture reflects the mechanomorphic mindset of classical Newtonian physics, in which physical stuff and its numerical assessment are the foundation of our perceptual infrastructure and the only legitimate basis for any and all assessments and valuations of reality.  This worldview totally disregards Albert Einstein’s dictum that “not everything that counts can be counted” – nor, for that matter, can non-stuff be counted on while our attention is thoroughly engro$$ed in ¢ounting only stuff that can be numerically measured, as were the a¢¢ountant$ who had no time to hear the concerns for wellbeing of St. Exupery’s Little Prince, because of their ex¢lu$ive ob$e$$ion with “matter$ of importan¢e.”
It is thus essential that we now become mindfully aware of the individual and collective self-limitations of our perceptual infrastructure’s reality-forming preo¢¢upation with a gro$$ly ¢on$umptive and narrowly utilitarian frame of e¢onomi¢ referen¢e, which is now increasingly failing to generate equitable wellbeing for all concerned. It is only in the context of mindful awareness of our very awareness itself that we can, with equivalent mindfulness, commit to the reoccupation of our ¢on$umptively $kewed $en$ibilitie$ with a complementary reality-forming perceptual frame of reference whose consequent mindset inclusively accommodates those aspects of wellbeing that are not presently taken into a¢¢ount because they cannot be redu¢ed to number$.

In the tumult of an increasingly dysfunctional hyper-¢ommer¢ialized set of globally ¢on$umptive human infra$tru¢ture$, which are slowly morphing into an alternative infrastructural milieu that serves more equitably the integral vitality of all beings, our experiencing of this topsy-turvy worldview phase transition is becoming more and more off-centeredly askew:

One book-length assessment of this phase transition proclaims that Ecology into Economics Won’t Go: Life Is Not a Concept, which acknowledged that so-called e¢onomi¢ “rationalization” takes gro$$ly inadequate rational a¢¢ount of the numerous non-economic requirements for equitably sustainable societal and planetary wellbeing. This is because, for the most part, the presently prevailing ¢on$umption-¢entri¢ mind$et devalues human persons as being primarily a work-to-make-a-living for¢e that is ¢ompri$ed of $hop-‘til-you’re-broke-and-even-then-$um ¢on$umervore$, even as this same mind$et similarly devalues our planet and its other species as being little more than a ¢on$umable-good$-and-$ervi¢e$ re$our¢e ba$e, which pa$$ively await$ our extra¢tion or dome$ti¢ation thereof, in ¢ommer¢iallized “$ervi¢e” to humankind’$ po¢ketbook$ and other ¢on$umptive $elf-intere$t$ in general, and to the bu$ine$$ ¢ommunity’$ a¢quisitive finan¢ial $elf-intere$t$ in parti¢ular. 
This $uper-¢on$umptive mind$et did not, however, come upon us solely by inadvertence, by accident, or by chance. It rather was deliberately pre-¢al¢ulated, was very ¢on$¢iou$ly e$tabli$hed, and was tran¢e-formatively ma$$-mediated into the Ameri¢an ¢olle¢tive p$y¢he following the Second World War, when the United States’ industrial means of winning that war – the so-called “war machine” – had either to be dismantled and abandoned, or else be redeployed for an alternative purpose. Its deliberate makeover from a war machine to an omni-¢ompul$ive ¢on$umeriti$ ma¢hine was forthrightly re¢ommended by a retail analyst named Victor Lebow, who offi¢ially advi$ed the nation’s ¢ommer¢ial elite in an article that appeared in the widely respected (by bu$ine$$ leader$) July, 1944 issue of The Journal of Marketing:
Our enormous productive economy. . . demands that we make consumption our way of life, that we convert the buying and use of goods into rituals, that we seek our spiritual satisfactions, our ego satisfactions, in consumption . . . at an ever increasing rate. 

We have a¢¢ordingly, a$$iduously and quite advertently (as in advertising) been ¢on$umptively mass-medially programmed ever since at an ever increa$ing rate, while being conveniently distracted from the heat of this programming’s fervor by the so-called “cold” war. In the wake of the cold war’s conclusion, this programming’s fervor was quickly re-masqueraded via the even greater heating up of chronic global terrori$m and ¢ounter-terrori$m. From a historical perspective, just as the warring Roman Empire mollified its citizenry with bread and circuses, so the warring American Empire does likewise with the “¢on$umer e¢onomi¢s” of fast food and television. And just as did much of the ancient Roman general public, we are today likewise opting for collective obesity and mental dumbing down.
It is no mere coincidence, therefore, that “consumption” was the original name for what we now call “tuberculosis,” and that the tubercular nature of today’s pandemic ¢on$umptiviti$ tends to confirm this correlation. Even as soon as four decades ago one could already foresee that the days were numbered for our near-sighted perceptual equivalent of a me¢hanomorphi¢ally ¢on$umptive machine-like reality:
[L]ife in America has been geared up to a frantic pace, and there's not much that's human about it. Everything is machine-stamped, in one way or another. The machine-punched gas bill, the recorded greeting of the grocery store clerk, the harried teacher in the educational factory – all seem to be saying: 'I don't care who you are; I just need your number so I can be done with you.' Daily living in America is largely a matter of getting processed into this or that category….
[T]he human being is a wonderfully adaptive creature – a creature that tends to mirror his environment. He becomes like the world he inhabits by assimilating the world into himself. He values what the world he lives in values. And if the world does not value feeling, or the relationships between people, he won't either. He will become machine-like by cutting himself off from his own feelings and imaginative life. He will not care about other people, will not let their lives impinge on his, because he won't have learned to care about himself. He will regard himself – like everything else in the environment – as a thing, as something to be tinkered and experimented with. He will regard other people as things to be used. He will, in short, become somehow less than human.

The worldwide consequences of our one-pointed pe¢uniary mind$et, which knows little more than how to throw money at our problems, are now darkly foreshadowing the necessary dissolution of our mindset’s ¢on$umptively di$$ipative frame$ of referen¢e, in the face of an emerging new mode of thinking that is commensurate with a planetary future that continues to vitally sustain our own participation therein.
Yet a viable shift of our pre$ent worldview’$ mind$et cannot occur without a prerequisite transformational makeover of the perceptual infrastructure that sustains its continued prevelance. It is in support of the perceptual makeover now required that this website heralds an emerging sustainable mode of infrastructural thinking, whose fruition critically depends on our individual and collective transformation of the mindset that sustains humankind’s present ob$e$$ion with materiali$ti¢ hyper-¢on$umptive value$, to which all other values are summarily subordinated.

Too many minds have had their perceptual infrastructure fossilized by the paralysis of analysis that informs today’s mass-mediated so-called “news,” as further reinforced by the hardening of the categories that deforms today’s mass-mediated “politics,” and by the ¢ommer¢ially ma$$-mediated full-time “¢on$umer e¢onomi¢” binging that so advertently programs us to buy stuff we don’t really want with money we don’t really have, with which to impre$$ people that we don’t truly like. It is these three malformed human institutions (among others) that now have us boxed in amidst today’s seemingly intractable global challenges.
