Only as the present informational dichotomy becomes clearly apparent to a critical mass of humankind does its resolution become feasible. It is toward the establishment of this critical mass of human awareness, and getting beyond this dichotomy,  that this website is dedicated.

I envision our website as having a two-fold function;

As for the website’s portal function, we could also include an extensive annotated bookstore that brings in a flow of revenue, and to which additional books can regularly be added. And on behalf of its forum function, I would like to initiate its co-operative process before the website is launched, as proposed below.

Before we proceed any further, however, I would like to have your contemplative assessment of the preview’s current structure and substance, including your thoughts on

2. Its clarity.

3. Its progression and continuity.

4. Its internal consistency.

INTERBEING:

The book from which Hanh’s description is taken is significantly entitled The Heart of Understanding. The all-inclusive resonant dance of interbeing is the heartbeat of inclusivity. It is utterly worth our while to fathom the dynamism of interbeing at length, however extra-dimensional it may be to our habitual way of perceiving, because in the absence of such an understanding our appreciation of inclusivity is incomplete.  

The term “interbeing” signifies what the ancient Hermetic all-encompassing metaphysical insight defined as “that whose center is everywhere and whose circumference is nowhere.” I was initially introduced to this omni-integral insight by a pair of graffiti etched in concrete. While walking to my university classes one morning in the early 1960’s I passed some freshly cemented sidewalk on which was scrawled an “X” to which an arrow pointed from the inscription, “This is the exact center of the universe!” Later that afternoon, the now-hardened cement also sported another “X” with an arrow drawn to it from the inscription, “So is this!” Since my university major was the history of ideas, my awed response to this concrete representation of metaphysical truth was, “I wish I’d said that.”

The cemented graffiti acknowledged that the ancient Hermetic insight of a center that is everywhere and whose circumference is nowhere had been corroborated with the contemporary quantum-relativistic perspective that the universe is uniformly centered at every point. No matter where we are located in our expanding universe, all other locations in the universe are moving away from us (with a few notable exceptions that prove the rule). As to whether the universe has a circumference, the scientific jury is still out concerning this verdict. Although common sense seems to indicate that the universe must have a circumference, there thus far is no observable evidence that this is so because the universe extends beyond the area that our present telescopic technology can fathom.

As I later contemplated my experience of the two “X’s” etched on the sidewalk, I recalled my first childhood experience of observing a beam of light cast by the moon on a reflecting body of water. No matter how quickly I jumped sideways in either direction, the beam remained precisely and centrally aligned between myself and the moon. In quantum mechanical terms, which are the terms of light itself, each of us is simultaneously situated within the cosmic proscenium at front row center as an observer and at stage front center as a participant. Our participant-observer status in the cosmos overall is such that we are simultaneously in both receptive and active central alignment with its universal whole. 

In keeping with this paradox of everywhere-centered and nowhere-bounded self-location, I need therefore never seek where “the action” is, for universal action is ceaselessly taking place as me. As Goethe observed some two centuries ago:

As we noted earlier concerning this borderland (p. XX), all management of outer change is an extension of the way one manages oneself, for as philosopher Rudolph Steiner observed, “The way we do anything is the way we do everything.” This is yet another feature of our unique operational relationship to the cosmos, in which we are simultaneously both subjects and objects in the highly interconnected universal field of reality’s milieu. 

It is because we live in a participatory universe that our experiential reality always shows up in the form of our own perceptual, conceptual, emotional and behavioral participation therein. We are so inextricably entangled with whatever aspect of reality’s milieu we may be observing at any given moment that even our presumably “passive” observations are non-divorceable from our co-enactive involvement in the observational act. Because we are actively participating observers in reality’s milieu, rather than outside observers of reality’s milieu, the outcomes of our experiencing are emergent from our co-enactive observer-participancy and are correspondingly co-representative thereof as well.
In a participatory universe where experiential relativity prevails, there is no neutral vantage point that empowers all participant-observers to experience identically and therefore identically agree upon anything that they severally observe. Accordingly, there is not ourselves and the single ultimate milieu in which we passively exist, there rather is ourselves as the borderland of overlapping experiential realities that we individually, severally and integrally co-enact in our interrelationship with reality’s milieu. And while many others tend to view this participant-observer interrelationship as a “mind-matter interaction,” we herein signify it as an inclusive “all-of-the-above” interaction that takes whatever co-enactive forms we choose to give to the experiential borderland of our individual and collective self↔world interrelationships.

The simultaneous self-within-world/world-within-self entanglement of observer-participancy co-enaction is visibly manifest to those who observe their relationship to a beam of sunlight or moonlight cast upon a reflecting body of water. No matter how quickly one may jump to one side in either direction, the light beam’s reflection remains permanently, precisely and centrally aligned between oneself and the sun or moon. The same experiential alignment also exists between oneself and a rainbow. This alignment is grounded in the quantum-relativistic dynamics, whose governance of light and its motion locates each of us within reality’s milieu as simultaneous observers at front row center stage and participants at stage front center. As our participant↔observer status in the cosmos is thus grounded, we are simultaneously and forever in both receptive and active central alignment within the overall field of reality’s milieu. The term “interbeing” was coined by Buddhist monk Thich Nhat Kanh, in contemplation of the overall grand order and design from which everything in the universe emerges, including an ordinary piece of paper:

If you are a poet, you will see clearly that there is a cloud floating in this sheet of paper. Without a cloud, there will be no rain; without rain, the trees cannot grow; and without trees, we cannot make paper. The cloud is essential for the paper to exist. If the cloud is not here, the sheet of paper cannot be here either. So we can say that the cloud and the paper inter-are.  Interbeing is a word that is not in the dictionary yet, but if we combine the prefix "inter-" with the verb "to be," we have a new verb, inter-be. Without a cloud we cannot have paper, so we can say that the cloud and the sheet of paper inter-are.

If we look into this sheet of paper even more deeply, we can see the sunshine in it. If the sunshine is not there, the forest cannot grow.  In fact, nothing can grow. Even we cannot grow without sunshine. And so, we know that the sunshine is also in this sheet of paper. The paper and the sunshine inter-are. And if we continue to look, we can see the logger who cut the tree and brought it to the mill to be transformed into paper. And we see the wheat. We know the logger cannot exist without his daily bread, and therefore the wheat that became his bread is also in this sheet of paper. And the logger's father and mother are in it too. When we look in this way, we see that without all these things, this sheet of paper cannot exist.

Looking even more deeply, we can see we are in it too. This is not difficult to see, because when we look at a sheet of paper, the sheet of paper is part of our perception. Your mind is in here and mine is also.  So we can say that everything is in here with this sheet of paper. You cannot point out one thing that is not here—time, space, the earth, the rain, minerals, the soil, the sunshine, the cloud, the river, the heat. Everything coexists with this sheet of paper. That is why I think the word inter-be should be in the dictionary. "To be" is to inter-be. You cannot just be by yourself alone. You have to be with every other thing. This sheet of paper is, because everything else is.

Suppose we try to return one of the elements to its source. Suppose we return the sunshine to the sun.  Do you think that the sheet of paper will be possible? No, without sunshine nothing can be. And if we return the logger to the mother, then we have no sheet of paper either. The fact is that this sheet of paper is made up only of "non-paper elements." And if we return these non-paper elements to their sources, then there can be no paper at all. Without "non-paper elements," like mind, logger, sunshine and so on there will be no paper. As thin as this sheet of paper is, it contains everything in the universe in it.  
In short: every local part of the cosmic whole exists within a co-extensive and co-operatively interpenetrating universal field of all that is, a self-organizing dominion of interbeing from which all that emerges tends to converge in a manner that is analogous to the way that water overlappingly and omni-mutually accommodates the dynamics of falling raindrops:

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Today’s Emerging View of the Cosmic Grand Order and Design

The perspective of universally influential converging spheres of interbeing is supported by our present quantum-physical understanding of the cosmic grand order and design. In the words of Albert Einstein:

Matter which we perceive is merely nothing but a great concentration of energy in very small regions. We may therefore regard matter as being constituted by the regions of space in which the field is extremely intense. There is no place in this new kind of physics both for the field and matter for the field is the only reality. 

The structural integrity of the universal quantum field of co-extensively nested fields within fields is described by astrophysicist Freeman Dyson:

The picture of the world that we have reached is the following. Some ten or twenty qualitatively different quantum fields exist. Each fills the whole of space and has its own particular properties. There is nothing else except these fields; the whole of the material universe is built of them. Between various pairs of fields there are various kinds of interaction. Each field manifests itself as an elementary particle. The particles of a given type are always completely identical and indistinguishable. The number of particles of a given type is not fixed, for particles are constantly being created or annihilated or transmuted into one another. The properties of the interactions determine the rules of creation and transmutation of particles.

Even to a hardened theoretical physicist it remains perpetually astounding that our solid world of trees and stones can be built of quantum fields and nothing else. The quantum fields seem far too fluid and insubstantial to be the basic stuff of the universe. Yet we have learned gradually to accept the fact that the laws of quantum dynamics impose their own peculiar rigidity upon the fields they govern, a rigidity which is alien to our intuitive conceptions but which nonetheless effectively holds the earth in place.  

When seen as a field of co-extensively nested subfields, the cosmos is a universal network of interlocking contingencies, in which the existence of each thing is contingent on the existence of all other things and vice versa.

Evolutionary cosmologist Brian Swimme described the spherically self-organizing dynamism of the cosmos’ each-to-all-and-all-to-each interbeing of omni-interrelational at-one-ment when he was asked to explain how the quantum-physical fabric of the phenomenal universe is so thoroughly interwoven:

Let me answer that by considering the rose outside the window here. First of all, the light from that rose is radiating from the rose itself. This is contrary to what Newton said, that light bounces off the rose. From the perspective of quantum physics, light radiates from the rose. When light is absorbed by the rose, every photon that comes from the sun to the rose vanishes, is gone, is absorbed by the rose. So then what happens? Actually, the rose creates light – except that I don't really think of it in terms of light, because this suggests that what is being radiated is different from the rose. What the rose creates is photons, and they are not the same photons that it absorbed. That is point number one: the rose's photons are creations of the rose itself. 

Point number two is that the connotation of the word "photon" is also faulty, suggesting that a particle of light is somehow different from a rose. The photons radiating from the rose are best understood as the self-expression of the rose. What is actually coming to you, what you actually see, is rose itself, as opposed to light bouncing off of rose. It's just rose. 

Not only is our Newtonian idea of light faulty, so is our Newtonian idea of presence. Because just as we once thought that light was like little bullets that bounce off the surfaces that it touches, we also thought that a rose existed in one place, that the actual presence of the rose could be localized. In quantum physics that's not the way it works. It can't be, because the presence of the rose is wherever it affects anything. If you ask where the rose is located in terms of quantum mechanics, you must speak in terms of wherever it is affecting the universe. Therefore, if I am affected by the rose, it is here as well as there. I don't mean that it's partially here, or that its image is here, I mean that the rose itself is here. 

Yet even if you are profoundly influenced by the rose, you are still picking up only a tiny dimension of what the rose is expressing about itself. The range of energies given off by the rose is vast, and the ability of our eyes and other senses to respond to that range is very limited. There is so much that is flooding us, and we are able to respond to such a tiny piece of it. 

Within that context human beings are like tuning forks. In the midst of a symphonic orchestra, a tuning fork begins to sound its particular note. And that's the way I think of a human being in the midst of the universe.
In short: the self-organizing grand order and design of cosmic interbeing emerges from an interior universal dynamism that integrally works outwardly from within, as each expression of being excites all other expressions of being and all excite each.

The emerging scientific intuition of interbeing complements a number of ancient cosmological precedents. For instance, a Buddhist cosmology that is now nearly 2,000-years old, though it lacked today’s quantum-physical perspective on cosmic at-one-ment, was nonetheless similarly intuitive of the universe’s self-organizing grand order and design of interbeing:

Far away in the heavenly abode of the great God Indra, there is a wonderful net which has been hung by some cunning artificer in such a manner that it stretches out indefinitely in all directions.  In accordance with the extravagant taste of deities, the artificer has hung a single glittering jewel at the net’s every node, and since the net itself is infinite in dimension, the jewels are infinite in number. There hang the jewels, glittering like stars of the first magnitude, a wonderful sight to behold. If we now arbitrarily select one of these jewels for inspection and look closely at it, we will discover that in its polished surface there are reflected all the other jewels in the net, infinite in number. Not only that, but each of the jewels reflected in this one jewel is also reflecting all the other jewels, so that the process of reflection is infinite.

The marvelous allegory of Indra’s Net has been unpacked by Whiteheadian philosopher Robert Lubbock: 

It teaches that the cosmos is like an infinite network of glittering jewels, all different. In each one we can see the images of all the others reflected. Each image contains an image of all the other jewels; and also the image of the images of the images, and so ad infinitum. The myriad reflections within each jewel are the essence of the jewel itself, without which it does not exist. Thus, every part of the cosmos reflects, and brings into existence, every other part. Nothing can exist unless it enfolds within its essence the nature of everything else. 

Zen philosopher Alan Watts likened this bejeweled imagery to a three-dimensionally latticed spider’s web:

Imagine a multidimensional spider's web in the early morning covered with dew drops. And every dew drop contains the reflection of all the other dew drops. And, in each reflected dew drop, the reflections of all the other dew drops in that reflection.… That is the Buddhist conception of the universe in an image. 
Ancient Hindu cosmology likewise intuited the networked everywhere-ness of everything, as recorded in the 3,500-year-old Rig-Veda:
There is an endless net of threads throughout the universe. The horizontal threads are in space. The vertical threads are in time. At every crossing of the threads, there is an individual, and every individual is a crystal bead. And every crystal bead reflects not only the light from every other crystal in the net, but also every other reflection throughout the entire universe.

The world which science presents for our belief [reveals] that man is the product of causes which had no prevision of the end they were achieving; that his origin, his growth, his hopes and fears, his loves and his beliefs, are but the outcome of accidental collocations of atoms; that no fire, no heroism, no intensity of thought and feeling, can preserve the individual life beyond the grave; that all the labors of the ages, all the devotion, all the inspiration, all the noonday brightness of human genius, are destined to extinction in the vast death of the solar system, and that the whole of Man's achievement must inevitably be buried beneath the debris of a universe in ruins – all these things, if not quite beyond dispute, are yet so nearly certain, that no philosophy which rejects them can hope to stand. The cosmology of all-inclusive wellbeing everywhere impartially omni-reciprocates in our experiencing thereof whatever is our present understanding of the way it works. Accordingly, there are as many ways for it to work as there are persons and groups of persons to individually and collectively work it. Furthermore, the integral interior dynamism of the unified field’s self-organizing grand order and design is so co-operatively user friendly with regard to however it may be worked by whoever works it, that there are as many different ways to experience the way it works as there are experiencers thereof. 
We can even choose to view the universe as an unfriendly place, and correspondingly experience it as such.  For example, according to the prevailing scientific cosmology of so-called “classical” Newtonian mechanics, we are presumed to be living in a rigorously automated cosmos in which contentious competition is endemic because wellbeing is a scarce commodity that becomes available only in proportion to one’s efforts on behalf of experiencing it, commonly known as “the struggle for existence” that assures “the survival of the fittest.” Thus perceived, this robotic cosmos is presumed to be utterly devoid of any volition, choice or other exercise of free will, since every happening within it is a passive and reactively automated effect of whatever has physically occurred immediately beforehand to cause its own happening.
From the long-established and habituated perspective of the fragmentary Newtonian cosmological model of the universe, we are living within a vast assemblage of separate pieces of material stuff, whose arrangement is automatically coordinated and animated by space, time, energy, matter and motion – a mechanically driven cosmic stemm cell, so to speak, whose assembly resembles the interior gear work of a mechanical clock. In the realm of exterior phenomenal dynamism, the billiards-table-like activity of these disparate cosmic parts is sustained by various physical forces, whose functions are analogous to a universal squadron of full-time cosmic cue sticks that keep the universe’s components in motion in a manner that is suggestive of competitively contending amusement park bumper cars. 
The cosmically mechanized assemblage of the sometimes impacting while otherwise unconnected physical parts is presumed by the Newtonian worldview to be mindlessly devoid of any conscious decision-making, intelligence, purpose, meaning, or innate vitality, and is bereft as well of any values other than numerically measurable material properties, often quantified in terms of dollars. From this perspective, human beings are totally devoid of any causal influence on the outcome of anything that is cosmically real, even to the point that some scientists have gone so far as to maintain that if human beings had never existed, nothing in the entire universe, including the state of our planet, would be any different than it is today. 
From the perspective of a purist conception of the mechanistic worldview, even though we are at the merciless effect of the external cosmic milieu, we have no causal influence of our own on any of the effects that result from our existence. We just passively and automatically happen like everything else in the cosmos. Thus to the question, “Is there more to reality than mechanically driven material physicality?” the purist edition of this divisive worldview screams a gargantuan and relentlessly heartless “NO!!”
In the thrall of this ultra-materialist worldview, we tend to perceive and experience a fragmentally compartmentalized and thoroughly routinized universal reality that automatically happens to, by and through its passively reactive parts. We ourselves are among the passive cogs that comprise the cosmic machinery of automated clockwork effects, being entirely at the consequence of external causal forces without any power of free will to influence any effect that is due to our own existence.
In short: from the Newtonian perspective, all perception of self-determination is illusory.
We are survival machines – robot vehicles blindly programmed 

to preserve the selfish molecules known as genes.

Philosopher Bertrand Russell addressed his bleak assessment (on the previous page) of our being nothing more than bio-chemical automatons who are mechanically imprisoned cogs in an utterly meaningless universe, when he posed the existential question:

How, in such an alien and inhuman world can so powerless a creature as man preserve his aspirations untarnished? 

Russell then countered his own felt powerlessness in the face of the purely objectifying and self-negating Newtonian cosmology:
I must, before I die, find some way to say the essential thing that is within me, that I have never said yet – a thing that is not love or hate or pity or scorn, but the very breath of life, fierce and coming from far away, bringing into human life the vastness and fearful passionless force of non-human things.

Russell’s contemporary countryman, playwright George Bernard Shaw, similarly declared:
This is the true joy in life, the being used for a purpose recognized by yourself as a mighty one: the being thoroughly worn out before you are thrown on the scrap heap; the being a force of nature instead of a feverish selfish little clod of ailments and grievances complaining that the world will not devote itself to making you happy…. I am of the opinion that my life belongs to the whole community and as long as I live, it is my privilege to do for it whatever I can…. I want to be thoroughly  used up when I die, for the harder I work the more I live. I rejoice in life for its own sake. Life is no brief candle to me. It is a sort of splendid torch which I've got hold of for the moment and I want to make it burn as brightly as possible before handing it on to future generations. 

The yearnings of all who share Russell’s and Shaw’s concerns, and the challenge of our fulfilling them, was addressed a few decades later in ethicist Gerald Vann’s 1941 book, The Heart of Man:
We of the modern West are the only people in the whole history of the world who have refused to find an explanation of the universe in a divine mind and will; and it is worth wondering whether perhaps that refusal is not at the root of the chaos and misery in which we find ourselves. Without a sense of ultimate purpose, without intelligible answer to the ultimate why and whither, what else could we expect?

Yet another generation later, theologian Matthew Fox similarly recognized:
When a civilization is without a cosmology it is not only cosmically violent, but cosmically lonely and depressed. Is it possible that the real cause of the drug, alcohol, and entertainment addictions haunting our society is not so much the "drug lords" of other societies but the cosmic loneliness haunting our own? Perhaps alcohol is a liquid cosmology and drugs are a fast-fix cosmology for people lacking a true one. An astute observer of human nature in our time, psychiatrist Alice Miller, understands the opposite of depression not to be gaiety but vitality. How full of vitality are we these days? And how full of vitality are our institutions of worship, education, politics, economics?

Both Vann and Fox identified our experientially conditioned state within the mechanical paradigm as a yearning of our hearts for a cosmology that accredits our participation therein. As Vann declared in the opening sentence of his book:

The heart of man is a hunger for the reality which lies about him and beyond him.

And as the foregoing yearnings of Russell and Shaw testify, Vann identified this longing as 
a hunger not to have reality but to be reality.

Both Vann and Fox lament our civilization’s lack of a centering cosmology that empowers us to feel a deep sense of integral engagement with cosmic reality and our meaningful participation therein. In the meantime, such a cosmology was beginning to emerge, as pronounced by cosmologist John Archibald Wheeler:
We had this old idea, that there was a universe out there, and here is man, the observer, safely protected from the universe by a six-inch slab of plate glass. Now we learn from the quantum world that even to observe so miniscule an object as an electron we have to shatter that plate glass; we have to reach in there. . . . So the old word observer simply has to be crossed off the books, and we must put in the new word participator. In this way we’ve come to realize that the universe is a participatory universe…. [We are] part of a universe that is a work in progress; we are tiny patches of the universe looking at itself – and building itself. 
Wheeler’s assessment of our participatory cosmic role confirmed a poetic pronouncement by cosmologist Sir Arthur Eddington a generation earlier:
We have found a strange foot-print on the shores of the unknown. We have devised profound theories, one after another, to account for its origin. At last, we have succeeded in reconstructing the creature that made the foot-print. And lo! It is our own.
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Between the No Longer and the Not Yet:

The difference between reality as it actually exists precisely on its own terms, independent of our knowing thereof and participation therein, and our lived reality as we experience it to be, is something we can never know. As poet John Keats observed:

Nothing ever becomes real till it is experienced –

even a proverb is no proverb to you till your life has illustrated it.

It is not generally understood that our mental assessments of our lived reality interpretively conjecture what is “real.” All perceptions are interpretive, providing only an estimate of objective reality and not precisely replicating it in our minds. Accordingly, reality’s milieu shows up in our minds only in the manner we mentally view it. This ongoing inner “turn of events” occurs because observation and perception are functions of cerebral contrivance, whose mental interpretations of our lived reality arbitrarily arrange the informational input of our sensory awareness and reportage to match the cerebral imprints of our socioeconomic, cultural, psychological and other conditioning.
There is thus no single unique picture of reality, because everyone’s conception and perception of reality is unique to his or her own conditional circumstances, with the consequence that all perceptions of reality are based on circumstantial evidence.

Whatever our current worldview may be, whether it is the receding cogs-in-a-machine divisive Newtonian worldview or the emerging unified-field-of-interbeing integral worldview, it reciprocally aligns our thinking and experiencing by giving form to our experiencing that matches our cerebrally conjectured, interpretively estimated model and map of the overall landscape of our lived reality’s milieu. 
Our worldview is our overall – and mostly unconscious  - inner second-hand estimate of “what’s so,” a cerebrally contrived rendition of our lived reality that programs our mindsets, paradigms, frames of reference, points of view, and all other rigidly habituated mental constructs. As we outwardly project these constructs upon our lived reality’s milieu, they give correspondingly rigid form to our ongoing experiencings of its milieu, via a perceptual process that some have called “hardening of the categories.”
Our experiential-reality-forming cerebral innerscape defines and shapes the mental lens of our mind’s projected conceptual and perceptual outlook, which correspondingly shapes our experiencing of the surrounding landscape of our lived reality, thus bringing it into experiential conformity with our projected points of view: a one-of-its-kind “world according to me.” 

There are two ways that our cerebrally conjectured innerscapes limit what is already known by us, as well as what is additionally knowable:  
· it prescribes and determines the way we perceive life’s givens;

· it conforms our experiencing of life’s givens to mirror our cerebrally out-pictured points of view.   

In short: our experiencing of our lived reality’s milieu consistently confirms the projection of our cerebrally conjectured estimates thereof. Thus instead of the cliché “what you see is what you get,” it rather is how we are seeing that ultimately determines what we get.

In contrast to the Newtonian cosmological model’s perspective of exterior apartness and forcefully competitive wellbeing, the quantum-physically grounded perspective of a universally interior, all-encompassing, and self-organizing at-one-ment of interbeing presumes an omni-reciprocal vital common unity of wellbeing that prevails throughout all of existence. Therefore, to the extent that we align our thought and actions with the self-organizing principles and processes of the co-operative universal field of interbeing, the field accordingly works in support of our wellbeing.
The word “co-operative” (note the hyphen) signifies actively working together in mutually nurturing support (aka “symbiotic” or “synergetic”  relationship”), not merely the “cooperation” (no hyphen) that often signifies mere passive “getting along” with one another. The terms “synergy” and “synergetic” signify a mutual alliance of all parts within a whole that produces a behavior by the whole that is other than the merely summed behaviors of the parts.
Already a half-century ago (1959) organizational management expert Peter Drucker portrayed the emergence of an integral outlook on reality that was then surfacing in every major field of knowledge, and which was thereby calling into question the established fragmentive cosmological paradigm that had progressively prevailed for several preceding centuries. Declaring that “The central concepts in every one of our modern disciplines, sciences and arts are patterns and configurations,” Drucker cited such evidential examples as “metabolism”, “homeostasis”, “ecology”, “personality”, “syndromes”, “gestalts” and other conceptual formulations of an integral nature. These concepts were mostly non-existent prior to the 20th century, a notable exception being the term “ecology” that was introduced by German biologist Ernst Haeckel in 1866.  As Drucker noted (and as previously cited:
These configurations can never we reached by starting with the parts – just as the ear will never hear a melody by hearing individual sounds. Indeed, the parts in any pattern or configuration exist only, and can only be identified, in contemplation of the whole and from the understanding of the whole. Just as we hear the same sound in a tune rather than C-sharp or A-flat, depending on the key we play it in, so the parts in any configuration – whether the “drives” in a personality, the complex of chemical, electrical and mechanical actions within a metabolism, the specific rites in a culture, or the particular colors and shapes in a nonobjective painting – can only be understood, explained or even identified from their place in the whole, that is, in the configuration. 

Configuration is the underlying dynamism of at-one-ment, in which symbiotic relationships and synergetic alliances are the energetic glue.
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The Kaleidoscopic Cosmos
Similar to the interpenetrating dynamism of raindrops falling on water and the whole-in-every-part ordering of a hologram, the co-operative dynamism of self-organizing cosmological wellbeing – whether our experiencing of it is physical, relational, vocational or monetary – may also be likened to the ever-changing imagery in a rotating kaleidoscope. No part of the kaleidoscopically self-organizing whole image is ever apart from the whole thereof, while within the whole each part is continually making a difference even as the whole is in turn making a difference with each part. Each part of a kaleidoscope’s ever-changing imagery is in reciprocally omni-mutual at-one-ment with every other imaging part thereof, because within the all-encompassing field of their prevailing kaleidoscopic common unity, each part of its imagery depends on all others and all others depend on each. 
In other words, the universe is like a cosmic kaleidoscope, none of whose energetic or material parts can be added to or subtracted from, only changed in their form and configuration:

The universe’s parts, taken altogether, prevail in omni-reciprocal at-one-ment of interbeing. The self-organizing universe is a mutually co-extensive unifying whole that evolves by co-operatively making itself up as it goes from within, in accordance with the ever-prevailing contextual principle of reality’s formation: the most important content of reality is the formative context of its current processes – as perceived – of cosmic configuration.
Hence the validity, at any given moment, of John Lennon’s quip:

Reality isn’t what it used to be.
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The Realities of Cause As Its Effects
Evolution is the awakening of the soul to a recognition of its unity with the Whole.  Material evolution is an effect, not a cause. This reverses the popular belief, declaring that evolution is the result of intelligence, rather than intelligence being the result of evolution!

Like the ever-fluctuating self-organizing imagery in a kaleidoscope, the unitary at-one-ment of the universal field’s cosmological common unity of interbeing is much greater than any mere linear cause-and-effect summation of its parts. For example, there is no such thing as an effectively functioning team and its separated and linearly sequenced members. A functional team exists only as its co-operatively self-organizing unified membership. So likewise there is only an effectively functioning universe as its co-operatively unified parts, like the respective imageries of rain-spattered water, holograms, and rotating kaleidoscopes. 
As an example of this common unity of interbeing, basketball star Bill Russell described the underlying self-organizing dynamism of effective teamwork, which very few people have experienced as vividly as did he:

Every so often a Celtics game would heat up so that it became more than a physical or even mental game, and would be magical. That feeling is difficult to describe, and I certainly never talked about it when I was playing. When it happened, I could feel my play rise to a new level. It came rarely, and would last anywhere from five minutes to a whole quarter or more. Three or four plays were not enough to get it going. It would surround not only me and the other Celtics, but also the players on the other team and even the referees.

At that specific level, all sorts of odd things happened. The game would be in a heat of competition, and yet somehow I wouldn't feel competitive--which is a miracle in itself.  I'd be putting out the maximum effort, straining, coughing up parts of my lungs as we ran, and yet I never felt the pain. The game would move so quickly that every fake, cut and pass would be surprising, and yet nothing could surprise me. It was almost as if we were playing is slow motion.  During those spells, I could almost sense how the next play would develop and where the next show would be taken.  Even before the other team brought the ball into bounds, I could feel it so keenly that I'd want to shout to my teammates, "It's coming there!" --except that I knew everything would change if I did.  My premonitions would be consistently correct and I always felt then that I not only knew all the Celtics by heart, but also all the opposing players, and that they all knew me.  There have been many times in my career when I felt moved or joyful, but these were the moments when I had chills pulsing up and down my spine.

Sometimes the feeling would last all the way to the end of the game, and when that happened I never cared who won. I can honestly say that those few times were the only ones when I did not care. I don't mean that I was a good sport about it – that I'd played my best and had nothing to be ashamed of. On the five or ten occasions when the game ended at that special level, I literally did not care who had won. If we lost, I'd still be as free and high as a sky hawk.
No member of a crew is praised for the rugged individuality of his rowing.

The word “synergy” was originally a theological term signifying the co-operation of human with Divine grace in the work of creative regeneration. It is now a cosmological term signifying the omni-co-operative nature of universal at-one-ment of interbeing.
Every whole, as its parts, is synergetically more than the sum of its parts, as evidenced, for instance, in metallic alloys. As design scientist Bucky Fuller described such synergetic dynamism:
One plus one equals two – except in a synergistic situation. For example, a machine that can exert [a pressure of] 60,000 pounds per square inch (PSI) on a bar of iron will break it. A bar of chromium of the same size will break at about 70,000 PSI. A bar of Nickel will break at about 80,000 PSI. Added up, that’s 210,000 PSI, right?

Wrong. If I mix iron, chromium, and nickel in certain proportions, the resulting metal bar will withstand 300,000 PSI! Subtracting 210,000 PSI / from the 300,000 PSI, we’re left with 90,000 pounds of strength that seems to have appeared from nowhere. The metals together are 43 percent stronger than they are separately. And that’s synergy.
Yet another example of synergy is the way words are combined to form a sentence:  
 [A sentence] expresses something more than what is expressed by all its words taken separately.... [T]he construct taken as a whole has...a value that its elements, taken either singly or in sum total, do not have. ~ Joseph Owens, An Interpretation of Existence
In short, a sentence is likewise greater than the sum of its words:

Let’s eat Grandma.

Let’s eat, Grandma.

In the context of the universal whole as its synergetically unified parts, rather than the universal whole and its linearly separated and sequenced parts, our lived reality functions as an integrally open-ended process, which evolves as a self-organizing single unit that is synergistically inclusive of ourselves. This integral process empowers us with the potential – though only when we choose to activate it – to be constructively self-commanding of our own lives, as well as to take charge of our self-directed conscious evolution, instead of our being merely the witless outcome of externally driven forces of linearly sequenced cause and effect.

It has been estimated that while we may have as many as 80,000 thoughts a day, most of them are mental reincarnations of our former thinking. Hence the story of a disappointed teacher whose request for a salary increase was declined. What is required of us to break the cerebral spell of our habituated Newtonian worldview is to adopt a consistently mindful unifying perspective on the here-and-now dynamics of our current experiencing, in lieu of our otherwise dwelling – often subconsciously – in the categories of our recalled past experiences. Only thus may we avoid exhuming and reenacting fossilized renditions of our past divisive behaviors and thinking.

The inner context of our cerebrally projected worldview becomes mirrored in the outer content of our moment-to-moment experiencing. Yet in accordance with the numerous principles and practices that are elsewhere presented and/or referenced on this website, we always have the ability to mindfully change the way we are experiencing our present circumstances by altering our cerebral innerscape’s contextually programmed points of view. And we can likewise contextually reprogram our imprinted memories of former experiencings as well.

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Revising the Way We Mind Our Own Business

We are currently undergoing an overall change of our cerebral innerscape’s habituated programming of “what’s so,” as a consequence of our being simultaneously informed by both the slowly passing divisive Newtonian worldview of cosmological apartness and the tentatively emerging unitary worldview of cosmological at-one-ment. While our minds are undergoing this perceptual makeover’s major revision of our current cerebral innerscapes, our experiencing of this makeover tends to be subliminally confusing at best, and at its worst can be quite maddening.
In other words, we are experiencing a general overhaul of our cerebrally programmed outlook on our lived realities, not merely a minor tune-up of our current points of view. And even though this comprehensive overhaul is transcendent of the divisive Newtonian worldview into which we all were born, the outcome of this perceptual makeover will preserve whatever is viable therein, by aligning it with the unifying context of the presently emerging outlook of cosmological at-one-ment. It is thus, for example, that technologically mechanical constructions will continue to seem mechanical in our experiencing thereof.

It is thus essential that we now become mindfully aware of the individual and collective self-limitations of our perceptual infrastructure’s reality-forming preo¢¢upation with a gro$$ly ¢on$umptive and narrowly utilitarian frame of e¢onomi¢ referen¢e, which is now increasingly failing to generate equitable wellbeing for all concerned. It is only in the context of mindful awareness of our very awareness itself that we can, with equivalent mindfulness, commit to the reoccupation of our ¢on$umptively $kewed $en$ibilitie$ with a complementary reality-forming perceptual frame of reference whose consequent mindset inclusively accommodates those aspects of wellbeing that are not presently taken into a¢¢ount because they cannot be redu¢ed to number$.
Mindfully reoccupying our individual and collective mindsets with an equi-concentric cosmology of overall wellbeing is the practical objective of this website, once we’ve adequately established the prerequisite awareness of our ¢on$umptive mind$et’s presently accelerating unworkability. For only to the extent that we are mindfully aware of an existing mindset’s lack of viability, as well as of the how and the why of its unviability, do we become correspondingly open to mindfully adopting a more vitally sustainable mindset that is user-friendly to the planet, rather than ¢on$umptively abu$er-trendy as at present.
Because being “mindful” signifies being reflexively aware of one’s own awareness, this introductory overview is intended to awaken us to an awareness of the increasing unworkability our auto-piloted ¢on$umptive mind$et by stressing its unworkability with the same tactic of redundancy via which it the advertising industry slipped it under the radar of our reflexive awareness to begin with.

In the tumult of an increasingly dysfunctional hyper-¢ommer¢ialized set of globally ¢on$umptive human infra$tru¢ture$, which are slowly morphing into an alternative infrastructural milieu that serves more equitably the integral vitality of all beings, our experiencing of this topsy-turvy worldview phase transition is becoming more and more off-centeredly askew:

One book-length assessment of this phase transition proclaims that Ecology into Economics Won’t Go: Life Is Not a Concept, which acknowledged that so-called e¢onomi¢ “rationalization” takes gro$$ly inadequate rational a¢¢ount of the numerous non-economic requirements for equitably sustainable societal and planetary wellbeing. This is because, for the most part, the presently prevailing ¢on$umption-¢entri¢ mind$et devalues human persons as being primarily a work-to-make-a-living for¢e that is ¢ompri$ed of $hop-‘til-you’re-broke-and-even-then-$um ¢on$umervore$, even as this same mind$et similarly devalues our planet and its other species as being little more than a ¢on$umable-good$-and-$ervi¢e$ re$our¢e ba$e, which pa$$ively await$ our extra¢tion or dome$ti¢ation thereof, in ¢ommer¢iallized “$ervi¢e” to humankind’$ po¢ketbook$ and other ¢on$umptive $elf-intere$t$ in general, and to the bu$ine$$ ¢ommunity’$ a¢quisitive finan¢ial $elf-intere$t$ in parti¢ular. 
This $uper-¢on$umptive mind$et did not, however, come upon us solely by inadvertence, by accident, or by chance. It rather was deliberately pre-¢al¢ulated, was very ¢on$¢iou$ly e$tabli$hed, and was tran¢e-formatively ma$$-mediated into the Ameri¢an ¢olle¢tive p$y¢he following the Second World War, when the United States’ industrial means of winning that war – the so-called “war machine” – had either to be dismantled and abandoned, or else be redeployed for an alternative purpose. Its deliberate makeover from a war machine to an omni-¢ompul$ive ¢on$umeriti$ ma¢hine was forthrightly re¢ommended by a retail analyst named Victor Lebow, who offi¢ially advi$ed the nation’s ¢ommer¢ial elite in an article that appeared in the widely respected (by bu$ine$$ leader$) July, 1944 issue of The Journal of Marketing:
Our enormous productive economy. . . demands that we make consumption our way of life, that we convert the buying and use of goods into rituals, that we seek our spiritual satisfactions, our ego satisfactions, in consumption . . . at an ever increasing rate. 

We have a¢¢ordingly, a$$iduously and quite advertently (as in advertising) been ¢on$umptively mass-medially programmed ever since at an ever increa$ing rate, while being conveniently distracted from the heat of this programming’s fervor by the so-called “cold” war. In the wake of the cold war’s conclusion, this programming’s fervor was quickly re-masqueraded via the even greater heating up of chronic global terrori$m and ¢ounter-terrori$m. From a historical perspective, just as the warring Roman Empire mollified its citizenry with bread and circuses, so the warring American Empire does likewise with the “¢on$umer e¢onomi¢s” of fast food and television. And just as did much of the ancient Roman general public, we are today likewise opting for collective obesity and mental dumbing down.
It is no mere coincidence, therefore, that “consumption” was the original name for what we now call “tuberculosis,” and that the tubercular nature of today’s pandemic ¢on$umptiviti$ tends to confirm this correlation. Even as soon as four decades ago one could already foresee that the days were numbered for our near-sighted perceptual equivalent of a me¢hanomorphi¢ally ¢on$umptive machine-like reality:
[L]ife in America has been geared up to a frantic pace, and there's not much that's human about it. Everything is machine-stamped, in one way or another. The machine-punched gas bill, the recorded greeting of the grocery store clerk, the harried teacher in the educational factory – all seem to be saying: 'I don't care who you are; I just need your number so I can be done with you.' Daily living in America is largely a matter of getting processed into this or that category….
[T]he human being is a wonderfully adaptive creature – a creature that tends to mirror his environment. He becomes like the world he inhabits by assimilating the world into himself. He values what the world he lives in values. And if the world does not value feeling, or the relationships between people, he won't either. He will become machine-like by cutting himself off from his own feelings and imaginative life. He will not care about other people, will not let their lives impinge on his, because he won't have learned to care about himself. He will regard himself – like everything else in the environment – as a thing, as something to be tinkered and experimented with. He will regard other people as things to be used. He will, in short, become somehow less than human.

Recalling also another of Einstein’s pronouncements, that today’s problems cannot be resolved with the same thinking from which they emerged, it is quite obvious that tomorrow’s required knowledge cannot be found in the near$ighted utilitarian dollar$-and-¢ent$ mind$et that sustains today’s arbitrary human institutions, whose unwieldy ¢on$umption–driven infra$tru¢ture$ are incapable of accommodating the world’s increasingly overwhelming non-economic challenges that we are presently encountering as a rapidly globalizing planetary civilization. The worldwide consequences of our one-pointed pe¢uniary mind$et, which knows little more than how to throw money at our problems, are now darkly foreshadowing the necessary dissolution of our mindset’s ¢on$umptively di$$ipative frame$ of referen¢e, in the face of an emerging new mode of thinking that is commensurate with a planetary future that continues to vitally sustain our own participation therein.
Yet a viable shift of our pre$ent worldview’$ mind$et cannot occur without a prerequisite transformational makeover of the perceptual infrastructure that sustains its continued prevelance. It is in support of the perceptual makeover now required that this website heralds an emerging sustainable mode of infrastructural thinking, whose fruition critically depends on our individual and collective transformation of the mindset that sustains humankind’s present ob$e$$ion with materiali$ti¢ hyper-¢on$umptive value$, to which all other values are summarily subordinated.

Too many minds have had their perceptual infrastructure fossilized by the paralysis of analysis that informs today’s mass-mediated so-called “news,” as further reinforced by the hardening of the categories that deforms today’s mass-mediated “politics,” and by the ¢ommer¢ially ma$$-mediated full-time “¢on$umer e¢onomi¢” binging that so advertently programs us to buy stuff we don’t really want with money we don’t really have, with which to impre$$ people that we don’t truly like. It is these three malformed human institutions (among others) that now have us boxed in amidst today’s seemingly intractable global challenges.

Our experiential reality is the only reality that we can ever know, and this commonly overlooked fact of reality bares, repeating.
Insofar as our current experiential-reality-forming perceptual infrastructure is beholden to a ¢on$umptive e¢onomi¢ utilitarian outlook, our experiencing is accordingly limited to the material $tuff that corresponds to our ongoing $elf-$tuffing of our mind$et with this outlook. 

The Between-Agers of Generation R share the as-yet-rare understanding that the only reality we ever can know is our lived reality-at-hand, however it is being experienced by us at any given moment. Cosmology includes spiritual principles and practices from a broad range of disciplines: primal religions, shamans, eco-spiritualists, biologists, and mystical quantum physicists all of whom are integrally woven into the tapestry of understanding our connectedness with the Universe, planet Earth and all sentient beings.
Primal tribes have always revered the land as their source of plenty and abundance. Our ancestors have taught us varied and diverse lessons of the skies, the land and its people which today we accept as part of our evolutionary DNA. Earth is holy to all because it is the common ground which, at the most basic level, is the very source of life itself. And as common ground, it affords us a place to reach out, understand, and appreciate our interconnectedness and interdependence with one another.

Five Steps to Reawakening:

1. Surrender: We give up trying to force our will through the use of ego. We surrender to being a member in the whole community of life and accept its rights, privileges and responsibilities.

Any viable perspective than cannot be thus embraced will be a sign of a less-than-fully-integral worldview.

vitally and beneficially present in the near and how of every passing moment, for as Emerson further commented on his roses’ fate:14
Before a leaf-bud has burst, its whole life acts; in the full-blown flower there is no more; in the leafless root there is no less. Its nature is satisfied, and it satisfies nature, in all moments alike. But man postpones or remembers; he does not live in the present, but with reverted eye laments the past, or, heedless of the riches that surround him, stands on tiptoe to foresee the future. He cannot be happy and strong until he too lives with nature in the present, above time. [Italics added.]

Our tendency to abdicate from the cosmic ecology of whole-life action also has a long history, for as St. Augustine observed 15 centuries earlier,15+
Men go abroad to wonder at the heights of mountains, at the huge waves of the sea, at the long courses of the rivers, at the vast compass of the ocean, at the circular motions of the stars, and they pass by themselves without wondering. 
And as mystic Evelyn Underhill has more recently observed,16
For lack of attention, a thousand forms of loveliness elude us every day
The whole-life-action model of reality as a co-extensive, omni-interrelational all-encompassing field of subfields that embed still other subfields has also been characterized as a network of holons within holons within holons. The word “holon” was coined by social philosopher Arthur Koestler from the Greek word holos (meaning “whole”), to signify a networked totality whose constituent parts are comprised of lesser networked totalities, even as it is simultaneously a part of an even larger networked totality – a network within which every totality is also omni-inter-co-operative with all other totalities, as in the glass of warm, green, salty water cited earlier.X The term “holon” therefore applies to any and every distinct whole that embeds and/or is embedded within other distinct wholes, and which holistically functions within a nested hierarchy of networked totalities.1711 
From this holonomic perspective, the universe is an ultimate holon of all holons, a single omni-interrelating totality that holonomically incorporates lesser holons from quasars to quarks, including ourselves who likewise incorporate lesser holons of metabolic, immune, circulatory and other systems that in turn incorporate even lesser holons of organs, cells, molecules, and atoms:X
A holon refers to a system (or phenomenon) that is a whole in itself as well as a part of a larger system. It can be seen as systems nested within each other. Every system can be considered a holon, from a subatomic particle to the universe as a whole. On a non-physical level, words, ideas, sounds, emotions – everything that can be identified – is simultaneously part of something, and can be viewed as having parts of its own.
Since a holon is embedded in larger wholes, it is influenced by and influences these larger wholes. And since a holon also contains subsystems, or parts, it is similarly influenced by and influences these parts. Information flows bidirectionally between smaller and larger systems. When this bidirectionality of information flow and understanding of role is compromised, for whatever reason, the system begins to break down: wholes no longer recognize their dependence on their subsidiary parts, and parts no longer recognize the organizing authority of the wholes. Cancer is a good example of this breakdown in the biological realm. . . .
This hierarchy of holons is called a holarchy…. Holons in a holarchy have the dual tendency of integration and development and out of balance they tend to a pathology.
Another example of holonomic dynamics is an alloy made of two or more metals whose combined properties exceed the sum of their individual ones, such as the alloying of chromium, nickel, iron, carbon, and manganese that produces steel. While the sum of the individual tensile strengths of these five substances is 250,000 pounds per square inch (p.s.i.), their tensile strength as a steel alloy is 350,000 p.s.i. This is a 40% increase in the ability of the alloyed materials to resist breakage under tensional stress. 
All such behavior of wholes exceeds the summed behaviors of their parts, and is thus transformative of their individual behaviors, which is also the result of commingling the intangible gases of hydrogen and oxygen to produce tangible water. It is no mere coincidence that these dynamics were signified as “synergetic” by architect R. Buckminster Fuller, who called the operational results of such synergy “doing more with less.” 
Yet another example of holonomic dynamism is the sentence that you are just now reading. Like every other sentence,X~Joseph Owens, An Interpretation of Existence (Milwaukee: The Bruce Publishing Company, 1968), pp. 17-18
 [I]t expresses something more than what is expressed by all its words taken separately.... [T]he construct taken as a whole has...a value that its elements, taken either singly or in sum total, do not have. 

Even when a word is considered separately it exists as the emergent outcome of an integral process that precedes and is greater than the sum of the word’s significations. How this is so was illustrated by John Archibald Wheeler, a worldwide esteemed 20th-century cosmologist, in his extended elaboration of the so-called “Heisenberg uncertainty principle” whereby our knowledge of one aspect of reality precludes our knowledge of another. Wheeler observed that we are 63

… part of a universe that is a work in progress; we are tiny patches of the universe looking at itself – and building itself. 
As Wheeler described our participation in cosmic self-assembly in his autobiography:64
We had this old idea, that there was a universe out there, and here is man, the observer, safely protected from the universe by a six-inch slab of plate glass. Now we learn from the quantum world that even to observe so miniscule an object as an electron we have to shatter that plate glass; we have to reach in there. . . . So the old word observer simply has to be crossed off the books, and we must put in the new word participator. In this way we’ve come to realize that the universe is a participatory universe.
The implications of our being cosmic participant-observers were also well understood by physicist Max Planck, who was the first to hypothesize quantum-physical dynamics:

Science cannot solve the ultimate mystery of nature. And that is because, in the last analysis, we ourselves are part of the mystery that we are trying to solve.
In other words, we are ultimately inseparable from our observations, as was likewise acknowledged in cosmological perspective by astrophysicist Sir Arthur Eddington:

We have found a strange foot-print on the shores of the unknown. We have devised profound theories, one after another, to account for its origin. At last, we have succeeded in reconstructing the creature that made the foot-print. And lo! It is our own.
In a participatory cosmos where observers and their observations are omni-interrelated, every observation is somewhat analogous to a blind man who feels a snowflake to see how it is structured. Reality, as experienced, melts into the contingent conditionality of the I of its beholder, no two of whose beholdings are precisely identical. No two persons write identical reality checks, because the formation of perceived reality is an experiential inside job. Xebook Thus reality, as experienced, uniquely fits into each observer’s locally circumstantial frame of reference, however different it may be from the reference frames of some or most others. 

Wheeler illustrated the circumstantial contingency of participant-observership by citing an argument among three baseball umpires who were debating their respective experiential frames of reference for identifying balls and strikes:
“I calls ‘em as I sees ‘em.”
“I calls ‘em as they are.”
“They ain’t nothin’ ‘til I calls ‘em.” 
Since all observation is actively participatory in accordance with the subjectively grounded circumstantial contingency that uniquely shapes each person’s mindset and observational outlook, and since there can be no detection of reality in the absence of an observation thereof, we have no way of knowing what totally unobserved reality unexperienced by any conscious mind is like. We can never know what and how the universe might be when no one is aware of it, because there can be no observation from an outlook whose perspective is “uncontaminated” by an experientially tinged frame of reference that informs (and thus gives formation to) the shaping of our observations.
From Wheeler’s participatory perspective on the perceptual aspect of reality formation, which he likened most to the third umpire’s experiential frame of reference, there will forever be an element of “judgment call” in our cosmology, an irreducible degree of experientially conditioned cosmetology in our perceptual make-up of reality. Wheeler likened this irreducible experiential “spin” of our participant-observer status to the dynamics of a make-it-up-as-you-go version of a popular mid-twentieth century television game show, “Twenty Questions.”
What is the difference between a ‘participatory’ reality and a reality that exists ‘out there’ independent of the community of perceivers? An example may illustrate a little of the difference. Edward Teller and I, and a dozen other guests, were sitting in the living room of Lothar Nordheim in Durham after dinner. From general conversation we moved on to the game of twenty questions. One, chosen as victim, was sent out of the room. The rest of us agreed on some implausible word like "brontosaurus." Then the victim was let back into the room. To win, he had to discover the word with no more than twenty yes/no questions. Otherwise, he lost.
After we had played several rounds, my turn came and I was sent out. The door was closed, and was kept closed for the longest time. I couldn't understand at all why they were taking so long. Moreover, when at length they let me in, every one had a grin on his face, sure sign of a joke or a trick. However, I went ahead innocently asking my questions. "Is it animal?" "No." "Is it vegetable?" "No." "Is it mineral?" "Yes." "Is it green?" "No." "Is it white?" "Yes."
As I went on with my queries I found the answerer was taking longer and longer to respond. He would think and think and think. Why? That was beyond my understanding when all I wanted was a simple yes or no answer. But finally, I knew, I had to chance it, propose a definite word. "Is it ‘cloud'?" I asked. My friend thought a minute. "Yes," he said, finally. Then everyone burst out laughing.
My colleagues explained to me that when I was sent out of the room, they agreed not to agree on a word. There was no word in the room when I came in! What is more, they had agreed that each respondent was permitted to answer my question as he pleased – with one small proviso: if I challenged him, he had to have in mind a word compatible with his own and all the previous answers! The game, in other words, was just as difficult for my colleagues as for me. 

What is the symbolism of the story? The world, we once believed, exists 'out there' independent of any act of observation. The electron in the atom we once considered to have at each moment a definite position and momentum. I, entering, thought the room contained a definite word. In actuality the word was developed step by step through the questions I raised, as the information about the electron is brought into being by the experience that the observer chooses to make; that is, by the kind of registering equipment that he puts into place. Had I asked different questions or the same questions in a different order I would have ended up with a different word as the experimenter would have ended up with a different story for the doings of the electron. However, the power I had in bringing the particular word ‘cloud’ into being was partial only. A major part of the selection lay in the ‘yes’ and ‘no’ replies of the colleagues around the room. Similarly, the experimenter has some substantial influence on what will happen to the electron by the choice of experiments he will do on it, ‘questions he will put to nature’; but he knows there is a certain unpredictability about any one given one of his measurements will disclose, about what ‘answers nature will give’. . . This comparison between the world of quantum observations and the surprise version of twenty questions misses much, but it makes the central point. In the game, no word is a word until that word is promoted to reality by the choice of questions asked and answers given. In the real world of quantum physics, no elementary phenomenon is a phenomenon until it is a recorded phenomenon.
From Wheeler’s perspective on how our experientially co-participatory circumstantial reference frames contribute to the formation of our assessments of reality, the entire universe “gets its groove” in a manner that is analogous to his novel experiencing of the 20-questions game. Therefore, within the same meta-cosmological ballpark as Wheeler’s perspective is novelist Henry Miller’s declaration that 

Chaos is the score upon which reality is written. 

Subsequent to Miller’s assertion, we have learned that the emergence of orderly reality from prior chaos is a function of the self-organizing dynamics of so-called “complex adaptive systems,” of which every holon is an example, and whose operational dynamics are analogous to Wheeler’s 20-questions experience. As physicist Murray Gell-Mann observed, “the complicated behavior of the world we see around us is merely ‘surface complexity arising from deep simplicity.’”XX+
Concerning our perceptual contribution to the formation of our experiential reality, Wheeler summarily observed:65 
The universe is a grand synthesis, putting itself together all the time as a whole. Its history is not a history as we usually conceive history. It is not one thing happening after another after another. It is a totality in which what happens “now” gives reality to what happened “then,” perhaps even determines what happened then. 
It is well-known by students of historiography (the history of historical writing) that it is customary for “what happened then” to be newly rewritten by each successive generation of historians as they re-vision the past from the perspective of their further contemporary understanding. Yet one need consult neither history nor science to intuit the inseparability of subjective and objective consciousness. Mere common sense tells us that if the facts of our knowledge were as purely objective as the Newtonian worldview deems them to be, then every fact would have the same meaning for and the same effect on every witness thereof, and subjective variations of our experiencing of reality could not exist. We would be blank slates on which reality writes the same and only way to be experienced.

Such common sensibility further indicates that even the choice to perceive the world objectively is ultimately a subjective choice, and that the irreducible degree of uncertainty that defies all attempts to eliminate it is simultaneously an objective and subjective challenge:
Our Age of Ambiguity
was heralded by the discovery
that the motion of atomic particles
cannot be fully comprehended:
measuring the velocity of their travel
inevitably changes their course;
determining their course of travel
inevitably changes their velocity.
The metaphysics of shifts in consciousness
is no more certain than is the physics of quantum leaps:
should we attempt to determine love's velocity
(how much do you love me?)
then loving's flow will tend elsewhere to go;
should we attempt instead to plot love's course
(will you always love me?)
we shall only take our sails out of its wind.
The ultimate science,
whether of motion or emotion,
is the art of just being with what is
by being as what is.
Self-presencing oneself as what is represents a practice in which, however certain one may be about what one is presencing, there can be no certainty of its consequences. For no matter how free we are to choose, we are not free from the consequences of our choices:

Today I'm feeling incomplete,
wondering what my finished puzzle is,
longing for a box whose cover shows
a pre-existing picture of my life.
Fitful about feeling fitless,
I seek to match the contour of my life
against the unknown nextness
that forever edges in on me.
I am alternately frightened and excited,
knowing that the larger pattern yearned for
will build itself upon the shape I am giving this day.
***********************************
Today’s consensual reality, from the perspective of which we both individually and collectively perceive, is undergoing a fundamental perceptual makeover that will be no less profound than was the objectifying consensual reality established by Renaissance artists, Cartesian philosophy, and Baconian-to-Newtonian science. In contrast to this trend toward increasing objectification, in the early 20th century a counter-trend toward subjectification was initiated by our experiencing of the quantum-relativistic foundation on which the “deep ecology” of all physical reality is presently presumed to be based. 
We now know (though have not yet adequately learned) that our experiencing of the relativistic and quantum aspects of reality is ultimately subject to both the relative speed, circumstantial influence, experiential mindsets, and experimental apparatus of perceiving observers, and is therefore correspondingly subjective. As Werner Heisenberg accordingly noted, “What we observe is not nature itself, but nature exposed to our method of questioning.” 

A final example of holonomic dynamics is a hologram, each part of which, like a drop of water from the ocean, exemplifies the pattern of whole-part relationship that exists within the larger holographic totality in which it dynamically participates. When an optical hologram (as distinct from a printed one), is cut into pieces, each piece retains the totality the hologram’s overall image, albeit somewhat fuzzily so.  

In every holarchy, therefore, from macro-cosmic to micro-cosmic, wholes and parts are equally co-participative in total each-of-the-other co-inclusivity. 
Holarchies are also sometimes likened to nested Russian or Oriental dolls in which
As is the case with all metaphors and analogies, only up to a point is the imagery of nested dolls heuristically useful, since the embedment of our hypothesized c-fields is not literally holonic. Rather than being successively embedded within a lesser-within-greater holonic gradient, they instead are co-extensively embedded throughout their composite field.

The holonic dynamics of interbeing, in which each interacting component is a relationship set that embeds other (and is embedded by still other) relationship sets and which thereby interrelates each thing to all others, would perhaps be more perceptible were we to cease using the static word “part” and substitute for it the operational term “interaction.” For what is ultimately signified by the newer thought form of holarchic interbeing is that interaction is the how of a whole’s being greater than the sum of its parts. It also signifies that this how is most often as uncontrollable as it is likewise most often unforeseeable. (And even when it is foreseen by a few, such as global warming, such foresight gains value only as it becomes generalized.)
In a holonically nested systemic structure, every action participates with other actions in a holarchy of interacting relationship sets. Within every holarchy, the dynamics of its interbeing and interdoing are productive of one or more unpredictable, novel consequences, such as when the action of mixing two gases, hydrogen and oxygen, results in a liquid we call “water”. Since this liquid emerges from the gas’s holonic interaction, water is called an “emergent property” of their interaction within the all-inclusive holarchic relationship set that we call “chemistry.” 
Similarly, in evolutionary terms, extinction is an “emergent dynamic” of maladaptive relationship sets, and global warming is at least in part an emergent dynamic of a maladaptive interaction between the holarchies of human technology and planetary ecology. All such properties and dynamics are “emergent” because they have no independent existence in any of the co-operating holons that produce them, nor is their emergent existence as such distributed in bits and pieces among their co-operating holons. They are rather a manifestation that arises from the interoperative betweenness of co-operating holons, whose interdoings are the meeting place from which emerge all manner of unforeseen consequences. Even when such consequences are predetermined, their predetermination is not detectable prior to their occurrence for the first time, nor (unless they are catastrophic) does their initial occurrence become evident to our scrutiny until we have conceived the possibility of their existence.
What may be at least roughly predetermined, however, is that beneficial interactions produce unforeseen beneficial emergent properties and dynamics, while malevolent interactions produce unforeseen malevolent emergent properties and dynamics. Since predictive foreseeability is the prerequisite of all control, in a global reality that is increasingly beyond our control it behooves those who contemplate malevolent action to heed the advice of an ancient Chinese text on military strategy, Sun Tzu’s The Art of War: “To win one hundred victories in battle is not the ultimate skill. To subdue the enemy without fighting him is the ultimate skill.”
Each holon and holarchy happens interdoingly with all other related holons and holarchies, rather than happens to each other. Thus all Earthly interdoings are the planetary “so things are without” of the universal “as things are within.” Correspondingly, therefore, within the deep ecology of universe, planet, and creature alike, all action that is inclusive is self-including and all action that exclusive is self-excluding – whether or not the “selves” concerned are conscious of this principle, or are mutually blameful of each other for the holistic consequences of their interactions.
As the all-encompassing holon of all holons, the universe is not a laddered hierarchy of compartmentalized parts that are linearly sequenced in a step-by-step chain of top-down or bottom-up one-way command. It is rather configured as a rippling “holarchy” or “radiarchy” that is analogous to the progressively overlapping radial waves on the surface of a pond into which many pebbles are tossed, the multiplicity of whose impacts are outwardly accommodated by one another from within, while at the same time they are inwardly accommodated by one another from without.
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The overall structure of cosmic whole-beingness is analogous to what omni-mutual interweaving in the above image would be like if the omni-directionally accommodated crisscrossing of all waves by each wave and of each wave by all waves were indefinitely extended to the 360° horizon of the universe. Furthermore, it is by envisioning a spherical rather than lateral interweaving of all whole-part interrelationships in the cosmos, from the interactions of quarks to the those of quasars, that we may gain an intuitive sense of the omni-mutual inter-co-operative integrity of unbroken wholeness that is increasingly revealing itself to the observation of today’s cosmologists.8 Bohm, Abrams 
The closest thing to a final analysis of the experiential reality-formation process may be Søren Kierkegaard’s observation that “Life can only be understood backwards. It must be lived forwards.” Because the reality of our experiencing is circumstantially relative to how we are presently choosing to experience it, in the final Cartesian/Newtonian analysis of “what’s real” there can be no final analysis – until, that is, after the fact of whatever happens next . . . and next . . . and next ad infinitum.
Cutting to the chase: In a universe that makes itself up as it goes, in the final analysis there can be no final analysis.
Before this Manual addresses the practical implications for our Self-presencing that are both explicit and implicit in the foregoing integral perspective, it is appropriate to acknowledge that its paradigmatic account of omni-interrelational causationϕ transcends and includes the centuries-old analytical mechanistic paradigm of point-to-point chained causation, in which wholes are the aggregated summations of their constituent parts, and are linearly assembled bottom upward from their smallest to their largest components. Accordingly, the next subsection of this preface contrastingly portrays the reductive paradigm of linearly chained causation.

The Ambiguous Dance of Continuity and Change
From “continuity and change in the cosmic clockwork”: 

The dual unity (and dual truism) of continuity and change was likewise observed by the aborning Buddha in Herman Hesse’s novel, Siddhartha, when he noticed that despite a river’s constant journeying to the sea, so long as its water continues to flow it remains the same river in form, though not the same river in immediate substance, as it meanders the length of its course for as long as the persistent whole thereof is comprised of the many intermediate bends and stretches that join its source with its terminus. When a river is perceived as its water, it is neither more nor less – even though it is other – than is its water when perceived as a river, which is so because both river and water remain inextricably entangled in form and substance for long as they thus mutually co-activate. And as is also attested by the world’s many convoluted canyons, the constancy of a river as a whole transcends and long outlasts the inconstancies of its form during its ever-permutating course.

The simultaneously ongoing permanence of change and permanence within change is the quintessential dynamic of reality’s milieu. Heraclitus’ pronouncements acknowledge the principle of involution, which is the ever-and-everywhere-present process of the origination of the new, while the French proverb acknowledges the corresponding principle of evolution, the ever-and-everywhere-present process of conserving the workable outcomes of involution. This involution ~ evolution balancing act is succinctly stated in neuroscientist Humberto Maturana’s observation that “history is a process of transformation through conservation.” From a historical perspective on evolution’s course, changes occur on behalf of preserving what ongoingly serves the evolving whole, which is accomplished via the diminution if not extinction of whatever no longer serves. As spiritual philosopher Ernest Holmes assessed this involutionary ~ evolutionary balancing act:
Everything in the universe exists for the harmonious good of every other part. The universe is forever uniting what is harmonious and diminishing what is not…. It is the unessential only that is vanishing, that the abiding may be made more clearly manifest.
Nineteenth century French physiologist Claude Bernard implicated this same balancing act in his proclamation that “Theories in science are not true or false. They are fertile or sterile.” From both a scientific and evolutionary change-management perspective, “fertility” is whatever works while “sterility” is whatever doesn’t work. The theoretical empowerment provided by such fertility was acknowledged in Nobel Laureate author Andre Gide’s statement that “No theory is good except on condition that one uses it to go beyond.”

It is from the evolutionary principle of workability that both Ernest Holmes and atheist Robert Ingersoll derived similar moral corollaries:
Holmes: There is no sin but a mistake, and no punishment but an inevitable consequence…. We are not punished for our sins but by them. Sin is its own punishment and [virtue] is its own reward. 
Ingersoll: There are in nature neither rewards nor punishments, there are consequences. 
In other words, the ongoing evolutionary dance of continuity-by-means-of-change weeds out whatever becomes unworkable (and is therefore unessential), so that whatever continues to be workable may be sustained. Evolutionary change prevails because it is self-organizing and self-perpetuating of its own self-preserving dynamics of “transformation through conservation.” Thus is evolution the overriding principle that governs the progression of all natural process, by keeping change within the boundaries of functional permissibility that allow workable forms to prevail while unworkable forms are dissipated.

Another moral corollary of evolution’s change-management principle was cited in author Thornton Wilder’s appreciation of his upbringing: “Thank God my parents loved me enough to mark out the boundaries of the permissible.” 
Occasionally the boundaries of evolutionary permissibility exact a momentous toll, as when an asteroid strike near the Yucatan peninsula some 65 million years ago changed the planet’s boundary conditions of life overall by pulverizing the contents of a 110-mile-wide crater. The resulting gigantic cloud of powdery dust was globally diffused throughout Earth’s atmosphere, which blotted out the sunlight and converted the planet into a wintry desert, comparable to the so-called “nuclear winter” that would follow an extensive global nuclear war. This climatic change so suddenly and radically altered the planet’s boundaries of evolutionary permissibility that the dinosaurs who had been its reigning species for the preceding 160 million years quickly and altogether disappeared. With the boundaries of lifekind’s permissibility thus reset, our mammalian progenitors came down from their abodes in the trees to begin their eventual transformational emergence into a succession of species that would eventually bear the prefix “homo.” 

That we ourselves occasionally experience the inward equivalent of such seismic shifts was noted by novelist D. H. Lawrence:
There are said to be creative pauses,

pauses that are as good as death,

empty and dead as death itself.
And in these awful pauses,

the evolutionary change takes place.
Like the global hiatus between the dominion of dinosaurs and mammals, the personal hiatus between former and subsequent wifetimes and lifestyles can be an evolutionary pause, which is marked by changes of kind rather than of degree – the ultimate form of what Gregory Bateson signified as “the difference that makes a difference.”

What we designate as our “experiencing,” therefore, is the entanglement of our susceptibility to change with our ability to manage change. This entanglement underlies the operational truism that effective change management requires us to be continually mindful of the situational uncertainties and circumstantial ambiguities that are inherent in the borderland interrelationship between our experiencings of continuity and our experiencings of change.

The ongoing dance of stability and change is proclaimed in the French proverb, “The more things change, the more they stay the same.” No matter what passage, movement or change we may observe, at some fundamental level the same thing often prevails amidst the flux. Accordingly, while we cannot step into the same river twice, it is nonetheless the same river that we cannot twice step into. As was observed by the man who became the Buddha in Herman Hesse’s novel, Siddhartha, despite a river’s constant journeying to the sea, so long as it is flowing it remains fully present in and as each of its parts, whether the part be its source, its end, or any stretch in between.3
As the Grand Canyon and the world’s other canyons attest, the constancy of a river as a whole transcends and outlasts its changes in part so long as it continues to flow, and does so regardless of its meanderings. And so do we: 4
A living body is not a fixed thing but a flowing event, like a flame or a whirlpool: the shape is stable, for the substance is a stream of energy going in at one end and out the other. We are particular and temporarily identifiable wiggles in a stream that enters us in the form of light, heat, air, water, milk, bread, fruit, beer, beef Stroganoff, caviar and pate de fois gras [and goes out as] babies, talk, politics, commerce, war, poetry and music. And philosophy.
From its atoms to its galaxies to its cosmos as a whole, the universe is a nested hierarchy of local fluctuations, each of which is embedded within the constancy of a larger encompassing whole. The constancy of the universe in its entirety regardless of the fluctuations of all its parts, is attributed in Albert Einstein’s special theory of relativity to the constancy of light. Thus yet another statement of ongoing truth is that light travels at a universally constant speed of 186,282.397 miles per second.4+ Although its speed is lessened as it passes through air, water and glass, the reduced speed remains constant and identical in all identical mediums, and even light’s own changes (of color) take place at the same speed. 
Light’s constancy of movement is unique to light itself. For instance, if one throws a ball forward at 50 mph from a vehicle moving at 50 mph, the ball will travel at 100 mph as it incorporates the vehicle’s speed. Thrown in reverse at 50 mph, however, the ball will merely drop downward. Yet when we measure the speed of light we discover that it never varies, no matter how rapidly forward or in the opposite direction its source of emission is travelling, and no matter how rapidly we are moving toward or away from a light’s source as we are making our measurements. Two persons moving in opposite directions at different speeds within a beam of light will nonetheless register identical measurements of the light beam’s speed. Why and how the motion of light is thus independent of all other motion is among the greatest of all scientific mysteries, and is the ultimate basis for many other scientific mysteries as well.
Not only does light have an invariant motion, each of us has an invariant location, in support of yet another statement of ongoing truth: “Everywhere I go, here I am.” Each of us always and only experiences our self as being “in here” rather than being anywhere else “out there.” Even those who have so-called “out-of-body experiences” continue to perceive whatever they are experiencing from the vantage point of their “here” rather than from the perspective of a “there” whose experience is taking place elsewhere. Each of us is always and only experiencing from within the permanence of our being here, no matter what may be happening elsewhere.
Just as 186,282.397 miles per second is the absolutely constant speed of unimpeded light, being here is the absolute constant of each person’s experience, and this continues to be our sense of self-location regardless of any impediments. Our experience of being here is the foundation of all our other experiencing, because nothing happens of which we are knowledgeable until it (or a report thereof) happens to us. All experience is inherent to the being that is having the experience. For example, even when we’re “thrown for a loop” it is here that the thrown-ness and looping is experienced. We are so irrevocably committed to being here where everything is experienced from within, that even when we are “beside ourselves” or we “meet ourselves coming and going” our experiencing of such also takes place within us, and never somewhere out there. 
Our experience of being in here is a constant of our self-identity amidst a universe of fluctuations, including those that occur in the self thus identified. Our experience of being here is an absolute to which all of our other experiencing is relative. Being here is a lifetime sentence without parole, nor with any time off for good behavior or the prospect of a divorce, whether no-fault or otherwise. No matter what comes to pass in our lives, or moves through our lives, or changes in our lives, all such fluctuation takes place from our vantage point of being here. All of the world’s passages, movements and changes come and go from our ongoing perspective as a passenger whose source of experience invariantly stays put. 
Since all experience of inconsistency elsewhere is embedded in an experience of ourselves being consistently here, no matter what is present in our experience, or is absent from our experience, or is passing by in our experience, the way it is experienced is caused by the one to whom it is present, absent or passing. The implication of this principle of prime location in our self-world interrelationship is appreciated by few of us as fully as it was by a little girl who was seen sitting atop her family’s baggage as her parents were being processed for immigration at Ellis Island as “displaced persons” of World War 2. When a passing social worker remarked sympathetically, “It’s too bad you don’t have a home,” the little girl brightly replied, “Oh, we have a home, we just don’t have a house to put it in.”
The one and only thing that we can absolutely count on throughout our entire lives is that our being is never without a home base of operation, regardless of the state of its housing and other surroundings. This is invariantly the case because no matter where I go, and no matter what happens around me, to me, within me, or as me, here I consistently am.

Dear Dr. Houston,
In the summer of 1965 was hospitalized with a bone-marrow-confirmed diagnosis of leukemia. Refusing to consciously entertain the diagnosis, I mindfully preoccupied myself for 12-16 hours day with books I’d brought along from my “to be read some day” pile, which included

· R. Buckminster Fuller, No More Second Hand God

· Marshall McLuhan, Understanding Media: The Extensions of Man
· Lewis Mumford, Technics and Civilization
· Harrison Brown, The Challenge of Man’s Future an Inquiry Concerning the Condition of Man During the Years That Lie Ahead 
· and most especially Floyd Matson, The Broken Image: Man, Science and Society  
Matson’s book made utterly and extensively explicit what was implicit in all the others: that we are living at the intersection of a “thinking-to-pieces” worldview that is no longer and a “thinking together” worldview that is not yet. I immediately called the Dean of the college where I was teaching and asked for his support in getting the college curriculum committee’s support for my offering an experimental course in comparative world views. I was so exhilarated when he said “Yes” that all of my symptoms instantly disappeared, and I was released two days later by my doctors who were so utterly perplexed that they took sample after sample of my blood before they could accept what had happened. (What they accepted, of course, was that they had somehow misdiagnosed what they had earlier assured me was “unmistakably” leukemia. (With assurance like that, who needs enemies?)
When I first came across your “people of parenthesis” metaphor, I had a major “I wish I’d said that!!” experience. 
A few years afterward, I became one of the co-founders of the North American environmental education movement, thinking that would be an exemplar of the “thinking-together” worldview. When I eventually realized that what was most in need of education was the species’ mental environment I became a Religious Science minister, managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin, and later edited Barbara Marx Hubbard’s entire 1600+ page Book of Co-Creation manuscript, Flo Calhoun’s chthonic I Remember Union (second edition) and Sunlight on Water, and various other “new paradigm” publications. (I had never seen the word “chthonic” until I read your review of Union.)
A little over two decades ago there was briefly an aborning movement to “re-language” Science of Mind, until Rev. Peggy Bassett’s advised those of us who were caught up in that endeavor hit the bullseye as only Dr. Peggy could aim. She said, “Rather than re-languaging the Science of Mind, we should be doing what Ernest Holmes did: rearticulate the universal principles of truth in the language of our own day.”
It was also about that same time that Marcia Sutton shared with me a lovely bit of contemporary Sufi wisdom: “In all of his bestsellers, the Divine has told the truth – custom-tailored to the comprehension of the times.”

Such has been my endeavor ever since, and two decades later I feel that I am finally getting the hang of it. Accordingly, within a few months I will have a website that represents my best opening shot at the target Rev. Peggy specified. 

However, while Holmes produced the Science of Mind as a final draft, I am providing a tentative draft for all who are interested in the collective rearticulation of the universal principles of truth, custom-tailored to the scientific comprehension of 21st century times, and as what I am provisionally calling "The Cosmology of Equitable Wellbeing." 
In New Thought Circles I’m also calling it New Thought 3.0. New Thought 1.0 (ancient Taoist, Vedantic, Hermetic, etc. wisdom) emerged largely via networked word of mouth. Modern New Thought 2.0 emerged largely via printed materials at first, and more recently via multimedia materials. New Thought 3.0 will emerge from a networked global brain, a process that my forthcoming cosmological wellbeing website intends to omni-co-facilitate. 
The attachment is the latest draft of the overview of my website. In keeping with the intended omni-co-facilitation of the not yet worldview’s emergence from the very beginning of the process, I am sending it to all persons whose perspective I value with the request that they address the following concerns:

You top the list of those whose perspective on the emerging unitary worldview I most value. And accordingly, you are among the others whose perspectives I’ve been gathering ever since I saw the movie Bambi in 1942 at age 5, and asked my mother to write down Thumper the Rabbit’s statement, “If you can’t say something nice, don’t say nothing at all,” which began a life-long collection of, quotations that I intend to eventually publish as The Gospel of Not Yet Common Sense.
