New Consciousness Writers Topics

As many of us become New Consciousness Writers, the question of what to write about comes up.  The question carries corollaries:

· What is New Consciousness?

· What topics fit within New Consciousness?

· What New Consciousness topics, or treatments of topics, can be useful?

· What New Consciousness topics are people interested in?

Let’s have a look at these.

What is New Consciousness?


The New Consciousness is an evolution; a culmination of human awareness.


The New Consciousness is a growth experience on a macrobiotic scale. Many people call it an Awakening on the order of the mastery of fire, or the development of writing. Some folks consider the New Consciousness to be the birth of a new species of hominids. What is certain is that the New Consciousness affects some very practical, mundane, and personal things such as being mindful of our attitudes as we get going in the morning. A very popular New Consciousness practice is to manifest the front parking place at the shopping center. Come to think of it, few ancient shoppers might have used that manifestation trick when they parked their camel-carts at that old-time shopping center in Israel; Old Jerusalem.


The New Consciousness includes lessons-learned in many areas of life, as learned by multiple cultures, across several millennia.  From ancient shamanic practices to modern healthcare practices; from early alchemy to modern particle physics; we are assembling a vast array of principles, practices, and products which all together form what we call the New Consciousness. By integrating such vast knowledge and skills we are learning amazing things about nature, which in turn enable us to perform miracles.  


New Consciousness researchers examine the aspects of nature that our various beliefs are about.  Many beliefs are confirmed to be accurate and many beliefs are found to be in error.  Positive behavior patterns are being found, revised, or developed and then passed on to the populace.  Many of these are common to multiple cultures, such as the valuation of love.


Is there a common thread among New Consciousness writers, practitioners, and constituents?  One commonality is the instigation of paradigm shifts, within self and culture, which move us from fear-based beingness to love-based beingness and from negative-mindedness to positive-heartedness.  These paradigm shifts include the development and implementation of such things as knowledge, psychological tools, teamwork, inclusivity, norms, acceptance, and love.

“What topics fit within New Consciousness?”


The New Consciousness includes a vast number of specific topics.  The range of these includes thoughts and feelings from the realms of science, religion, spirituality, free thinking, alternative ways of doing things, health practices, ways of thinking, modern management, teaching, and more.


Among the New Consciousness topics I write about are:

· Love

· Ways of Being, often with regard to Perspective and Attitude

· A new discipline called Cognitive Realization (think of it as being ‘Conscious Cognizance and Creation’)

· Coping with and utilizing the various New Consciousness phenomena in everyday life

· Aspects of the Global Transformation, including principles, techniques, and paradigm shifts


As well, I seek to convey a New Consciousness perspective and attitude in all my writings by stating things in positive terms, being all-inclusive, keeping in mind that my words have creative energy, and so forth.  I figure my own words might serve as an example of the principles we profess.

“What New Consciousness topics, or treatments of topics, can be useful?”


Let us say, for a moment, that the general goal of New Consciousness is to “Be cognitive of Who We Really Are”.  Let us also consider that the New Consciousness honors all paths that convey truth. 


If this is the case, I assert: ‘Any topic that helps any person, place, or thing to be cognitive of Who, Where, or What They Really Are – in any small or great amount – is a useful topic for New Consciousness Writers to write about.’  Well, I recently attended a briefing of people who are interested in taking active roles in the global awakening. One attendee is a seamstress.  How can a seamstress possibly help expand consciousness? Well…  There’s the ‘Zen’ of sewing, for starters.  A seamstress can teach much using the medium of sewing.  Then there are the various items the seamstress might sew.  Prayer shawls, prayer flags, choir smocks, and the like. Let’s remember that ALL paths lead to enlightenment.

“What New Consciousness topics are people interested in?”


There are two essential sets of people surrounding all distributed publications: the authors and the readers. We as writers are quite aware of this, principally because we sometimes want people to read what we write. We also consider another factor: We generally prefer that we ourselves want to write what we write.


In the case of New Consciousness writing, I believe that it is important for authors to be cognizant of three things:

 The general preferences of the readership, what is on the writer’s heart to write, and what Spirit (Providence, God) is calling the writer to write.


We are part of a larger community in which we are most effective if we are harmonious with the collective consciousness; if we ‘fit in’.  At the same time, I acknowledge some unique factors that apply to New Consciousness writing.  The New Consciousness is new.  We are correlating thousands of years of learning with a massive barrage of new discoveries about nature. Things that until recently were thought of as esoteric, magical, or impossible are now being demonstrated in laboratory experiments and later sold as products and practices. I mean,,, People walk on the moon!! Companies use certain Oneness principles to guarantee secure data transmission. Telepaths are hired by police departments. We are creating a single global mind that operates along several communications media, including the internet and empathic Oneness.

Thus the New Consciousness is a research and development project. Therefore it will happen that people come up with new principles and practices, as well as new ways to employ old principles and practices.

New Consciousness is exactly what it’s called.  Being a new consciousness, it affords a wide range of open topics to write about.  The most fundamental aspect of the New Consciousness is that it’s in development here/now.  We New Consciousness writers have the opportunity to share amazing new and old insights with the world.  We have the opportunity to influence the shaping of the current global transformation.  We have the opportunity to enlighten people as they shape themselves during their own personal transformations.
