Dear Nirvana,

I respectfully have a somewhat different view than your own on technological effectiveness and efficiency, which – and I'm mostly guessing here – may be closer to the viewpoint of Home Office (though perhaps only subliminally so?).

In any event, my perspective on technology is analogous to Ernest Holmes’ perspective on cosmological wellbeing. As I view all of my life experiencing from this perspective, technology functions at its best when it is both effective (i.e., when it does what is most workable) and efficient (i.e., when it does most workably what is most workable).  


Technology that is thus effectively efficient thereby emulates the effective efficiency of evolution, which does not maximize individual efficiencies, and rather optimizes the efficiency of the evolutionary system as a whole on behalf of the equitable wellbeing of all its members – both all members who serve the system and all members who are served by the system. (And in ecosystems, as distinct from techno-systems, all members are both simultaneously and equitably serving and being served. Just as there are no privileged positions in the meta-verse, neither are there privileged positions in the universe (other, of course, than those positions we've technologically rigged to be self-privileging in the short run).

Maximizing individual efficiencies in a technological system places a great energetic burden on the system itself, most of which rests on the few who serve and maintain its technology for the benefit of the many who are thus being served.

By contrast, the process of optimizing technological efficiencies on behalf of all concerned distributes the energetic burden of system maintenance more equitably among both those who are serving and those who are served.

As Ernest Holmes so brilliantly stated, such equity of distributed energy flow is the basis of all cosmic process – and I here once again quote Holmes' perspective on cosmologic wellbeing from his little book, What Religious Science Teaches:
Everything in the universe exists for the harmonious good of every other part.
The universe is forever uniting what is harmonious and diminishing what is not….
It is the unessential only that is vanishing, that the abiding may be made more clearly manifest.
In a technological system that is most workably workable for all concerned, and is thus emulative of the rest of the cosmos, energetic support of the system that is distributed equitably (aka "democratically") tends to require more expenditure of my own energy than is required by a system that maximizes the efficiency of my receipt of its benefits. 
Furthermore, all systems that maximize efficiency for receivers of their services tend to become rigidly hierarchical, and they also tend ultimately to maximize the received benefits of the parts at the top of the hierarchy. All hierarchies have their analogous equivalent of "lobbyists," which is why all hierarchies by whatever name – whether theocracy, monarchy, aristocracy, meritocracy, oligarchy, polyarchy, totalitarian, or (as in the U.S.) electorally contrived – have an operational tendency to function non-democratically, as does recent legislation that goes contrary to 90% of measured U.S. public opinion.
By contrast, while it is similarly possible to portray the cosmos as if it is a from-the-top-down hierarchy, the universe everywhere functions radially from center to center, via a greater-than-sum-total of its parts' paths of least resistance, much like the overlapping wave patterns of raindrops falling on water (see attached image)..
Such radial understanding tends to infuse the consciousness of most indigenous peoples, while it tends to escape the consciousness of civilized cultures, and especially the consciousness of Westernized cultures. Accordingly, throughout human history few civilized minds have grasped the radial principle as firmly as did the minds of Ernest Holmes and his principal mentors in this regard, third century Platonic philosopher Plotinus, and (though only in Homes' later life) Vedantic philosopher Sri Aurobindo. Hierarchical systems tend to be other-controlling, from either the top down or the bottom up (or both), while radial systems tend to be mutually self-commanding. 

I have attached an image of the mutually self-commanding outcomes of raindrops falling on water, because in my estimation Ernest Holmes taught the artfully radial science of all of us going and doing likewise. 
If this radial model calls for a more equitable distribution of the energy flow in the ministerial licensing fee system, so be it. However, on the basis of Rita Foster's feedback via Home Office just a little while ago, I am inclined to feel that given the long-term security advantages of "cloud" effectiveness and efficiency, what we have right now may be best optimized to the benefit of all concerned, especially considering that the efforts of both those who are serving at Home Office and those who are being served in the Field seem approximately equitable.

Expansively present persons are more likely to experience wellbeing, while contractively present persons are more likely to experience illbeing. As for wellbeingness and illbeingness themselves, further evidence suggests that harmonious wellbeing is the cosmic ground state of all that is, while all illbeing is a disharmonizing local tribulation of wellbeing’s universally grounded dynamic.

Paradigms are transparent to the thought processes that they inform. We become conscious of existing paradigms only in the thought atmosphere of a shift, as an emergent paradigm juxtaposes established ways of thinking with its own. With one exception, it takes a paradigm shift to empower a paradigm shift, since an existing paradigm becomes most clearly apparent from the perspective of a contrasting paradigm.
The exception lies in persons with the rare ability to observe the collective pattern of human experience and behavior in such a way that they perceive the underlying noetic construct that sustains it. This was especially difficult before the mid-1960’s, when our understanding of the dynamics of what we now call “paradigms,” “memes” and “mind-mapping” was initiated. Though a basis for such understanding was then inherent in the holism of both General Semantics and General Systems Theory, these fields of inquiry were largely unknown outside highly educated circles.
