Covey prescribes the ultimate practice of fully Self-renewing, Self-realizing & Self-actualizing persons: “Find your voice and inspire others to find theirs.” Among the multitude of inner voices you may choose to tune into, the one that is most beneficial when fully heard by yourself and others is YOUR authentic voice within, YOUR truly unique innermost knowing of Universal self-authorizing sovereignty. This is a voice into which only you can tune, and from which only you, as a beneficial presence to all concerned, can express its message of whole-hearted knowing in thought, word and deed. This voice is also your most trustworthy guide to the unique path of your spiritual destiny.
During the past several decades I and others have established a highly effective two-part mutual inner-Self-listening process 1) of tuning into and hearing the unique wisdom of one’s authentic voice within, and 2) of regularly convening Self-realizing persons in a mutually Self-actualizing gathering that facilitates the ever-deepening clarification of one’s innermost Self-knowing while sharing with others its authentic message. The process begins with a two-hour appointment at NTCSL (address below), and while its fee is $50, the ongoing (and ongrowing) weekly clarity gatherings are convened for an optional love offering.
