Awakened Vocation
Description: Awakened Vocation supports its readers in fulfilling Ralph Waldo Emerson’s commandment to “do your thing and I will know you.” It facilitates their transition from “making a living” to “getting a life,” i.e., from doing some employer’s work to doing their own work (possibly with the same employer). It assists them in discerning and embracing their vocation of destiny, by identifying their inmost vocational passion and systematically developing a strategy for making that passion the foundation of their lifestyle and the source of their livelihood, all in the spirit of Robert Frost’s assertion: 

 But yield who will to their separation,
My object in living is to unite
My avocation and my vocation
As my two eyes make one in sight.

Intended market: Awakened Vocation speaks to the rapidly growing legions of those who are frustrated and disillusioned with both the perennial systemic insecurity of the job/career market and its failure both to fulfill their yearning to live significantly and meaningfully, and to meet their ever-rising cost of living. Ideally, order blanks for the book will be prominently available at all major job-placement facilities.

Book Store Placement: Awakened Vocation fits many “living well” niches: careers, lifestyle, livelihood, personal growth, psychology, self-help/self-improvement, spirituality, transformation, work.

Purpose: Awakened Vocation assists readers in:

· identifying their greatest potential to make a constructive difference in the world;

· actualizing that constructive potential in a vocation that generates a livelihood and lifestyle that together empower the difference they yearn to make.

Motivation and Qualification: 
As a creative musician, singer-songwriter, poet, storyteller, humorist, and platform speaker, my dynamic public presence (including extensive radio and TV experience) makes me a powerful, enthusiastic, and tireless “won’t quit” marketer and salesman of my work. Within one year of the book’s publication I could sell from 1-2,000 copies at my self-generated speaking engagements and workshops.
As a seasoned networker in both cyberspace and “Hi there!” space (since the mid-1990’s and mid-1960’s respectively), I have become a  networker of networks, developing my own e-mail “down line” of several thousand self-empowerment types to whom I can announce the book and the website that I will co-design and maintain for its readers’ further edification. I also maintain, oversee, or have connections with numerous other websites that will attract readers to the book.

I have a list of a few hundred persons in the forgiveness and self-transformational movements to whom (as many as possible) I will send review copies with individual letters that personally invite them to share their assessment of the book and offer suggestions for directing it to its largest potential readership. This is how my self-published environmental book blanketed its target market in 1973-74 (see below).

Furthermore, I am the facilitator of the Portland-Vancouver area’s Awakened Vocation Network, which will support hundreds (and by publication time, perhaps thousands) of individuals in this area who are in various stages of initiating and vocationally actualizing their destinal aspirations.
Credentials: Trained both as a journalist and a philosophical writer, I began my career path as a co-founder of the North American environmental education movement (1965-77). I was invited to join that endeavor after making a speech on environmental perceptivity entitled “Gestalt Ecology,” and secured my leadership role via my self-publication of a book entitled You Are An Environment (1973), with which I saturated the aborning movement’s market. I sold 18,000 copies by word of mouth of the 300 national and local leaders of the movement, to all of whom I sent free review copies. (NOTE BENE: I intend to activate a similar strategy for promoting Awakened Vocation.]

In 1978 I segued into being an eventually ordained doctorate minister of Religious Science. Along the way I was the managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin (1980-83), and editor of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s Book of Co-Creation (1983-84 and 1992-93). (I have also authored or co-authored five books of my own between 1968-1985.) Presently on the faculty of New West Seminary in Oregon City, I am due to become its chaplain this fall, after which I will vigorously network myself throughout the area’s interfaith community.
