I am writing a book on self-forgiveness, a subject on which very little has thus far been produced. I have written every word knowing that the book’s comprehensive scope and unique and engaging style qualify its final draft (in process) as a best seller. And so will it be for the publisher who shares my mental equivalent.

The book is deeply grounded in Ernest Holmes’ understanding of the nature of whole-self being, and is essentially a book-length spiritual mind treatment, albeit not of the traditional, linear, five-step variety. Thus I am moved to offer you the right of first perusal of the enclosed “preview edition” of the book’s penultimate first half. 

The book’s scope is personal, practical, intuitive, socio-cultural, ecological, metaphorical, paradigmatic, metaphysical and cosmological. Its style is innovatively autobiographical, articulating with unique first-personality a noetic report from my experience (rather than a prosaic telling of “my story”) that is burnished with entendre, allusion, alliteration and metrical flow. When asked to characterize my style I call it (depending who has asked) “process autobiography,” “first-person metaphysics,” or “write I am self-disclosure.”

I also have a nearly completed follow-up book with the working title, Looking From What I’m Looking For: Allegories of Whole-Self Being, as well as a third book in progress of Daily Guides to Choosing Forgiveness (whose format was inspired by the “Daily Guides” in Science of Mind magazine), and a fourth book in progress entitled The Science of Minding My Own Business: An Appreciation of Ernest Holmes. I am working on all of these books simultaneously to integrally develop from the first book onward their common theme of self-dominion and wholeness of being.
My purpose in issuing the enclosed “preview” is to accelerate the growth of the fledgling forgiveness education movement, while enhancing my own effectiveness therein. This strategy served me magnificently during the 1970’s, when I became a co-founder of the environmental education movement in North America via a self-published book entitled You Are An Environment.  It sold 18,000 copies in the year and a half after I sent review copies to the 300 most prominent environmental educators, thus saturating the book’s highly specialized market of other practicing and aspiring professional environmental educators. I am now similarly reaching today’s far larger generalized market for material on forgiveness.

The enclosure is being circulated privately and selectively to those who are most able to facilitate the replication of my vocational success of three decades ago.
