Dear Mr. Dohrmann,

I have a project that seems perfect for IBI, with potential comparable to that of Chicken Soup for the Soul.  This 21st century project does for “success” what Napoleon Hill, W. Clement Stone et. al. did for the concept in the 20th century.  

The project, just recently initiated, is centered on a book (in progress) and a program of self-management that can be applied individually or (and most effectively) in small group Master Mind meetings.  The project is called The Politics of Success®, the “politics” being those of self-government rather than of governing others, and on behalf of “success” as defined in its most inclusive sense, “the accomplishment of purpose.”  Defined most simply, The Politics of Success® is the effective command of one’s self-dominion.

While the 20th-century concept of success is associated primarily with vocational and financial goals and objectives, The Politics of Success® addresses all areas of purposeful endeavor:
· Relationships        

· Vocation
         

· Supply (material means and possessions)

· Well-being (physical/mental/emotional/spiritual)
The Politics of Success® is distinguished by my 35-year intensive study of the implications of the worldviews of quantum-relativity physics, systems theory, and the numerous sciences, psychologies and philosophies of wholeness.  The holistic perspective centers the motivation process within, rather than in external goals and objectives.  While the latter remain as valid and important as ever, The Politics of Success® focuses attention primarily on the means rather than the outcome of accomplishment, i.e., upon the impelling energy of intention rather than the attractiveness of incentives.

I became committed to this project in the mid-1960’s while working with Jack Canfield and others on the development of Human Potential Seminars for W. Clement Stone.  (I also once appeared in a program with Mark Victor Hansen and Bucky Fuller in the 1970’s.)

Enclosed is a description of the project, and further information on my preparation thereof.  I know that IBI can be instrumental in the accomplishment of its purpose.

Professional Lifeline

Rev. Noel Frederick McInnis 

Rev. Noel Frederick McInnis is a teacher, author, poet, editor, musician, songwriter, storyteller and humorist; an ordained minister of Religious Science; and Internet Minister-at-Large for the New Thought movement.

Rev. McInnis did his undergraduate work in journalism and graduate work in the intellectual history of the U. S., Europe and Russia.  Subsequently self-enlightened in the fields of general systems theory, organizational transformation, ecology, quantum-relativistic cosmology, holistic spirituality, transpersonal and spiritual psychology, consciousness studies, subtle energetics and other integral perspectives, he has applied his learning in a variety of academic, editorial and ministerial settings.  

From 1965-1977, while teaching at both community college and university levels, and authoring numerous articles, curriculum materials and several books, Rev. McInnis was immersed in academic administration as well as in curriculum and instructional development.  He was an educational consultant to numerous state, federal and private organizations, and director of The Center for Curriculum Design, a non-profit educational foundation that supported his role as a principal founder of the environmental education movement in North America. 

In 1977-78 Rev. McInnis enjoyed a year of self-renewal in Aspen, CO, alternating as chef and pianist in local restaurants while awaiting inspiration for a new career.  His discovery of Science of Mind philosophy while attending the Mile-Hi Church of Religious Science in Denver moved him to rekindle his teen-age intention to become a minister.

From 1979-96, in addition to ministerial studies and subsequent member church ministries, Rev. McInnis taught nearly two dozen classes on Science of Mind in relationship to science, mysticism, philosophy and ethics, at the various campuses of the UCRS school of ministry (now Ernest Holmes Institute).  He was also successively an editorial assistant and member of the editorial advisory board for Science of Mind Publications.  He facilitated the reprinting of Ernest Holmes’ Seminar Lectures and The Voice Celestial, and the Concordance to the Science of Mind textbook (verifying the accuracy of all 18,000+ entries in the latter). From 1989-1991 he authored a monthly Science of Mind magazine column, “The Perception of Wholeness,” and has since had several articles and interviews published in the magazine.  

From 1980-83 he was the managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin, tracking the metaphysical impact and implications of the neurosciences as well as of the emerging scientific cosmology.  From 1983-1993, he was the editor of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s massive Book of Co-Creation and its related publications.  

From 1985-92 Rev. McInnis and his wife, Rita, were the founding co-ministers of the National Science of Mind Center in Washington, D.C. (now the Celebration Center of Religious Science in Falls Church, VA.).  He became an ordained minister of Religious Science (UCRS) in 1989. 

Since moving to the San Francisco area in 1992, Rev. McInnis has provided a variety of Internet services to non-profit organizations that support the teaching and learning of holistic worldviews, especially those that are related to the New Thought movement.  Through his own website, New Thought Network (www.newthought.net), and as the Online Committee chairperson of the International New Thought Alliance (INTA), he maintains an Internet-based ministry to the New Thought movement overall.

Rev. McInnis is the survivor of two earlier marriages, by the first of which he is the father of two grown children: daughter Holly, a United Airlines pilot; and son Scott, an anesthesiologist.  He is thriving in his third and lasting marriage to Heidy Balazsy.
