Rev. Noel Frederick McInnis 

Overview

Rev. Noel Frederick McInnis is a teacher, author, poet, editor, musician, songwriter, storyteller and humorist; an ordained minister of Religious Science; and Internet Minister-at-Large for the New Thought movement.

Rev. McInnis did his undergraduate work in journalism and graduate work in the intellectual history of the U. S., Europe and Russia.  Subsequently self-enlightened in the fields of general systems theory, organizational transformation, ecology, quantum-relativistic cosmology, holistic spirituality, transpersonal and spiritual psychology, consciousness studies, subtle energetics and other integral perspectives, he has applied his learning in a variety of academic, editorial and ministerial settings.  

From 1965-1977, while teaching at community college and university levels, and authoring or editing numerous articles, curriculum materials and several books, Rev. McInnis was immersed in academic administration, curriculum and instructional development, educational consulting for numerous state, federal and private organizations, and the management of a non-profit educational foundation that supported his role as a principal founder of the environmental education movement in North America. 

In 1977-78 Rev. McInnis enjoyed a year of self-renewal in Aspen, CO, alternating as chef and pianist in local restaurants while awaiting inspiration for a new career.  His discovery of Science of Mind philosophy while attending the Mile-Hi Church of Religious Science in Denver moved him to rekindle his teen-age intention to become a minister.

From 1979-96, in addition to ministerial studies and subsequent member church ministries, Rev. McInnis taught nearly two dozen classes on Science of Mind in relationship to science, mysticism, philosophy and ethics, at the various campuses of the UCRS school of ministry (now Ernest Holmes Institute).  He was also successively an editorial assistant and member of the editorial advisory board for Science of Mind Publications.  He facilitated the reprinting of Ernest Holmes’ Seminar Lectures and The Voice Celestial, and the Concordance to the Science of Mind textbook (verifying the accuracy of all 18,000+ entries in the latter). From 1989-1991 he authored a monthly Science of Mind magazine column, “The Perception of Wholeness”, and has since had several articles and interviews published in the magazine.  

From 1980-83 he was the managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin, tracking the metaphysical impact and implications of the neurosciences as well as of the emerging scientific cosmology.  From 1983-1993, he was the editor of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s massive Book of Co-Creation and its related publications.  

From 1985-92 Rev. McInnis and his wife, Rita, were the founding co-ministers of the National Science of Mind Center in Washington, D.C. (now the Celebration Center of Religious Science in Falls Church, VA.).  He became an ordained minister of Religious Science (UCRS) in 1989. 

Since moving to the San Francisco area in 1992, Rev. McInnis has provided a variety of Internet services to non-profit organizations that support the teaching and learning of holistic world views, especially those that are related to the New Thought movement.  Through his own website, New Thought Network (newthought.net),  and as chairperson of the INTA Online Committee, he maintains an Internet-based ministry to the New Thought movement overall.

Rev. McInnis is the survivor of two marriages, by the first of which he is the father of two grown children: daughter Holly, a United airline pilot; and son Scott, an anesthesiologist.  He is thriving in his third and perpetual marriage to Heidy Balazsy.

· Initiated a novel one-year course on the subject of self-dominion, entitled “Gestalt Ecology: Creating Your Own Space” (formally entitled “Technology and Civilization” to get curriculum committee approval).  This course explored the relationship between environments (natural, technological, social, cultural, linguistic, conceptual) and individual and collective human behavior, with an emphasis on the de-conditioning of self-limiting behavior patterns.  

· Facilitated innovative course development and instructional approaches throughout the College's curricular and extra‑curricular program.  This included 

1) creation of an audio‑visual department; 

2) participation with Jack Canfield and others (who were funded by Success Magazine founder W. Clement Stone) in creating the College's nationally known Human Potential Seminars, which along with “T-group training” initiated the personal development movement; 

3) planning and implementation of Kendall's first experimental January interim‑term curriculum in 1970, where each instructor offered an intensive full-time four-week experimental course on the topic that most fascinated him/her; 

4) conception, planning and hosting of the college’s Living Prophets Lecture Series, featuring Marshall McLuhan, R. Buckminister Fuller, Robert Theobald, Constantinos Doxiadis and Alan Watts.

· Director, The Center for Curriculum Design, Evanston, IL (1970‑74)

This non-profit educational foundation was funded and maintained by a series of grants totaling $250,000, from the family of a student in Rev. McInnis’ “Gestalt Ecology” class.  The Center provided consulting services on innovative, alternative teaching and learning methods and programs, to schools, colleges, and religious, professional, environmental, civic and governmental organizations. (Specific activities enumerated below.)

Contributed to policy formation during the Association's founding period; coordinated the planning and convening of its first 3‑day annual conference in St. Louis (1973).

Facilitated formation of a statewide association of educators, public officials, businessmen and others concerned with environmental education in Illinois schools and media.

· Steering Committee, Illinois Environmental Education Task Force, Office of the Superintendent of Public Instruction (1972‑73)

Drafted "Networking" section of state Master Plan for Environmental Education; assisted in drafting of other sections.

· Director, Total Environment School‑Community Workshops (1972‑73)

Planned and convened eight regional workshops on school‑community approaches to environmental education, held in Evanston, Seattle, Oakland, Austin, Lincoln, Atlanta, Washington, DC, and at the Massachusetts Institute of Technology. Workshops were funded by the Office of Environmental Education (HEW), and each brought together an average of 70 educators, students, public officials, and business/civic/professional leaders.

Editorial Phase (1977-85)
Aspen (1977-78):

 From 1977 to 1978 Rev. McInnis spent a year of self‑renewal in Aspen as he awaited the inspiration for a new career.  While in Aspen, he involved himself in an eclectic assortment of community service activities and explored the vocational potentials of his non-academic talents of cooking and music, while concluding his curriculum-writing and academic consulting commitments.  [His curriculum commitments included an environmental education curriculum unit for UNESCO in Paris, and the narratives for the series of environmental education filmstrips cited above.  Consulting commitments in Portland, OR and Portland, MN provided several thousand miles of opportunity to satisfy an unfulfilled romance with hitch-hiking.]

Southern California (1978-83):

In September of 1978, inspired by the previous year’s Thanksgiving weekend attendance at Denver’s Mile-Hi Church of Religious Science, Rev. McInnis reactivated an earlier resolve to enter the ministry.  He enrolled in the UCRS School of Ministry in Los Angeles.  While completing his studies on a part-time basis, he was diversely employed.

· He joined the faculty of the UCRS School of Ministry (now Ernest Holmes Institute) in 1979 to teach courses in science, metaphysics, mysticism, philosophy, ethics and the history of New Thought.  He has since taught nearly two dozen classes at all of the School/Institute’s campuses (Los Angeles, Huntington Beach, San Jose, Denver, Seattle and Santa Rosa).
· He was, during the first half of 1979, the final editor of a 4‑volume, 20‑unit high school curriculum module on cultural diversity, entitled Contemporary Problems of Social Justice, for the National Multilingual Multicultural Materials Development Center at California Polytechnic State University in Pomona.
· For the remainder of 1979 he developed a training program for the sales team of the MemoWrite word-processing program (now non-existent), as a way of being paid to become skillful at personal computing.  
· In the autumn of 1979 he edited a directory of nearly 200 spiritual and New Age organizations that belonged to the Los Angeles-based International Cooperation Council.
· In late 1979-early 1980 he scheduled and managed over 200 exhibitors in the first of the expositions that evolved into the Whole Life Expo. 
· From mid-1980 to early 1983 he was managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain-Mind Bulletin.
· From the summer of 1980 through mid-1982 he assisted his wife, Rita,  in her ministry of the Church of Religious Science in San Juan Capistrano, CA.  
Washington, DC area (1983-1985):

From February-October of 1983 Rev. McInnis was the editor of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s Book of Co-Creation.  For the remainder of 1983 through the Spring of 1985, he “ghost”-wrote the book, The Power of Commitment, which was published by Science of Mind Publications.

Ministerial Phase (1985-2000)
Washington, DC area (1985-1992):

Upon completing The Power of Commitment in the Spring of 1985,  Rev. McInnis and his wife co-founded the National Science of Mind Center (NSOMC) in Washington D.C. (now known as the Celebration Church of Religious Science, in Falls Church, VA), which they served through the summer of 1992.  In 1989 Rev. McInnis became an ordained minister of Religious Science.  His published articles during this period included:

San Francisco area (1992- ):

In 1992 the McInnises resigned from the NSOMC and moved to Marin County, California, shortly after which they separated and divorced.

· Rev. McInnis served until 1995 as staff minister for educational outreach of the Golden Gate Center for Spiritual Living in Corte Madera, while also employing himself in freelance writing, editing and pulpit supply.  

· From 1992-93 he concluded the editing of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s book, Revelation: Our Crisis Is a Birth  and other forthcoming volumes in her massive commentary on the New Testament, The Book of Co-Creation.
· In September, 1993 he was a member of the facilitation team for the World Parliament of Religions in Chicago, IL.

· From 1993-1995 he was a reviewer of books for the Institute of Noetic Science’s quarterly Intelligent Guide, including an extensive review article assessing over 200 books on the subject of “Bridging Science and Spirit”.  (See http://www.celenet.org/mindofscience/bridging.htm.)

· In June, 1995 he became the minister of the Celebration of Life Church of Religious Science in San Carlos, CA, a member church of the United Church of Religious Science.  In February, 2000, this church was succeeded by the Life Celebration Center, an independent church of Religious Science associated with Affiliated New Thought Network, which Rev. McInnis continues to serve.

Cyberspace (1996- ):

Religious Science phase:

Since 1996 Rev. McInnis has been a provider of numerous Internet-related services, designing and hosting websites, coordinating and hosting chat conferences, managing e-mail forums (listservs) and developing InterNetworking strategies and procedures for non-profit organizations.  He designed and maintains his own church’s website (http://www.celenet.org/clcrs).  Under a tithe grant from the United Church of Religious Science and subsequent contract with its Home Office, he facilitated the design and maintenance of four websites:

At the same time he developed “placemat” websites for nearly 150 UCRS member churches, managed two dozen e-mail forums (a.k.a. listservs) for various UCRS constitutenties, supported and coordinated numerous SOM chat conferences,  and facilitated the implementation of accredited online instruction in UCRS’s pre-practitioner courses.

Rev. McInnis’ strategic intention for his UCRS online work was to grow the Religious Science movement by exponentially increasing awareness of the Science of Mind philosophy, attracting millions of people to the Religious Science movement, and thereby generating increased demand for churches.  This strategy is fully elaborated at www.religiousscience.org/buildcommunity.  When, in late 1998, the Internet was deemed irrelevant to UCRS’s focus on increasing the size and number of its member churches, his Internetworking services were terminated.

New Thought phase:

In January, 1999, Rev.  McInnis turned his attention to serving the New Thought movement overall.  The online core of this ministry is the New Thought Network website (http://www.newthought.net), a gateway to all New Thought activity on the Internet.  The website features an exhaustive directory of New Thought churches, ministries, organizations and other New Thought related activities at http://newthought.net/guide/ministries.htm.

McInnis also facilitated the online placement of the full texts of the original 1926 Science of Mind textbook (http://websyte.com/unity/title.htm) as well as its gender-neutral version (http://www.onlinechurches.com/socors/1926Text/som-home.htm), and assisted in the successful online solicitation of several thousand dollars to print 5000 copies of the textbook’s new Russian edition.

Rev. McInnis is the chairperson of INTA’s Online Committee, and edits a quarterly column, “A Guide to New Thought on the Internet”, for New Thought magazine.  He currently engages in extensive online networking with several hundred New Thought churches and their ministers, as well as several thousand of their congregants.
