DyAnne Greentree-Wood, a student in my New Thought practitioner training class at New Thought Ministries of Oregon, has requested that I convey to you my willingness to offer Marylhurst students an undergraduate class and/or graduate seminar in what philosopher Ervin Laszlo calls “the integral science of quantum, cosmos, life, and consciousness”. Laszlo has extensively articulated this synthesis in his three most recent books, The Connectivity Hypothesis (2003), The Consciousness Revolution (with Stanislav Grof and Peter Russell, 2003), and Science and the Akashic Field: An Integral Theory of Everything (2004). 

In the late 1960’s Dr. Laszlo published a paper of mine entitled “Gestalt Ecology”, after which I had the good fortune to meet him personally. He is the only person I have met whose breadth of interest matches my own, and I consider myself blessed to have thus connected with someone who has also synthesized this breadth of interest in corresponding depth.
I envision convening a day-long or week-end public seminar on Laszlo’s synthesis, which would feature Laszlo himself and several other secular and religious scholars. I have had considerable experience with the production of such collegiate seminars, as well as with producing eight regional seminars on environmental education for the U.S. Office of Education.
I would enjoy exploring possibilities with you.

Rev. Dr. Noel Frederick McInnis 

Noel Frederick McInnis is a holistic educator, author, poet, editor, musician (keyboards and guitar), songwriter, storyteller and humorist; an ordained Doctorate minister of Religious Science; an Internet Minister-at-Large for the New Thought movement; and the facilitator of a global online ministry on behalf of the healing powers of forgiveness and inclusivity.
Dr. McInnis was one of the founders of the North American environmental education movement in the 1970’s; the managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin from 1980-83; and the senior pastor of several churches of Religious Science from 1985-2002, one of which he co-founded with his second wife, Rita. He is presently the field minister for outreach and chaplain of the Board of Trustees of New Thought Ministries of Oregon in Beaverton; chaplain of the Board of Trustees of the Northwest New Thought Ministries Association; an adjunct faculty member at New West Seminary in Portland; and a member of the Portland Elders Council.

Dr. McInnis has authored or co-authored several books, including Can Man Care for the Earth? (co-author, 1972), You Are An Environment (1973), The Power of Commitment (co-author, 1985, 1989, and again forthcoming in 2006), and is writing a forthcoming book entitled Newer Thought, concerning the social implications of the integral science of quantum, cosmos, life, and consciousness articulated in Ervin Laszlo’s book, Science and the Akashic Field.
University-trained (1954-63) as an undergraduate student of journalism and a graduate student of the intellectual history of the U. S., Europe, and Russia, and ongoingly self-educated in numerous emerging fields of consciousness study (including the ecology of perception, holistic spirituality, philosophies of wholeness, general systems theory, organizational transformation, transpersonal psychology and psychotherapy, vibrational energetics, and other integral perspectives), Dr. McInnis has applied and shared his learning in a variety of educational, editorial, and ministerial settings.
From 1965-1974, while teaching at community college and university levels, and authoring or editing numerous articles, curriculum materials and several books, Dr. McInnis was immersed in academic administration, curriculum and instructional development; educational consulting for numerous state, federal, and private organizations; and direction of a non-profit educational foundation that supported his role as a principal co-founder of the environmental education movement in North America. 

From 1974-1977 Dr. McInnis was employed by or the director of three national or statewide programs of environmental education in Wisconsin, Oregon, and Oklahoma. 
From mid-1977 to mid-1978 Dr. McInnis enjoyed a year of self-renewal in Aspen, CO, where he worked intermittently in area restaurants as either chef or pianist, and hitch-hiked 10,000 miles between both coasts – all of this while seeking the next expression of his vocational destiny, which is to facilitate his own and others’ learning. His discovery of Ernest Holmes’ spiritual philosophy (Science of Mind) inspired him to consummate his teen-age intention to become a minister.

From 1979-96, in addition to ministerial studies and subsequent church ministries, Dr. McInnis taught nearly two dozen successive classes to ministerial students on the foundations of New Thought and its relationship to science, mysticism, philosophy, and ethics, at several campuses (Los Angeles, San Francisco, Denver, Seattle) of the Ernest Holmes Institute, the school of ministry for the United Church of Religious Science. He was also successively an editorial assistant and member of the editorial advisory board for Science of Mind Publications. He facilitated the reprinting of Ernest Holmes’ Seminar Lectures and The Voice Celestial, and the Concordance to the Science of Mind textbook (verifying the accuracy of all 18,000+ entries in the latter). From 1989-1991 he authored a monthly Science of Mind magazine column, “The Perception of Wholeness,” and has since had several articles and interviews published in the magazine. 

From 1980-83 Dr, McInnis was the managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin, tracking the metaphysical implications and impacts of the neurosciences as well as of the new cosmology emerging from noetics, quantum-relativistic physics, holography, cybernetics, and chaos theory. During this time he met and conversed with many of those who were the scions of this emergence. 
From 1983-1993, Dr. McInnis was the editor of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s massive Book of Co-Creation and its related publications, including her 1993 book, Revelation: Our Crisis is a Birth. 

From 1985-92 Dr.. McInnis and his wife, Rita, were the founding co-ministers of the National Science of Mind Center in Washington, D.C. (now the Celebration Center of Religious Science in Falls Church, VA.).  He became an ordained minister of Religious Science (UCRS) in 1989. 

Moving to the San Francisco area in 1992, Dr. McInnis served two successive Religious Science churches while providing Internet services to the New Thought movement. Through his New Thought Network website (www.newthought.net), he maintains an Internet-based ministry to the New Thought movement overall. In addition, he conducts a global cyberspace ministry on behalf of the healing power of forgiveness, which has included nine offerings of an online forgiveness course for AllLearn Inc., a web-based consortium of Oxford, Yale, and Stanford Universities (www.alllearn.org); co-facilitation of a global support network for persons who commit to making forgiveness a lifetime priority (www.forgivenessfirst.com); and co-creating with others a global holiday, International Forgiveness Day, to be observed annually in each of the world’s 300+ nations and territories on the first Sunday of August (www.forgivenessday.org). He also maintains websites featuring his personal perspectives on forgiveness (www.choosingforgiveness.org), vocational destiny (www.awakenedvocation.com), and non-adversarial advocacy (www.gbenetwork.com).
Dr. McInnis evolved through two earlier marriages, by the first of which he is the father of two grown children: daughter Holly, a transoceanic United Airlines pilot; and son Scott, an anesthesiologist. He is presently thriving in his third and perpetual marriage to Heidy Balazsy, while synthesizing his multi-varied past experience in a life-culminating ministry devoted to promoting the practice of inclusivity.
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
