I consistently get “Buffer Underrun” messages during the “test” cycle whenever I attempt to burn CD’s with Sony CD Extreme, though not always at the same sector. There appears to be an application running permanently in the background, since the little green light to the left of the start-stop button no longer blinks on and off as it once was, but is permanently on and just blinks brighter when applications are running.
