[We all live self-determined lives, and to the extent that we do so unmindfully we live our lives passively, and thus in the past tense. Rather than make tense that which has already passed
Only the self-determining life is lived in the present tense.]

For all who choose to live a self-determining life, Steiner has scribed a way of doing so that has proven itself in my owned experience as well. Impingements of both my outer and inner worlds   approach me, and thereby become “real” in my experience of them, in accordance with what I choose to make of them.   Everything that “makes an impression” on me does so on the terms by which I allow them to “make an impression” on me.  
Self-forgiveness is my inner ruler’s power of mindfully re-choosing how I am to be impressed by my contingent inner and outer worlds.  With this power I can induce     a suitable perceptual makeover of any experience that I consider to be unforgivable. I accomplish this by consciously making an otherwise undesired experience acceptable on my own terms.

My inner ruler wields the power of self-dominion, in accordance with my current choices as  impinged upon (often subconsciously) by the habits I have formed as the consequence of my earlier choices. Making over my perceptions is essentially the replacement of a habituated pattern of earlier choices with a new pattern of choosing.
