Conference Program

The conference will feature morning, afternoon, and evening interactive sessions, with intermediate food breaks. 

The morning program will feature inquiry, as the keynote consultants dialogue among themselves and respond to questions raised from the conference floor. 
The inquiry’s scope will address three broad areas of concern: 

· How far have we already come in the transformation of humanity's collective consciousness from divisive to collaborative, non-adversarial perspectives?

· How may we more effectively advance this transformative process?

· How may we develop collaborative strategies that advance all three transformational advocacies: well-being (individual, social, and economic), peace, and environmental integrity?
The afternoon program will feature demonstration sessions that offer conference participants immediate opportunities for active involvement in self-empowering, non-adversarial practices, projects, and programs of individual and collaborative transformation.

The evening program will re-assemble participants in facilitated groups of ten persons each, to address two questions from the perspective of their conference experience: 

· How may we become more collaborative in our collective advocacy and actions on behalf of personal and planetary well-being, global peace, and environmental integrity?

· What have I been inspired to do individually by my experience of this conference?
