Holescence
This is a coined word meaning, literally "the state or process of wholeness" -- the resonance and kinship between whole and part -- in all its manifestations. Whereas participation is an active dynamic of wholeness, holescence is an existential dynamic of wholeness. The word brings together a wide variety of realities that share a certain "more-ness" that characterizes wholeness. To the extent something is part of a whole, it is "more" than it is separately. This "more-ness" is a freebee: If we are trying to create certain conditions we can use these existential facts of more-ness (listed below) to inform the way we design and interact with the live around us, thereby getting more simply by using our wisdom, rather than by adding more and more objects and energies into our lives and the living systems around us. If we don't have a word to describe this phenomenon, we may miss some sources of this "more-ness." So I created the idea of holescence, to help us see the world differently, and dance with it better. 

I've identified ten types of holescence so far. I'm sure there are more. But here's my ten:

· synergy, in which the part is enhanced by being in a particular whole pattern (as a metal bar shaped as a triangle can support more weight than the same metal bar shaped as a square) ("The whole is greater than the sum of its parts.") 

· perspective, in which the part sees the whole and applies the understanding that that seeing gives (as when a hiker in the high mountains can look at a peak across from her and see how much higher she will have to walk on her mountain before she hits the tree line) 

· familiarity, resonance or entrainment, in which the part takes the pattern or vibration of the whole into itself and can use it or flow with it more readily (as the basketball team or jazz ensemble that are well attuned) 

· communion, in which the part merges into the whole and the whole into the part -- part and whole become one (anyone who has experienced this, knows what kind of "more-ness" this offers!) 

· holography, in which the part contains the whole or some version of the whole (as in holograms or color separations), 

· holergy, in which a part brings more to a whole by being part of other wholes (as children can bring back to class stories of what their parents were doing in the Sixties) ("The part is greater than its role in the whole") 

· fractals, in which the patterns of the whole appear over and over in its parts, at different scales of observation (as in ferns, although I am less sure of the "more-ness" here...) 

· holonics, in which the part is simply a whole in its own right (a "holon" which is both a whole and a part). While any particular holon is different from the wholes of which it is a part, it's own wholeness gives it a kinship to all other wholes. 

· membergy, in which a part is more or other than itself because it is part of a whole. Obvious examples are people who are parts of armies, ethnic groups, unions, etc. They have more or less power (depending on the circumstances) simply by the fact of membership in those groups. Imitation -- both in nature and in society -- also uses membergy. 

· innergy, in which the interiority of an [whole] entity -- its coherence and integrity as an entity and its inner/energetic connection with larger Realities (natural, spiritual, etc.) -- gives it qualities that make it more than it appears. 

And this is nowhere near a comprehensive list. In fact, some of these were only recently described as distinct pheonomena (e,g, holograpy, holergy, synergy, fractals, holons, membergy, innergy). There surely are many more. We just need to look at the ways wholeness inhabits everything and shows up everywhere. Holescence is why wholeness can be contacted anywhere and everywhere, if we choose to connect with it.

My own piece of this adventure is to help explore the relationship between various forms of individual, collective and universal intelligence, and how we can expand and deepen those -- and into those -- to bring forth wiser forms of cooperation -- and competition -- to co-create cultures that serve equally well the life within us and the life around us, and the healthy evolution of it all.
