MB: What kind of teaching potential do you think this film has?
SS: I hope that it doesn’t teach anybody anything, because entertainment is not supposed to be for teaching. Entertainment is supposed to be for entertaining people, and hopefully for inspiring and empowering people. I think people actually resent it if they go to a movie and they feel like they are being taught a lesson. So it is very important that if you have spiritual messages to deliver in movies, that they be done in subtext.

It’s also an opportunity to start the process of having film making return to what it used to be forty or fifty years ago, when the script and the story were king. Because that is what, for me, Spiritual Cinema is and should be. It is the modern day equivalent of a shaman sitting around a campfire passing down the myths of a culture to an enrapt audience listening to this wonderful story. That is what film making used to be, it is what film making should be, and it is what this kind of film making will be again. I love working with actors who are movie stars, and I’ve worked with Tom Cruise, Christopher Reeve, Robin Williams—some great people.

But film making on the modern level today, studio film making, has really gone berserk. The average film today costs $90 million to produce and market. It’s really become ridiculous the prices people are getting. And what it does, when you make a movie that large, is that it puts you under pressure to make it accessible to everyone.

And the girl that got the part was from a very traditional Christian family. That to me is what spirituality is all about. It is a wide open, broad umbrella that embraces everybody’s belief system. For Megan, our 9-year-old star, this is a performance, and that’s great, that’s exactly how it should be. Again, we are not trying to teach people anything, we are trying to entertain them. And Megan was by far the best person that tested for this role. As soon as I saw her, I thought of one of the first movies I worked on, The Goodbye Girl, with a young girl named Quinn Cummings who got an Academy Award nomination for that movie.

MB: What are some of the personal sacrifices you have made, if any, to make this move in your career?
SS: I don’t think there are any. I think sacrifices are for martyrs. I made life choices that have been extraordinarily powerful and wonderful for me. I had twenty-five great years in the mainstream film industry and it was great fun. I had a hand in making twenty-five movies, either as a producer or as an executive, most of which I am very proud of, some of them didn’t turn out as great as I would have liked. That part of my career was wonderful, until it wasn’t. It really became apparent to me after What Dreams May Come, that I was so proud of, that took me twenty years to get made, that was such an 
extraordinary experience in my life, that I only wanted to make those kinds of movies for the rest of my life.

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out-of-Hollywood experience gave Oregon-made "Indigo" the Audience Choice Award on Saturday at the 4th annual Santa Fe Film Festival

Actor Peter Boyle of CBS' "Everybody Loves Raymond" was one of three recipients of Luminaria lifetime achievement awards presented Saturday night. Boyle's award came with a kiss on his bald head from presenter Shirley MacLaine.
"I wanted to present him with this award," MacLaine said, "because he is eccentric, as all of us are."
Boyle, who played an angry anti-anti-war fanatic in "Joe" and the amiable young Frankenstein of "Young Frankenstein," said acting is a character-building experience, literally.
"To find the part in the human heart that is divided and placing it back together is wonderful," he said in accepting.


"Indigo" is about prescient children who can communicate via extra-sensory means and how they are able to work with disbelievers and, in time, win them over. It was shot in 20 days on $500,000, made from start to finish within eight months, completed just 10 days before the festival, Simon said in an interview before the ceremony.


Simon, producer of "What Dreams May Come" and "Somewhere in Time," said filmmakers "have broken a pact with adult audiences." Teen-agers are now the target market of most films, he said.


"Indigo," he said, was meant to be "a movie that hopefully makes people feel better about being human beings and shows who we are and why we're here - on a very small budget. That's what spiritual cinema is all about now. It's not about big movie stars or special effects. It's about going to an audience which the studios have forgotten, which is adults."
Ultimately, Simon said, he hopes to help found a cable/satellite channel that offers a 

steady diet of such films, which are intended to be spiritually uplifting without being preachy. Simon's filmmaking community is located in Ashland, OR.
