The proposed “Celebration of Peace and Prosperity” is intended to:

1. Provide a positive, community oriented setting for learning about war, peace, and our economy.

2. Identify those who want peace.

3. Identify those who can tell us about how we can create a sustainable peace economy.

4. Identify those who can tell us about how some people gain while individuals, society, and the environment suffer from war.

5. Format what we learn into a video / DVD so that others can learn from our experiences. 

6. Request a national commitment to a sustainable peace economy.

7. Take action to maximize the development of a sustainable peace economy.

 

 “Celebration of Peace and Prosperity” 
Outline for Cooperative Action
 
1. Provide a positive, community oriented setting for learning about peace and our economy:

A. Have a Celebration of Peace and Prosperity that includes a Dance for Peace and a Sustainable Economy Fair.

2. Identify those who want peace:

A. Have a Celebration of Peace and Prosperity Dance.

B. Have a moving Question Corner with roving videographers where we ask people about why they came to the dance and what peace means to them.

C. Specifically invite the Veterans for Peace, Women in Black, and others to come and make statements about how war has affected them and how they want peace.

D. Ask people if they believe peace is possible.

3.   Identify those who can tell us about how we can create a sustainable peace economy:

A. Have a Sustainable Economy Fair. 

B. Have a moving Question Corner with roving videographers and interviewers who ask the various presenters how their sustainable / appropriate technology product or service contributes to the experience of peace. 

C. Ask each presenter if they believe a sustainable peace economy is possible.

D. Specifically invite scholars, economists, business people, and others who can speak to the issues of sustainability, community, economic stability and how these relate to increasing peace.

4. Identify those who can tell us about how some people gain while individuals, society, and the environment suffer from war.

A. Specifically invite scholars, economists, and environmentalists to come and make statements about how war profits some people while harming the rest.

5. Format what we learn into a video / DVD so that others can learn from our experiences. 

A. Prepare a screenplay and production schedule for an educational video where the rough footage will be taken at the Sustainable Economy Fair and concurrent Celebration of Peace and Prosperity Dance.   

The completed video should clearly demonstrate:

-- How people profit from war and how a big part of our economy is a war economy.

-- Who suffers and how we suffer from war. 

-- How existing sustainable enterprises and appropriate technologies can contribute to a sustainable peace economy. 

-- That a broad cross section of people want peace.

-- That a broad cross section of people believe peace is possible.

6. Request support for a sustainable peace economy: 

A. Distribute copies of the video / DVD to organizations who are working for peace in the USA, and have the DVD online.

B. Organize a collective voice to address President Bush to request a national commitment to a peace economy.

7. Take action to maximize the development of a sustainable peace economy.

A. Build grassroots support for local sustainable enterprises.

B. Build coalition support in government for legislation in support of sustainable enterprises and sustainable economics.

C. Identify and invest in sustainable enterprises.

D. Encourage the Veterans for Peace, and other peace organizations, in other countries to have their own Celebrations of Peace and Prosperity and to create their own educational videos.
