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His work integrates Eastern and Western understandings of the mind, exploring their relevance to the world today and to humanity's future. He believes that the crisis humanity is facing is, at its root, a crisis of consciousness, and that only through a profound shift in thinking will we be able to navigate our way safely through these turbulent times.
He was one of the first people to introduce human potential seminars into the corporate field, and for twenty years worked with major corporations taking leading edge ideas in the field of personal transformation and presenting them in formats appropriate to business concerns.  

His books include The Global Brain, Waking Up in Time, and most recently From Science to God. Currently he is producing a film on the awakening of Buddha.
