Proposed Theme for New Thought Concert

I have hosted several talent and concert programs at New Thought gatherings whose theme reflected the five facets of affirmative prayer. Each of these facets is introduced with a brief song of affirmation that the audience sings in unison three times (the words being in their program), with brief inspirational statements between verses to further anchor the song’s affirmation. 
Following each of these two-minute sing-alongs, the performers share songs that are in accord with the quality of Spirit thus affirmed.
