The FFI Valuing Principle: Appreciation Unlimited 
There is only one joy greater than that of offering the fruits of one’s own being in unconditional, life-affirming support of the well-being of another. The common name for this state of being is “love.” 

The greater joy is realized wherever and whenever this loving state of being is reciprocally appreciated. 

The loving joy of truly “having it all” and “doing it all” is contingent on the integrity of first and foremost being it all. Even greater joy attends its appreciative reciprocation.

The FFI valuing principle endorses the practice of reciprocal appreciation. It is not, however, intended as a universal standard by which all persons are to evaluate offerings of their fruitfulness of being. Rather than prescribe a rule for others to adopt, this valuing principle models FFI’s own offerings, in which no one charges others an arbitrary fee for his or her service, nor is anyone thus charged for his or her participation.
In accordance with the nature of FFI’s valuing principle, others are free to appreciate the principle in turn to whatever extent they feel moved to do so.
