Dear Dr. Fox,

There is nothing I would vocationally treasure more than an opportunity to teach a course in self-forgiveness at the University of Creation Spirituality/Naropa University, in one or more of your degree, non-degree or community learning programs. 

In support of such profession, I enclose the latest draft of the first half of my forthcoming report on self-forgiveness, along with some prefatory material from the final draft now in progress. [NOTE: The report’s latter half, whose full development awaits a publisher’s advance, further addresses Gerald Vann’s statement on p. 11 of the enclosed manuscript, and your statement in The Cosmic Christ: “When a civilization is without a cosmology it is not only cosmically violent, but cosmically lonely and depressed. Is it possible that the real cause of the drug, alcohol, and entertainment addictions haunting our society is not so much the "drug lords" of other societies but the cosmic loneliness haunting our own?”]

My teaching-by-learning experience has been extensive at both the community college (including department chairmanship) and university levels in social science (1963-76); at the regional campuses of the Ernest Holmes School of Ministry (United Church of Religious Science) in metaphysics, ethics and transpersonal spirituality (1979-1996); and most recently in numerous seminar and workshop settings in human service agencies, churches and other organizations, on the art of self-forgiveness.

Between 1968-74, as the director of a non-profit foundation sustained by corporate funds and grants from the U.S. Office of Education, I was one of the co-founders of the North American environmental education movement. From 1980-83, I was the managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin; and subsequently I was the editor of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s Book of Co-Creation, including the published portion thereof entitled Revelation: Our Crisis is a Birth.
My academic studies include a B.S. (1958) in journalism and, after a period of military service, all-but-dissertation postgraduate studies (1960-63) in U.S., European and Russian intellectual history at Northwestern University (M.A., 1962); and a doctorial degree in Religious Science (1999) from the Emerson Institute in Oakhurst, California.

I am presently teaching, for the second time, a six-week online course in “The Power of Forgiveness” for the Alliance for Lifelong Learning, a web-based education consortium of Stanford, Yale and Oxford Universities. (http://www.alllearn.org/course.jsp?c=2077)
