The “Enemy” in My Head

I am thereby self-empowered to deal justly in all conflicts with those who, not yet knowing the truth, treat me as if I were their enemy.

The only struggle, the only battle, the only thing that needs to be overcome is our own ignorance, our own lack of awareness and recognition of the beneficent Power and creativity that is the source of all things….
