WE ARE ENGAGED IN A HOLY WAR
America has been attacked, and America is attacking its attackers. Our retaliation will be likewise reciprocated. We sincerely believe that “they” are the terrorists. “They” sincerely believe that we are the terrorists. And so on, ad infinitum, since – as so many experts are telling us – the war against terrorism is destined to last 10 to 15 years. 

Nor is ours the only battleground on the planet. Africa, the Middle East, the Far East and Europe all have – or soon will have – their own battlegrounds as well.
The fighting will stop only when people stop fighting. When will that be?
To put this question in perspective, let us look at some truths before we look at the “facts”.  The reason we fight is because each side has “facts” to support its case. Reasons to fight exist only in temporary facts. Reasons not to fight are found in immutable truths.
Truth No. 1: We cannot successfully be “against” something. 

So long as we are against terrorism, our minds are focused on terrorism, and what we focus our minds upon is what materializes for us. Being against something is merely an alternative way of keeping it alive. This is the universal law of cause and effect, which is immutable. 

This truth is unfolding before our very eyes. Demonstrations “against” retaliation are being held all over the world, not just in the U.S.  Some of the demonstrations have resulted in violence and death amongst the demonstrators and authorities.  Innocent civilians are already dying in the widespread  “fight against injustice and tyranny.” Clearly, fighting “against” something doesn’t work!!! 
We must be “for” something. Being for peace focuses our minds on peace.  Being for justice focuses our minds on justice.  Being for freedom focuses our minds on freedom. Yet fighting for any or all of these causes merely focuses our minds on the fighting. It is what we focus from that we most powerfully create, not what we focus on. Thus does the immutable law of cause and effect create for us whatever is primarily in and on our minds. 
Being “for” something really works.
TRUTH No. 2: Our sponsoring thoughts are the ones that prevail.  

The thoughts that govern our experience of reality are those that are backed by our most powerful emotions. These are our sponsoring thoughts. 

The emotions that are running wild and creating the reality of all concerned at this moment are those of fear, anger and outrage. We want to “hit back” and excuse our doing so as “self-defense.” We thereby employ the same methodology that was used against us as the cycle of destruction continues. So many people show compassion for their own who have been injured, bereaved or suffered loss, and at the same time want revenge against the aggressor. 

We must cease allowing ourselves to be controlled by our negative emotions because they conjure up the wrong pictures in our minds. Our emotions do run us, so let us use positive emotions in order to produce positive outcomes.

Those images that we are passionate about are the ones that materialize for us. 

THE CHALLENGE IS TO BECOME PASSIONATE ABOUT LOVE, PEACE AND HARMONY.

 
TRUTH No. 3
We cannot change anyone else. Nobody can force us to believe what they want us to. They may lock us up physically, or use physical force on us. We may pretend to agree with them to avoid harm, but deep down in our minds, we cling to what we believe.
We can only change ourselves. Our beliefs determine our behaviour, and it is our behaviour that “speaks” loudest. No one listens to what we say, they watch what we do.

TRUTH No. 4
We have freedom of choice. We choose what is in our minds. We choose our comfort zones. We choose what our prime motivator is…fear or love. We don’t always exercise our choice because it takes self-discipline to overcome self-pity. This is why it is a “fight” to choose the ideal over the reality.
