OK… let’s try this. 

We were proposing that we cash whatever checks we get here and forward you 10% as our tithe (you told me last year that you would keep 10% of any funds we submitted if they went to you guys first, as admin costs) …. Same thing as what we’re thinking of but in reverse. The reason we wanted to start out here first was so we could use it quickly if we needed to.

We can go with your original plan  -  any checks that come in to WFA or IFD get mailed straight to you. The issue then, is: Is there some way, however, that the remaining funds not take weeks to come back to us? I don’t know what kind of bookkeeping you have operating now. 

The goal is to be able to offer donators the tax benefit of giving to a nonprofit.

The question then becomes: Do we need to create a bank account with your tax ID to receive it, or would it come back to me personally to use for our needs like we do now?

You mentioned talking with a nonprofit bookkeeper or the IRS to see how to ensure WFA’s safety. Very good idea! We don’t want to mess anything up with HQ. And we know we’re setting the framework for others like us to follow. This is a good time to work out a master plan that we can tell other emerging groups.

Or we can just fly on our own and still tithe. We’ve been offered an “umbrella” – our Interfaith connection is nonprofit. But we don’t get a lot of bucks in, and 10% to IFD and 10% to them isn’t going to leave us with much. And yet, maybe that is how it’s to be. We’ll pray about that here.
