Ways to change your thinking and change your life:

COURSE CORRECTION:

  Reprogram your thinking         

     Change the content of attention/thought—what you look at and think about
     Example: Positive thinking 

  Restructure your thinking

     Change context of attention/thought—the way you look at things and think about them.

     Example: Neuro-Linguistic Programming

CAUSE CORRECTION:

  Reground your thinking

     Change come-from of  attention/thought—where you look and think from

     Example: Science of Mind—i.e., the science of the mind that was in Christ.
