Living in and as the question: what does it mean?

How many of you are here to think about New Thought?

What is the difference between thinking about what’s on your mind and thinking with what’s on your mind?
New Thought, when merely thought about, remains inert. New Thought, when thought with, is dynamic and self-renewing. Those who think with their thoughts are forever creating newER thought.

I can think about New Thought without ever thinking with it, and thus never generate newER thought.  What distinguishes Emma Curtis Hopkins, Ernest Holmes, the Fillmores, Emmet Fox, Joel Goldsmith, Neville, and a host of others from their less New Thoughtful colleagues, is that they mastered the process of thinking with what was on their mind. Thinking with what was on their mind was their great contribution to New Thought, because thinking with our thoughts is the essence of New Thought. Any thought I may have, that I think with as well as about, is thereby transformed into a new thought. New Thought is a movement not because of the thinking that it’s about. New Thought is a movement because of the thinking that it’s with.

The ultimate purpose of this course, therefore, is to assist you in thinking with New Thought, for the further purpose of thinking newer thoughts. Together, we will thereby create a Newer Thought movement.

Let’s take New Thought further in the direction toward which its founders and subsequent profounders aimed it. Let’s think with the thoughts they gave us, and establish a Newer Thought movement.
