The Spiritual Principles of Life-Management:

Exercising Your Sovereign Power Within

(a.k.a. The Principles of Mindful Self-Dominion) 

Description:

This course is an interactive, multi-mediated exploration and experience of the immediate and long-term causal relationship between choice and destiny, in both individual and collective consciousness. The principles that govern this relationship and shape our lives are mnemonically anchored, both graphically and musically, within the individual daily-life experiences of course participants, to assure the unlikelihood that these principles will be subsequently forgotten. 

Students learn a contemporary practical application of a five-thousand-year old science of inner paradigm shifting, perceptual renewal, and transcendence of self-limiting thoughts, feelings, and conditions. Among the many names and forms of practice by which this science has been known in the past are “The Tao-te-Ching,” “The Flower of Life,” “The Isaiah Effect,” “Prayer without Ceasing,” “Claiming Your Good,” “The Infinite Way,” “The Door to Everything,” “Following Your Bliss,” “Spiritual Mind Treatment,” and “Affirmative Prayer.”

The overall objective of this course is to support participants in being mindfully aware of their own creation of, responsibility for, and accountability to the consequences of all that they think, feel, have, say, and do.

Instructor:

Rev. Noel Frederick McInnis is a life-long student of the history of self-transformative ideas and an ordained Doctorate minister of Religious Science who has served several churches since 1980 including one that he co-founded. He is a holistic educator, author, editor, musician (keyboards and guitar), songwriter, poet, storyteller and humorist; an Internet minister-at-large for the New Thought movement; and the facilitator of a global online ministry on behalf of facilitating the practice of forgiveness worldwide. 

Rev. McInnis was one of the founders of the North American environmental education movement in the 1970’s; the managing editor of Marilyn Ferguson’s Brain/Mind Bulletin (1980-83); and the editor of Barbara Marx Hubbard’s magnum opus entitled The Book of Co-creation (1983-93). He has authored, co-authored, and edited numerous other books, including Can Man Care for the Earth? (co-author, 1972), You Are An Environment (author, 1973), The Power of Commitment (co-author, 1985), and is presently writing a forthcoming book entitled Forgiving Myself: Being Who I Am by Forgiving Who I Am Not.

Rev. McInnis is university-trained (1954-63) as an undergraduate student of journalism and a graduate student of the intellectual history of the U. S., Europe and Russia, and is ongoingly self-educated in the numerous emerging fields of consciousness study, including the ecology of perception, holistic spirituality, numerous applied philosophies of wholeness (including general systems theory, organizational transformation, transpersonal psychology and psychotherapy, and vibrational energetics), and many other integral perspectives. He has applied and shared his learning in a variety of educational, editorial and ministerial settings. 
He currently conducts a global Internet-based ministry that includes online teaching of a forgiveness course for AllLearn Inc., a website-based consortium of Oxford, Yale, and Stanford Universities; co-facilitates a global support network for persons who commit to making the release of grievances their permanent top priority; and is co-creating with others a global holiday, International Forgiveness Day, to be observed annually in each of the world’s 300+ nations and territories on the first Sunday of August. In support of his online ministry, he is the creator/webmaster of several forgiveness-related websites.
