The Law of Accountability

The Law of Workability

Outcomes accord with the mindset of the one who is looking out.
Therefore:

Doing what doesn’t work does not work.

Doing more of what doesn’t work does not work.

Trying harder at what doesn’t work does not work

Getting better at what doesn’t work does not work.

Mastering what doesn’t work does not work.

The only thing that works is doing what does work.

The Law of Vocational Destiny
