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My experience with the New Thought over the last two and one half years and my experience with New Thought 3, in particular, have greatly enhanced the clarity of my vision of possibilities for myself in relationship to the world at large.  Certain insights have definitely shaped my experience of living New Thought principles and are shaping the evolution of my role in the world.
Among the most profound insights that I have become aware of is that unless I consciously make use of the Law of the Science of Mind I am at the effect of the Law of the Science of Mind operating on my individual subconscious thought atmosphere as well as at the effect of the present accumulated thought atmosphere of the race consciousness.  As the character Stan in the film Illusion says,

“If we don’t write our own lines, then they will be written for us.”(1)
Having our lines “written for us” is not living, it is being the living dead, or as the Rev. Karen Wolfson states in The Essence of Troward,
“Simply stated, to whatever degree we exercise our self-conscious intelligence to transcend the effects of conditions in our lives is the degree to which we experience “livingness”.” (2, p.5)
A second insight is that to the extent that I consciously use the Law, I am not only influencing my own experience, but I am also influencing the Universal Mind’s thought atmosphere and thereby influencing everything in creation.  This awareness of the influence on the entire creation was at first perceived as interconnectedness, but it now                                                                                                

goes beyond that.  It is Oneness.  This principle of Oneness, perhaps more that anything else, is most prominent in guiding my evolving role in the world.  It is a so radically simple oneness that oneness may not be the most apt description.  Oneness is a principle referred to in one way or another in all descriptions of the perennial philosophy and sometimes referred to as non-duality, or as there are no two.  This negative way of phrasing is apt because the concept of one immediately implies the concept of two.  Even the adjectives radical and simple, when applied to oneness, immediately lead to contrasting this radical, simple oneness with a less radical, more complex oneness, and off to the duality races we go.
This New Thought, Ancient Wisdom, Quantum Science principle of Oneness, or non-duality, creates a profound sense of responsibility.  Becoming aware of, acknowledging, and taking this responsibility is a primary step in assuming the role of spiritual leadership.  Furthermore, because it has become abundantly clear that the Law of the Science of Mind is always in operation, it is no longer a question of whether or not I take up the responsibility of my influence on the world, but only a question of how I assume this responsibility.  
For me, the awareness of this principle of non-duality is such a blessing in assuming the responsibility of spiritual leadership because it negates any sense of this responsibility being a burden in any way, particularly with regard to saving the world.  
One way I choose to show up in the world is to come from a place that is void of need.  After all, as was stated in class, the only thing that requires salvation is the perception that salvation is required.  
While oneness is the guiding principle of how I choose to show up in the world, my experience and my perception of others experience sometimes appear forgetful of the principle of oneness and mired in the perception of duality.  My evolving role in the world is to be a “rememberer” of oneness.  I will remember this oneness in my own awareness first, and since remembering implies forgetting, I will recognize when I have forgotten and, as necessary, seek assistance from other spiritual leaders in supporting my remembrance.
Another role that I choose in accepting my evolving role in the world is that of “sourcerer”.  Concordant with the principle of Oneness is the process of returning to the source when the perception of duality overrides the remembrance of oneness.  Returning to the source does not mean to deny the duality because the duality is the very expression of oneness, but it does mean to deny the power of the duality as the source.  A “sourcerer” is one who can and does see the source amidst the expression.  This is equivalent to not denying conditions, but simply denying the conditions as the source, or as the Rev. Karen Wolfson states in The Essence of Troward, 

“Don’t deny the existence of any apparently limiting condition, just deny its power.” (2, p.6)
Along with not denying conditions, spiritual leadership involves not ignoring conditions, which is just another form of resistance.  My evolving role in the world as a sourcerer involves accepting responsibility for conditions, constantly and continuously returning my awareness to the source of conditions, and being a more or less silent guide in assisting others in returning their own awareness to the source.
Another insight is that I am always more that I think I am.  This insight is influencing my choice to show up in the world as unfinished.  I think the unfinished aspect of spiritual leadership shows up in the following ways.  First, to continue daily spiritual practices with an emphasis shifted away from becoming prepared and toward being prepared, by simply being willing.  As A Course In Miracles states, 
“You are prepared.”  (3, p. 389)
And secondly, to remain open to receiving insight from unexpected sources, not the least of which may be the very individuals you may be guiding towards a perception of wholeness.  Again A Course in Miracles states in a section sub-titled I Need Do Nothing,
“One instant spent together with your brother restores the universe to both of you.” (3, p.389)
I place emphasis on the both in support of my eternal unfinished-ness.  And I mention the sub-title to re-emphasize coming from a place void of need, and void of a center of doing.  
Coming from a place void of a center of doing sounds almost self-contradictory in the sense that a “from” may require a center, but perhaps it isn’t necessarily so.  My final thought on me evolving role of spiritual leadership is the most difficult to put into words and perhaps impossible to put into words without being self-contradictory.  These thoughts are inspired in part by Steven Harrison’s book Doing Nothing (4) and volume 4 of His Holiness Sri Sri Ravi Shankar’s video tape commentary on the Ashtavakra Gita entitled “You Are Not the Doer” (5), although I will not quote them directly.  Spiritual leadership is integral because it integrates oneness by weaving it into the warp and woof of the conditions of apparent duality so completely that there is no room for the misperception on non-oneness.  And it does this by a non-doing, in the sense that there is no center of doing, no “you” efforting to accomplish anything.  We are each an individuated center of consciousness with the ability to be aware of the non-local, centerless nature of pure consciousness.  Sometimes we perceive the usefulness of “centering” ourselves in order to become more fully aware this centerlessness.  When this centerless nature of consciousness predominates in our individual awareness, there are no “doings”, only “happenings”.  Spiritual leadership is being a quality of presence.  A spiritual leader is coming from a spaciousness beyond the concept of a center, from the invisible source of all conditions and therefore independent of all conditions.  Spiritual leadership is about being an unconditioned presence.  In that sense, there cannot be too many spiritual leaders.  Therefore one aspect of spiritual leadership is empowering the development of spiritual leadership in everyone, because we are all one.
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
