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The Creative Power of Thought

Harry Potter, the well-known wizard, wields his wand with the greatest of ease.  The wand is a tool of immense power.  With it, Harry can cast magic on evil goblins and serpents and even repel the darkest of forces that are seemingly all-powerful.  When Harry first received his wand, he had no clue about how to use it.  It seemed to have a mind of its own.  In the “wand shop” where Harry first received his wand before going to school at Hogwarts (The Wizard Academy), he had to find consult with the shop owner, an expert in fitting wizards with the perfect wand.  Many wands did not fit and he had to find a wand that was just perfect for him.  Most notable in this scene is that the wand chooses Harry rather than Harry choosing the wand.  

At first his wand is a foreign tool, occasionally acting as he intends it to act, but most often not.  He begins to find that the lessons of his teachers makes all the difference in how to use his wand.  He begins to realize the teachings he receives are a code to unlock the power of his wand.  His wand only works with the correct spells.  Each spell is a pattern of thinking, a key, that unlocks the power already present with the wand.

Our brains are like Harry’s wand.  When we first began, like Harry, we did not know how to operate our minds and through the process of evolution we have come to know more and more how to operate our minds.  We now are beginning to understand that how we operate our minds does matter for we create, whether we like it or not, through thought.   How did this come to be?  We were created in the image and likeness of our creator.  Ernest Holmes said, “There is a Universal Wholeness seeking expression through everything …We are so at one with the Whole that what is true of it is also true of us.”  The nature of the creator, or I will call it the Light is to express itself.  To be conscious of its expression it has us; we are a physical expression of our creator.

How is Thought Creative?

When Harry says the perfect spell, his wand gives him perfect results.  He produces the correct spell and he gets great results.  Yet, when he produces a spell that is ineffective his wand gives him results that are quite undesirable.  Gary Zukav writes in Seat of the Soul, 

“A thought is energy, or Light, that has been shaped by consciousness.  No form exists without consciousness.  There is Light and there is the shaping of Light by consciousness.  This is creation.”  (1)(P. 105)

As we think, so it does.  We reap what we sow.  This reciprocal universal Law can be worded in many ways.  In New Thought it is only worded slightly different – Spirit, Mind and Body.  
Gary Zukav speaks of the relationship as “Choice, Light and Physical Reality.”  Choice is spirit, Light is the creative medium and physical reality is the body.  As we think (spirit) from our current level of consciousness, that thought works through Mind, or creative medium and manifests as form (body) in direct relation to the thought.    This follows the Universal Law of cause and effect.  

Co-Creating The Experiences That Fulfill Us.

The Light, or energy, that flows through us is universal and impersonal.  It does not care how we use it, and reacts to us in exactly the way we use it.  When Gary Zukav speaks of the relationship between “Choice, Light and Physical Reality.” (1)(P.104)  Our relation to the energy is changed by changing our consciousness.  Our consciousness is changed by our choices, good or bad, right or wrong.

Every decision you make moves you either toward your personality (ego) or toward your soul.  The question remains:  How will I choose to learn?  By way of doubt and fear or through wisdom?  With every situation the Garden of Eden question perpetuates: “Will  you choose doubt and fear, or will you choose The Tree of Life?” (1)(P.106)  This question continually is present because it is through this choice that we evolve.  

The Evolution of our Soul Through the Creative Process.

As Harry Potter moves through the years at Hogwarts, he increases in Wisdom and competency in the use of his spells and his wand becomes an extension of his body.  The wand becomes part of his thoughts, just like driving a car becomes automatic.  What has changed?  His consciousness has changed.  As our soul becomes more aware of reality, the more awakened it becomes to its oneness with All That Is, the greater its consciousness. 

This awareness must be chosen, for at any time we can fall into the temptation of feeling angry or sad or following negative temptation of thought.  They seem to offer a short-term gain or secret satisfaction that the mind’s thoughts and emotions are very attracted to.  If a person chooses Light instead of darkness then those short-term gains are refused and cloud of thought vanishes to reveal Truth and Joy that resides in this thought-free space. (2)(P. 48) However, to be experienced it must be chosen above all other tempting options.  David Hawkins, in The Eye of the Eye says, "there are always two obstacles: (1) the ignorance that is always available and present and (2) valuing something other than peace and joy above that peace and joy because of the secret pleasure of the payoff."  


The experience of the presence of God is always available and within at all times.  However, it awaits choice.  That choice is always none other than surrendering everything that is not in accordance with God.  That which is ever-present is revealed.  According to David Hawkins this is the key to awakening to our Wholeness and raising our level of consciousness which is the way to enlightenment.   He says in The Eye of the Eye,


“The essence of man includes the potentiality for enlightenment.  Readiness implies that one has evolved through the lower levels of consciousness so that spiritual inspiration now becomes the spark that ignites the quest.” (2)(P.281)
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
