The Law of Attraction

What attracted you to this class? 

Since this course is entitled “New Thought in Depth,” I’m going to begin by testing the depth of your perception of a fundamental New Thought principle known as The Law of Attraction, which states that “like attracts like.”

The Law of Attraction is similar to the Law of Correspondence: as above, so below; as within, so without.

How, then, are we to account for exception evidenced by magnets, whose opposite poles attract rather than whose like poles attract?

Like attracts like according via the dynamic of mutual alignment. The like that attracts like is likeness of alignment.

The belief that opposites attract is superficial metaphysics, the word “superficial” meaning “only on the face of it.” Such is the metaphysics of those who are content with metaphyzzling. 

The belief that like attracts like is the depth metaphysics of those who are content only as they join what the Bible refers to as the calling from deep and answering unto deep.

We are here to explore, celebrate, and honor our shared inner resonance.

The principle of “like attracts like” – what I like to call “shared inner resonance” – was operationally defined by Ernest Holmes as follows:

If we set up a vibrating point at the center of our own thought receptive to that which is good, to that which is beautiful and true, we shall irresistibly be attracting that condition into our own environment.
As the famous Star Trek metaphysician, Spock, once said, “If you eat candy, you’re going to have a sugar experience.” Yet there can be no eating of candy until the thought of eating candy has occurred. And so it is that all proactive experience is preceded by thought. Thought is the original liking that attracts its likeness to it. [See “Law of Attraction”]

What Ernest Holmes called the “Science of Mind” is a science of alignment, a science of aligning our thought with the objective of our desire. In Ernest Holmes’ operational understanding of the law of attraction, mutual alignment is the consequence (a.k.a. the result, outcome, demonstration, consequence) of sympathetic vibrations. On at least two occasion, Holmes acknowledged this in so many words:

...individual mentalities...are in sympathetic vibration with each other, [and] more or less mingle and receive suggestions from one another. This is the meaning of mental influence, which is indeed a very real thing. (14) 

...we are all doubtless communicating with one another to the degree that we sympathetically vibrate toward each other. (15)

[The Bible acknowledged this principle with the image of deep calling out unto deep.
