Invocation

Discussion of the “Over-Soul” assignment

· Are there differing terms used by Emerson as he describes the Over-Soul?

Small group sharing about vision and goals (from last week).  Have each person share his or her vision and goals.  Have each person get feedback from the group. 

Oral Prayers and Table Topics


Conduct extemporaneous speaking opportunities on the following prayer situations (attached) and New Thought terms that students might be asked to explain.
Have students draw a situation/term from the basket one at a time and present their prayer/definition.

Each person draws a situation/word and prepares to give an oral prayer/answer to the group  by:

· Reading the situation/word aloud.

· If they receive a word, read the word and then explain it as you might explain it to a person who is new to the New Thought philosophy.

· If you receive a situation, clearly state the purpose for the prayer and give the prayer, using the 5 steps of prayer.

· Following each prayer/definition, the class will have the opportunity to give supportive feedback to the presenter.

Closing

Situations

A congregant approaches you with a request for prayer.  Their child has been removed from their home and is in foster care because someone “told a lie” about the conditions in the family home.  They ask you to pray that their child is returned.


You are a Chaplain.  You receive a call late at night from a person who has just been in a car accident.  The person isn’t injured, but being new the LEC and beginning to understand that pour thoughts can influence our life, he expresses concern that he may have caused this accident.  He asks for prayer.


You are a spiritual leader.  In your work environment, there is a dispute between two of your co-workers.  Because of the dispute, there is great upheaval with other employees.  Pray for the situation.


You are a practitioner and a person who is experiencing chronic pain comes to you as a last resort, saying, “I hope you can help.  You’re my last resort.”  She is asking for a miracle.


As a Chaplain, you are approached by a person who tells you that their child has just died and they are understandably  in great grief.  They want prayer because they feel so angry with God.  You pray with them.


You are a church leader and a practitioner.  As part of a planning team for a large, off-site event being planned for the church, you are caught up in the drama of the Team leader being constantly challenged by another team participant.   This person clearly has had no experience in this area and is taking the focus off the task at hand.  The Team leader turns to you to support the whole group in prayer.


You are a Chaplain.  You have just been given a very serious diagnosis.  You must make a decision to have a surgery that could potentially save your life or leave you totally paralyzed for the rest of your life.  Without the surgery, you will most likely die in 6 months.  You are naturally frightened and decide to do a prayer for yourself right NOW!


You are a Chaplain.   A very distressed mother has just called you.  She has just accidentally tripped and dropped her 8 month old child on a cement  floor.  The child is unconscious and she called you before anyone else asking for prayer.  What are your next steps as a practitioner?
