Display and Sales Tables
On November 9, 2004, the NTMO Interim Board established the following policy for permitting display and sales tables at NTMO Sunday services and at other NTMO programs and events
ENDS:

Display and sales tables are permitted for

1) programs (conferences, seminars, etc.),

2) services (workshops, coaching, etc.),

2) products (books, CD’s, etc.)

that are in integrity with the teachings of New Thought and that enhance the experience of spiritual family, spiritual practice, spiritual understanding, or spiritual growth by members of the NTMO community and their friends, guests, and visitors.

MEANS:

Display and sales tables are not permitted for programs, services, and products that

1) are oppositional (i.e., in protest against something),

2) are designed primarily to raise funds for charity (e.g., Girl Scout Cookies),

3) have no integral relationship to the NTMO community,

4) that benefit the displaying party without commensurate benefit to those whose participation or support is being sought. 
Display and Sales Tables
The following is a proposal of policy governance criteria for permitting display and sales tables in the lobby or in the vicinity of the entrance to the Valley Theater on Sunday mornings, and in association with other NTMO activities and events. 

The draft represents both ENDS (those who are served by what) and MEANS (the boundaries of the permissible).
