New West’ curriculum is changing in exciting ways in response to the emerging consciousness and needs of the new millennium.  Beginning Fall 2004 we will be offering coursework in new configurations

The Program for Spiritual Development is a yearlong study of the world’s religious and spiritual traditions with special attention to their practical application in our lives today.  How does each inform us and invite us to experience spiritual evolution?  How does each wisdom tradition increase our understanding of the divine-in-action through humanity?  What understandings and practices activate each individual participant in his or her journey toward true vocation?

The Program for Spiritual Leadership is a second year of study for those called to step forward in the world as agents of spiritual awakening.  What are the visions, values and principles of spiritual leaders of various traditions?  What gifts and message does each participant bring to the deep spiritual needs and potentialities in our world today?  The focus is on empowering the individual to contribute to the spiritual growth and activation of individuals, communities and organizations.

Master of Divinity Degree is a third year of study for those called to licensure and ordination as ministers.  This program requires a Bachelor’s degree and completion of both the Program for Spiritual Development and the Program for Spiritual Leadership.
