4. We establish Godly outcomes of Godly faith by undistorted allowance of its certainty and power.

· Inward individuation: “…as thou hast believed, so be it done unto you.” – Matthew 8:13
· Outreaching inclusivity: “Thou shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.” – Matthew 22:39
6. The path of inward individuation is primarily intellectual:
· Inner self-dominion 

· Causal self-mastery
