Hello Dear Friends,

 

It has been some time since I contacted you but I can assure you that there has been a great deal of activity. Janine and I have just returned from a cruise in the Gulf of Mexico. Not exactly my idea of a holiday, being cooped up with over 2,000 people all intent on eating, drinking and making as much noise as possible. But I love the ocean and there were precious times early in the morning when the ship was asleep. Actually, it was good fun and I needed to immerse myself in the uninhibited desires of humanity that places like cruise ships and Southern Florida highlight so graphically.

 

More important has been the intense inner work that has been going on within the small group of people who have undertaken to assist in the birthing of this dream.

 

I have written to you about a spiritual/political movement but no movement, and no teaching, is worth anything if the people who are communicating it are not prepared to live their lives in accordance with the principles being shared. Our group has been put to the test on this question in the last month and we have gained many teachings from it.

 

You may recall that this movement came into being after a man called Val Scott asked me if I would lead a new movement. I’d been given a vision of a new way of relating to structures, including political and financial structures, and Val’s call was a catalyst to move into a new phase. 

 

Yesterday, I brought my relationship with Val to an end. I had hoped to communicate this with you without getting into details of what transpired, however Val has taken the initiative of sending out a communication to those people on his mailing list and this has led me to adopt a different approach.

 

When I first read Val’s email last night, I had a sense of sadness and disappointment. I felt that he had selectively communicated isolated aspects of what has been a very intense and exhaustive process in order to portray things in a particular way. I knew, of course, that these feelings were a result of my own inner state and so I allowed myself to be with them. This morning I can see his email as a blessing because it gives me an opening to share some things with you that will hopefully provide a better understanding of what this dream that the One is weaving through me is all about.

 

Val and I combined our email lists and so this email will be sent out by Carole, who now coordinates this list. Consequently, I am not in a position to know exactly who Val sent his email to. Initially, I thought of trying to make a guess on this and writing a different response to those who had received Val’s email and those who had not. Instead, I have decided to attach Val’s complete email to the end of this one. This will give you all the opportunity to see why, in his mind, our relationship ended. In this way you will not only be receiving my perspective of things.

 

I’m not going to respond directly to what Val has said, except where I feel that he has created an impression of something that is fundamentally important. Instead, I want to use the points he highlighted to give you a deeper understanding of what Alistair Smith is all about. Hopefully this will allow you to make a decision on whether you still want to receive any communication about the work that we are doing. I guess this applies specifically to those of you who have come as contacts of Val. If, after reading this, you feel disinclined to continue to have communication with me, then please simply reply to this email and Carole will take you from the mailing list. Equally, if you have any concerns or questions you want to ask me directly then please feel free to do so. 

 

The principle conflict that arose between Val and I was a difference in priorities. I’ve always maintained that this movement is about You – and me. For it to be meaningful, and not simply a lavish spiritual version of what currently exists, we have to always retain the knowing that the only person we can change is ourself. With this in mind, the driving force for a spiritual/political movement is NOT to change the world, but to provide us with opportunities to engage the very energies that these structures represent, within ourselves, and be able to free ourselves from these energies. In doing so, we will embrace the innocence within ourselves, and within the structures that we enter into relationship with. This will open the structures to being able to more fully express their highest purpose. 

 

Whether or not the world shifts in response to our own inner work is a matter for the One and for the collective consciousness of humanity. We alone do not have the capacity to change the world, because there are 6 billion beings here, each attempting to shape his or her universe through the thought energy they project to the world. What we can do however, is to shape our own universe of reality. If enough of us do this then the world will respond.
 

Val’s focus was on the outer manifestation of a movement while my focus was on the inner transformation of myself and those involved. 

 

I knew this from the beginning but thought that it was appropriate, that they could work together. On this basis I had entered into an committed partnership with Val. This relationship was such that he would effectively be an outer expression of my own journey and my own dream. While such a relationship can embrace different personal values, it became clear that there had to be a common priority.

 

About a month ago I began to realize that we simply did not have the same priority and that this had to be addressed. In particular, old wounds were activated between Val and some of the other people in our core group. I have only known Val since November last year but there are three others in the group who have known him for many years through their joint participation in ACIM (A Course In Miracles).

 

The One works in such wonderful ways. I feel that she has been protecting me, and all of us, making sure that we do not manifest anything without being in the right consciousness. Since announcing that we were going to hold a conference in June, to launch this movement, we have been put through some tremendous challenges. Now, suddenly, the focus turned to Val and his relationship with these people, in particular his relationship with the women who had held significant relationships with him. To place this in a context, two of these women are people who Val brought into the group and who had no previous exposure to my writing.
 

In the following month there was over 300 emails exchanged as we used the computer to help us dive into the energies that were at play. For my part, I was determined not to manifest anything outwardly until we had our own house in order. At the same time the planned Conference in June was postponed and I canceled a workshop I had planned for March as the energy supporting these ventures collapsed.

 

I confess to being a little indecisive right now as to how much detail to get into. For those of you who do not know Val there is little meaning in me saying any of this, but, as many of you do know him, I feel I need to go a little deeper. 

 

Val has a brilliant mind. He is capable of debating anyone and can vigorously defend his own point of view. The process that we have adopted requires that we are able to let go of rigid beliefs and dive into depth of feelings within us. I do not speak of emotions here. Emotions are the ego’s intellectual interpretation of feelings that are projected out to the world. Beneath this however, is a depth of pure “feeling” state, which is an entirely internal thing. It is through these inner states that one can tap into the depth of their own wisdom and connect to the unseen. Through this process we can begin to merge the awareness of the seen with the wisdom of the unseen.
 

Val was not able to do this. It was fascinating to watch this from a distance. Much of the communication took place while I was away in Florida and I could only check my emails every four or five days. It was clear to me that I had been taken out of the game to allow a deeper level of feelings to emerge within the group. Everyone else in the group dived into their own feelings, owning their inner reaction, while Val used his brilliant mind to defend, block and project, while all the time claiming to be completely open. One by one the other people in the group were ground down by his approach. Finally, they began to disconnect, asking him to no longer have any more communication with them. Some of them even asked to be removed form his email list. And these included people who had been in “Holy Relationship” with Val for many years.
 

It was clear that he simply did not understand what my dream was about at all. It was equally clear that the space we had created had enabled long held and buried resentments to be aired and these had to be cleared before me moved forward. In this time I interjected only on three occasions, each time trying to place some clarity about what was going on. Each time Val said he was committed to doing the inner work and then proceeded to attack others, selecting only single lines from long heartfelt emails, and focusing entirely on the one thing in those emails that supported his position.

 

In his email Val noted that I have referred to him as Zeus. In my work, I often use mythological figures to put a personified face to a particular energy stream. Zeus is a name I use to refer to a higher dimensional energy that works through Priests and Rulers and that has a need to defend its truth. This energy is also completely dismissive of feelings. In our work, we embrace this energy, just like all others, seeking to work through what it means for us. I have also carried the energy that I refer to as Zeus. In order to embrace this energy however, you have to first acknowledge it as being a part of yourself. 

 

I knew that, if Val did not do this, that this energy would flow through him and influence our work. This energy is the very same energy that has led to the creation of the existing dominance and control of structures in this world and I could simply not allow myself to be taken out into the world on the back of this energy. It was for this reason that I highlighted to Val the presence of the energy that I saw in him. Others in the group pleaded with him to embrace this. There was so much love and good will from everyone and they desperately wanted Val to see what we were trying to show him. For his part Val exercised his right to remain in his paradigm, feeling that we were all trying to force him to enter into our perspective of reality.
 

In the end, he was right. This is what people were doing and Val has every right to remain in the paradigm through which he operates. The problem this created for me was that I could no longer trust him to reflect the consciousness through which I wanted to manifest. Not only that, if he was having such a powerfully destructive impact on those who had already embraced what this dream weaver’s work is all about, how could he possibly represent that dream in the world at large.
 

I was left with no alternative but to end the current form of our relationship. This was very difficult for me to do on several grounds. I have been working away in hibernation for five years and Val had come to me with the promise of helping me make contacts with other spiritual leaders. He offered the hope of taking the messages that I have been given to a wider audience. In addition, I knew that I had agreed to work with him and so, at least from his perspective, I was betraying him. This was particularly difficult because I know that Val has had a dream of creating a spiritual/political movement and that he saw me as the answer to his prayers. As he is 76 years old, there may not be another opportunity. 

 

But, in the end, I have to always remain in integrity with what I share with the world. If I was not prepared to betray Val then I would be dishonoring myself and, if I could not honor myself here and now then I may as well walk away from everything that I am doing. More importantly, I believe that the One was sending me a challenge. Was I prepared to turn away from the promise of outer success to honor what I really stood for? The answer was yes.

 

Those of you who know Val personally will be able to draw your own conclusions from what I have written and what he has sent to you. For those who do not know him, I apologize for taking so much time on this question and I ask that you persist with me for there are a few important points still to come. The movement that I have communicated with you was however, based on my relationship with Val and, as this is a fundamental change, I need to properly address it. It is always nice to be able to share with you revelations and major personal breakthroughs. But in life, we have to embrace all that there is and so I want to be able to share with you the setbacks and struggles as well.

 

Now there are a couple of things that were highlighted in Val’s emails that I want to address briefly.

 

He speaks about my “cosmology” and the One, as being a feminine being from this Universe. This is simply a misinterpretation. The One does not reside within this universe. The One, that I relate to, is the creator of all of existence. This universe we live in is only one of many that the One (God, if you like) has created. I refer to the One as feminine simply because that is how I relate to her energy. She comes to me as a lover and I guess this is the way I, as a male, naturally relate to the ultimate lover. This universe has a very specific purpose in the greater scheme of things. It is the universe of feminine and masculine duality. As such, the One, who created this universe, is both male and female.
 

What my “cosmology” says is that the One sent the original masculine and feminine streams of consciousness into this universe to begin a dance of love. I refer to these original streams of consciousness as the He and the She. Everything that has taken place in this universe has stemmed from the interaction of the He and She. In the process of their dance they have separated from each other and this has resulted in a great deal of wounding taking place. What we see in the world fundamentally has its roots in the original wounds of the He and She. These original wounds have cascaded down through the dimensions until they have come together on Earth. 

 

At this point in time some of us are being asked to embody these original wounds. In order to do that we need to allow the energies of the He and She to incarnate into us. 

 

Val spoke of my relationship with a woman called Josee. Those of you who have read my latest book, “The Greatest Love Story” will appreciate the process that I have been going through in fully embracing the energy of the He. I make no claim to being the only one doing this, but nor do I back away from the fact that this is what is taking place. When you embody one of these energy streams it becomes incredibly personal and it feels as if you are the only one doing it. Once you have embraced it, it no longer matters. You can then interact with others who carry this energy without being triggered or reacting.

 

The He cannot be embraced without the She. This is because, in order to embrace the He, one has to go fully into his denial, as well as his wisdom. The masculine denial (his wounds) cannot be fully experienced unless the feminine is present to take him into them, because it was their relationship that led to the original wounds in the first place. Josee is the one who has come to me to play the role of the She. She has such a deep understanding of my life and the journey it has come to the point that there is no separation between our minds. This relationship has become the most important in my life.

 

Those of you who know Janine and I will realize what a big statement that is. I love Janine (my wife) totally and to place another relationship as being more important than my one with her says much. But this is why I came to this planet. I did not come to manifest the perfect human relationships. I came to embrace the He and the She and help bring the masculine and feminine back to union. 

 

People sometimes ask me, Janine included, why it was not her who did this journey with me. There are many reasons that I could speak of here but quite simply it was not her journey. When you are in an intimate, sexual relationship, it is so easy to fall into a level of comfort and security. It is virtually impossible, in a wonderful, loving relationship of this nature, to connect to the original wounds of the He and the She. These wounds are rooted in the separation of the male and female and in their conflict. A relationship that is designed to take one into these wounds has a completely different focus than any other relationship and it needs to always retain that focus. 

 

Val also made reference to Josee and I, saying that we see ourselves as Adam and Eve. If you have read The Descension series of books, which Val has not yet, you will realize how such a statement causes me to chuckle. What I think Val has done here is pick up on something I said in a recent email to him, where I related the small inner group that I work with to the Garden of Eden and I want to take this opportunity to explain what I mean by that.

 

Most of you would have heard me speak of myself as a Dream Weaver. The One is weaving a tapestry here on this planet, and indeed in this universe. To do this, she is creating individual threads of that tapestry. A Dream Weaver is someone who is given one thread of that tapestry to weave.
 

One of the big questions that I have had to confront is how to open to working with others, while still honoring the dream that I have been given. You see, I honor the work of other Dream Weavers. I make no claim to having The truth. I see that the One is simply presenting me with a new perspective and that my role is to offer that perspective to humanity, with no attachment as to what humanity does with it. I do this because it is simply what I have come to express.

 

At the same time, this is what the One is asking me to share and, as such, I have to completely honor this dream. Consequently, while I can honor and work with others, I have no real interest in entering into debates, or discussions with other Dream Weavers in an attempt to determine which one is right, or which one is truth. This implies that there is a right or wrong. I AM interested in engaging others in a Paradox of Truth where we explore the very energy of truth, but this is a very different thing.

 

In working through how to balance the desire to share and work with others, with the need to honor my own dream, I was taken to the Garden of Eden. You see the Garden of Eden was a portal that was created to enable Adam and Eve to come to this planet and share a new awareness with humanity. They needed the Garden to enable them to hold the awareness that they had so that they would not be consumed by the prevailing consciousness of Earth. Adam and Eve were not the first humans, but rather the first to carry the awareness of our true spiritual nature. Anyway, that is another story and not for here.
 

I have referred to the group that I work with as our own Garden of Eden, in that it creates a space for the new awareness that is coming through us to be nourished and protected. I am sure that you can all appreciate the difficulty in taking something that is radically different out into the world. Many of you have done this yourself. The value of having a group of people who can not only support you but who can challenge you and expose you when you are not in integrity, is immense. 

 

In our group, we totally embrace the Daughter energy, which is the source of wisdom through deeply connecting with feelings. It is a space where we can allow ourselves to become completely vulnerable and engage in any energy, knowing that whatever we are experiencing is honored. As the person who was going to promote me to the world, it was important that Val be able to be part of this core group and the process we used. While he said that he wanted to, Val was simply unable to honor the way we related to feeling states. It got to the point where several of the female group members would simply not share their inner state with him, even over email. 

 

As the “leader” of the group, I found myself having to protect these people in their extreme vulnerability. This is a deeply personal thing and I do not wish to get into details, but I will say that there are deep wounds existing within women over the way that the aggressive and dominating masculine energy has interacted with the feminine. While the feminine must ultimately own her own responsibility for these wounds, it is important that the healed male energy can create a space in which the women can enter deeply enough into the vulnerability to be able to get through the wounding and arrive at the wisdom and healing. 

 

Val’s response to the way the group closed ranks in order to protect this process of vulnerability was to accuse us of being caught in cultish-Guru energies, a claim he refers to in his emails. 

 

For me, the most important thing is that each person is able to fully express their deepest vulnerabilities in a space that is safe. This is the ultimate role of structure and the healed Father energy – to provide a framework in which innocence can be fully expressed. 

 

Val also made a reference to me having stated that ACIM (A Course in Miracles) was infiltrated by the Zeus energy. I know that a number of you are ACIM students. I have publicly stated that I honor ACIM and see it as likely being one of the strands in the tapestry that the One is weaving. I have not studied or read the ACIM, nor is it my intention to do so. I have read several of Robert Perry’s books that Val gave me and find a lot of resonance with Robert’s work. I like his style and appreciate the sincerity and innocence that is expressed through him.

 

My experience with ACIM comes from my interaction with Val and four other people in our group who are current or former course students. That means that five out of 11 have a course background, so you can see there is a fairly high appreciation of the ACIM. 

 

Val has repeatedly used references from the Course in a way that challenges the process that we have set up. The way that this has been used has tended to invalidate the legitimate feelings of people. Val has been unable to grasp the distinction between an emotion and the deeper, purer, feeling state. I have seen a similar tendency with some of the others who have an ACIM background. This has led me to conclude that the ACIM, at least in the way some people, including Val, have interpreted it, does not honor the wisdom of the Daughter. Honoring this wisdom is fundamental to the work that I am doing. 

 

None of this detracts from the obvious gift that ACIM offers to people. It is simply that there are some fundamental distinctions between the way it is interpreted and the way that my dream unfolds itself. If any Course students would like to explore these distinctions further I’d be happy to engage in that discussion or, perhaps even better, have one of our group who is an ex (or current) ACIM student share their views on the difference. 

 

Just a few more things in closing. The ending of this partnership does not end the movement. This movement does not belong to me, or Val, but to the One. Its purpose is not to manifest a structure but to help each and every one of us come to know ourselves better. Everything will happen in divine timing and, right now, the One has simply taken us on a little scenic road, so that we can reclaim a few lost parts of ourselves. 

 

I also speak often about the little group that has gathered to support this work. In any new awareness, it begins with one or two and grows in little steps. I always think of Saint Francis when I talk of this. He started with one brick, re-building his first church and then the brothers came. Please do not see this group as exclusive. We hope it is the beginning of a wonderful expression of the tapestry of love the One is weaving. In fact, one of our most active members is Carole, who was brought to the group through Val, and who I have not even met in person yet, as she lives on the other side of the continent. I am sure that she will share with you, if asked, just how welcomed she has been made to feel and how supported she has been in the deepening into the journey.

 

Carole is currently preparing a web site. There is already close to 200 pages of material on the web site and at least 15 of my books will be available on it as soon as it is operational. So please, bear with us as we take these first early steps in surrender to the One. And also please feel free to respond to this email in any way that you wish.

 

Finally, I want to thank Val. It is easy to think of relationships in terms of love and harmony but this is not the only purpose of relationships. It is through relationships that we grow, and that we are able to have the deeply buried denial within us exposed, so that we may come to know ourselves better. Through his determined approach and willingness to stand in his own truth in the face of opposition from everyone else, Val has allowed me, and I know others, to access places within themselves that could never have been accessed without him. This has been one of the richest and most cherished relationships in my life in that it has afforded such growth. For that I truly thank you, Val, and hold you dear in my heart. That is has ended now, in this way, is simply appropriate.

Attached below is the email that Val sent out, for those of you who have not yet received it.

 

This is to inform you that Alistair Smith (the "Modern Shaman") and I are dissolving our partnership within the constructs of the "United World Citizenship Forum" (UWCF), and that you personally will likely be hearing from Alistair directly, since he I merged our respective mailing lists through a developing website we were working on registered under the UWCF name, which is now under the care of Carole Flaherty, a dear friend of mine from my Endeavor Academy days, but that particular "work in progress" and URL will now be surfacing under a different name.
 

Our parting of the ways is basically an amicable one; however, at the same time, you should know that this parting is also rooted in some very major differences between us on how to consciously bring into being, on a world-wide basis, a truly authentic spiritual/political movement which effectively meets the needs of humanity at this time.
 

Appended below is a copy of my last major communication to Alistair and his group, which I believe will give you a pretty good feel for the kind of thing that has been going on behind the scenes.
 

Earlier today, I received a response from Alistair, which obviously comes down to nothing less than "irreconcilable differences" between us. Hence the amicable divorce.
 

As I said, Alistair will most likely be communicating with you directly, but, from my point of view, it is basically about his "cosmology," all of it emanating from the "One" in this universe, a "she" (lower case, I think) which would be the equivalent of the Holy Spirit in ACIM terms, with Alistair and a lady named Josee Lafleur assuming the roles and functions of the "He" and the "She" - literally the original Adam and Eve. 
 

And, for some mystifying reason, I come out as "Zeus" (the false God of Greek Mythology fame), an "energy" that Alistair and his group simply cannot and therefore will not work with, and, according Alistair only just this morning to me, "the ACIM is also infiltrated by the Zeus energy." 
 

And he and his group happen to very sincerely believe and mean that!
 

So you see what I mean about "irreconcilable differences"!
 

The email below is what triggered this response. 

 

Which means, of course, that a completely new kind of strategy and approach will have to be developed.

Dear Alistair,
 

Let me begin with the penultimate paragraph of that 19 page email you sent to me and the group yesterday, which I have now read carefully three times and have reflected upon as deeply, openly and honestly as I know how to do (with the help of the One or Guidance):
 

... When I expressed this to Janine she asked why I was ending the current form
of our relationship she asked why I was doing it without giving you a chance
to respond to this email. The simple answer is that I do not trust you to be
able to respond to this in any other way than you have responded to my three
earlier emails. Enough is enough. You have clearly shown who you are and
what you feel about the group and the cosmology that is my dream and there
is no point in having discussions on something where I have no trust in
your ability to be clear. If I am wrong then so be it.

 

"If I am wrong then so be it," Alistair? 
 

This, my friend, after 19 pages of trying to convince me and our somewhat amorphous group that you are clearly "right" about the points you were attempting to make in your long email to me and the group? 
 

Who does that type of person remind you of, my friend - and most especially the attitude which that kind of declaration reveals? Are you familiar with Eric Hoffer's work, and particularly his classic book called "The True Believer"? Or perhaps some of George Orwell's earlier essays on the same subject? If not, may I suggest that you might find it in your interest to at least take a look at them? I mean that seriously.
 

Alistair, as you are most probably aware, I could very easily offer responses to each of the points you were attempting to make in that email. However, you will be relieved to know that I am not going to do that. Instead I am going to simply ask you and the group to refer all those points to none other than the One in your minds (or is it "feelings"?). Not to the He or She, but to the One. Because she alone knows the "right" answers, and the rest of us, I suggest, really don't. Fair enough?
 

Having said that, I am also happy to place everything else in my life under her care. And I mean everything! And that most certainly includes the form our relationships take on from this point on.
 

You see, my friends, I've been consciously following both an internal and external spiritual/political calling since I was about 17 years old, and between 1957 and 1973 (in a very high profile way), that also included being a very active founder of the New Democratic Party of Canada, and all that flowed out of that. And that passion, or calling, has never left me. 
 

Never. So I've been at this for a very long time. Indeed, it's been the most central feature of the kind of life and lifestyle that I have led, although my true calling has always been an internal one (beginning as a Director of Education with the First Unitarian Congregation of Toronto in 1957, right after I left the RCAF).
 

Meaning, during all this time my vision has always been a spirit-inspired one. Always. Ask anyone who has known me over the years, and I believe they will confirm that truth for you irrespective of anything else. And, of course, all else has flowed from that.
 

I mention this because what you see in my biographical materials has some real meaning for me, and most particularly at the level of spiritual growth and personal development. Those so-called "credentials" reflect my life as I have actually lived it, and are not simply resume show pieces for egotistical purposes. They also, I suggest, represent a very high level of personal, professional, political and spiritual commitment over the long course of a very active life and lifestyle for me - the kind of stuff, if you will, that "credibility" is made of.
 

In short, I've been "walking my path" for a very long time, and, in fact, cannot envisage doing anything else until the day I die. 
 

All of which in recent years I have been wanting to offer in support of co-creating a genuine spiritual/political movement for the world. Such has been my vision and my passion. All of which also I feel I am fully qualified to do. Because I've done my inner "homework." A lot of it, in fact. And will continue to do so - forever. And, most recently, especially with your work since you and I connected through Monique late last October. A work, indeed, I literally see no end to in this lifetime.
 

In other words, I have a pretty good sense of who I am and what I am here for, and, in my mind, take second place to no-one. For I am prepared to take total responsibility for the world that I see and "feel" around me. 
 

In short, "I own it all - period."
 

And, internally, it may also surprise you to know that I experience myself about as "feminine" as a male can be. And I declare that fact with no sense of embarrassment. Which means, surface impressions to the contrary notwithstanding, I identify much more with Gaia than I do with Zeus, even though I appreciate, of course, that that is obviously not immediately apparent to most people, even those who know me. The same with being an INTJ "introvert" within the Myers-Briggs system, a type that reflects only 1 per cent of the human population. Hence my personal yearnings for "true intimacy" and "holy relationships" of all kinds.
 

To give you a feel for what I mean by this, the man-woman relationships that have inspired me the most over the course of my lifetime - known directly to me or not -have been David and Julia Spangler (both naturals), Hugh and Gayle Prather (through lots of hard work and commitment), Richard Bach and Leslie Parrish Bach (through a "twin flames" relationship and lots of hard work), and Howard and Judy Steinberg Dean (two medical doctors who effortlessly inspire people everywhere with their unpretentious love for each other).
 

In movie fiction I offer you Sally Fields and her union organizer in "Norma Rae," and Meryl Streep and Clint Eastwood in "Bridges of Madison County" (which for some reason continues to touch me very deeply). In the world of classical music I offer you "Tristan and Isolde" by Richard Wagner, and "La Boheme" and "Madama Butterfly" by Puccini as meaningful and predominantly feminine experiences.
 

As you can perhaps appreciate, I don't equate femininity with "femaleness" (especially with angry or frustrated women who are trying to "compete" with men or challenge them for reasons which totally mystify me!).
 

I mention this, Alistair, because I was more than happy to reveal the so-called "feminine" or gentler side of my nature to the group, and, in fact, was trying to set a context for that to actually happen through my emails, a context which both honoured me and the group in a truly helpful way, but was told by Monique (of all people, who I thought had reason to know me best, but until recently wasn't even aware that she was no longer an ACIM student) that what I had written for the group was "a lot of crap." And you know the story from there. 
 

It was then I realized that this "process" was going to take a bit longer than I had originally imagined that it would take. It didn't occur to me for one moment that some people in the group thought that I had to be "converted" ("coerced," if necessary?) to fully embrace Alistair's cosmology first. Which made no sense to me at all. And still doesn't. And, of course, also triggered all the cult-guru stuff that inevitably comes up in such situations, a subject I happen to know a great deal about from many valuable first hand experiences, but not, I must emphasize, with any deeply embedded resentments running me. Indeed, that was one of the principal reasons I wrote my book, Freedom Now, and according to critics why it came out so "balanced."

I have made it clear several times that I have no resistance whatever to taking Alistair's cosmology seriously. I have no objections to learning how to embrace the "feminine" in me. Indeed, why would I? I just see that, at least for me, it constitutes no reason to not go ahead with the conscious co-creation and development of a comprehensive spiritual/political movement for the world, with Alistair as the movement's leader - at least initially. What I wanted to do primarily is to get the show on the road; that's all. 
 

I've had a lot of experience building organizations from scratch, and I've noted that frequently it's an untidy process. When I built through grass roots efforts the largest as well as the most successful membership and financial structure in all of Canada for my federal riding association in the early 60's, it was not without having to face all kinds of challenges every step of the way. And surprising "miracles" resulted. There were all kinds of reasons or excuses to not press ahead, but we simply faced our challenges and went ahead anyway. In my experience, it's the same with any kind of organization, and most particularly if it comes from the so-called grass roots.
 

Here's something I sent out to you on March 15th to help make a key point at this time:
 

2. Primarily for credibility purposes, I would like to see Alistair become financially independent as soon as possible, and in my mind I envisage that happening in a whole variety of ways, perhaps most especially through the sale of published books and the various financial structures of the UWCF.

 

3. As the UWCF's Leader, I would like Alistair to meet and interact with a number of key spiritual/political figures in the world on a peer basis as soon as possible. Americans like David Spangler, Robert Perry, Marianne Williamson, Ken Wilber, Colin Tipping, Michael Lerner, David Ray Griffin, Jayem Hammer, Barbara Marx Hubbard, Duane Elgin, Neale Donald Walsch, James Twyman, Stephen Simon, Donna Alvarado, Ariana Huffington, and even perhaps Howard Dean. Canadians like Walter Pitman, Barrie Zwicker, and Michel Chossudovsky.   

 

This last point is especially important, because it has to do with input and feedback on a peer basis, during the process of which we will inevitably find out much more about how to communicate in a truly meaningful way.
 

And all this is quite apart from interacting with the general public, both at meetings and conferences of various kinds as well as over the Internet.
 

And so I ask you - all of you - why not? What would be really holding you/us back? For me, that is the most critical question we need to address right now.
 

In other words, Alistair's cosmology needs to be put to a PUBLIC test if it is to be worth anything. In my mind, the world needs it right now.
 

At the very least, can we not find out what the One has to say to us about this?
 

I've asked, and I get no blockages of any kind.
 

Indeed, what is the web site for unless it is for public purposes?
 

Alistair says his "No (to Zeus) is really a WAIT!"
 

But "Gaia" (Val, if you will) says, What are we waiting for!
 

So, over to you again!
