Dear Andrea,

Enclosed are materials that describe the purpose and context of my “Being Your Own Person with the Politics of Success” workshop, which further develops Jack Boland’s Master Mind program by attuning it to the principle of Spiritual Mind Treatment: healing perceptions on behalf of changed conditions rather than focusing directly on altering conditions themselves.  Whereas traditional prayer and Boland’s Master Mind process tend to be for something in particular (a goal), Spiritual Mind Treatment comes from something (spiritual intention).  Just as hitting a target depends on how one’s arrow is aimed, so does accomplishing a goal depend on how one’s intention is aimed.

Since intention – what we pray from – is all-powerful, the workshop’s objective is to shift participants’ focus from the pursuit of extrinsic purposes to the liberation of intrinsic purposes, i.e., from the pursuit of mentally formalized intentions to the realization of heart-felt intentions.

As this shift of perspective is accomplished, it can be focused on the realization both of individual intentions and the shared intentions of a group.
