The politics of success is the politics of self-government, for the empowerment of professional growth, personal success and vocational fulfillment. It is about all of the forms that richness takes, not just fame and fortune and their complement of worldly power. Though it incorporates the secret of making money, its greater revelation is the secret of cultivating and bringing to fruition the satisfactions of spirit that money may enhance even though it can never buy: relationships that work, a vocation that satisfies, and well-being of body, mind and emotionality. By contrast, self-governance is under the command of what is “in here” from the governor’s perspective.  Accordingly, while governorship of the many is subject to frequent changes of hand, self-governorship  – even at its most inept – is a lifetime appointment.

This companion,

not quite sure how to relate to me,

wavers back and forth between acceptance and rejection.

Sometimes my companion is a friend,

sometimes  an enemy.

Sometimes my companion treats me lovingly,

sometimes hurtfully.

Why do I consider this companion to be true?

Who do I treasure such fickle company?

Because there is one way

that my companion never ceases to be faithful:

everywhere I go,

While the politics that govern the many are external to my being, I and I alone have the powers of command that support me in effective realization of my life’s bottom line: successfully being my own person and accomplishing my own purposes.  The politics of success empowers me in this realization.

The politics of success is the politics of self-government.  Although those who govern the many invariably blame others for their problems, there is no place for blame in the politics of success.  Self-governance recognizes that my responsibility is precisely that: my ability to respond and no one else's.
No one but myself is accountable for the exercise of my responsibility, even when I am choosing to yield to the influence of others or to take direction from them.  Nor does my responsibility authorize me to manipulate another’s ability to respond, for just as I am incapable of accomplishing someone else's purpose, neither is anyone else able to accomplish mine.  I cannot do someone else’s best and no one else can do mine.  Therefore, the politics of success is the politics of self-accountability, in which no one else commands my ability to respond nor do I command theirs. 

Though I do allow other persons to influence me, even as others allow me to influence them, the responsibility for allowing such influence is always that of the one allowing and not of the ones allowed.  Whenever I blame others I tend to overlook the role of my own responsibility:
Please do not believe me

if ever I should say that you've upset me.

Sometimes I forget the true source of my feelings.

You cannot make me sad,

impatient,

angry,

or otherwise dis-eased.

Only a hope or expectation of you on my part,

which you have not fulfilled,

can move me thus.

I am too human

to be without hopes and expectations,

and I am also much too human

to live always in the knowing

that my hopes and expectations

have no claim upon your being.

So if I say that you've upset me,

please forgive me for attempting

to disinherit my own self's creation of my pain.

And please do not ignore my deeper message:

I care enough about you

to include you in my hopes and expectations.

The word “success” is defined as “accomplishment of purpose” - meaning any purpose, not only the fame and fortune that most people associate with the word.

“Politics” is defined as “the exercise of authority and government.”  And by authority is meant the power to command, to rule, to determine, to be sovereign, to have dominion. The politics of success is therefore the exercise of one’s authority and self-governance for the accomplishment of any or all of one’s purposes.  

Self-governance greatly differs from the governance of others.  Governance of others provides for me and protects me from what is beyond my own powers of provision and protection.  Self-governance instead commands powers of provision and protection that grace my own dominion.  Defined most simply, therefore, the politics of success is the politics of self-dominion. 
Self-dominion is my sovereign individuality, my one-of-a-kindness that no one else can master.  For even as I am unable to accomplish another’s purpose, neither can another accomplish mine. No one else is as well prepared as I am for what my one-of-a-kindness moves me to have and to do:
Nothing new under the sun?

I am proof this is not so.

No matter what's been done before,

or thought before,

I am the one who is doing and thinking right now.

Never before has the universe happened 

just the way I do.

There is always something new under the sun

whenever someone new is doing it.

In my life and through my hands

the universe is taking shapes it has never had before.

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When I am what I desire to be, I will have what I desire to own.

As I was growing up I defined myself in accord with what others thought of me.  I valued their opinions of me far more than I did my own.  I thereby allowed them to co-opt my power of self-determination, thus forfeiting my self’s dominion over my own being.  This is commonly called “giving away” one’s power.  Yet in my case it was a loan rather than a give-away, for I have substantially restored the self-dominion that I initially forfeited.

I no longer look to others’ experience of me as the arbiter of my being, nor tailor myself to their perceptions.  In psychological terms, I have shifted my “locus of control.”  I am less conformed by others as I access the inner ruler of what the great religious teachers have called “the kingdom within.”  As I source my dominion inwardly, rather than from without, I honor the following creed:

I am here to be of consequence,

to be more than my parents' child,

a mere outcome of the latest in a series of thousands of matings

between persons almost all of whom I never knew,

and none of whom I can ever know as well as I already know myself.
I am here to be of consequence,

to be more than a reaction or response

to other people and institutions

whose self-appointed or established purpose

is to shape, direct, instruct or otherwise conform me

to a pre-existing set of expectations.

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Choosing Self-Dominion:

To Be of Consequence

Though some folks aspire to self-dominion, most people don’t think of their relationship with themselves when the word “dominion” comes to mind.  We tend to associate dominion either with having power over others or with others’ power over us, rather than with the liberation of our being.  In lieu of self-emancipation, we submit to the dominion of our parents, siblings, relatives, teachers, employers, spouses, peers, governments, religions, etc.

Our abdication of self-dominion is encouraged by a tendency to take literally the Biblical commandment in Genesis (1:28): “Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.”  As we endeavor to subdue all things to our control, we commit our lives to subordination rather than liberation. 

Submitting to the dominion of others requires far less of me than does managing my own life.  It permits me to dissipate my energy effortlessly by blaming others for my consequences, when I could instead choose to be my own consequence according to the creed of self-dominion:

I am here to be of consequence,

etc.

The Ten Commandments given to Moses were issued much later than the first Biblical commandment in Genesis (1:28): “Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth, and subdue it: and have dominion over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the earth.”  A modified version of this commandment was issued to Noah in Genesis (9:1): “Be fruitful, and multiply, and replenish the earth.”

Notably absent from the reissued commandment are the initial instructions to subdue the earth and to have worldly dominion.  Yet notably present throughout history has been our relentless endeavor to subdue and have dominion over one another, with the consequence that most of us remain subordinated to the dominion of parents, siblings and other relatives, as well as teachers, employers, spouses, governments, religions, etc.  Between our alternating eagerness to subdue others and compliance with their will, few of us have developed our potential for self-dominion.

Willingness to live by others’ authority exempts us from taking responsibility for our own lives, and allows us to blame other people and/or our circumstances for the unpleasant consequences of abdicating our self-dominion.  Yet for some of us there comes a time when we prefer the choice of self-dominion over the convenient scapegoating of others for our worldly condition.  We yearn to live according to a creed like the following:

I am here to be of consequence,

etc.

What are we afraid of?
But just what would a spiritual reeducation of the mind mean? It would mean, first of all, the removal of fear. What are we afraid of? We are afraid of the universe in which we live; we are afraid of what may happen to us in this universe. We are afraid of pain, suffering, misunderstanding, of social and economic insecurity. We have been hurt by our contacts with life. It matters not whether this fear started when we first entered a cold world, or whether it is a result of some form of frustration early in life--it is always fear.

There are a thousand and one forms of fear. Fear may be old, new, or just beginning, but fear is always a feeling of some form of insecurity. Why not educate the mind into an understanding that the Divine Plan is perfect and that good must come, at last, alike to all?

This has been the power of all religions. They may have been crude, superstitious, and uncouth in many respects, but at least they have been effective. Regeneration, transmutation, and sublimation through faith have been a reality in the experience of countless millions throughout the ages. Nor has the human mind so far found any other power of sublimation that can equal faith and a constructive spiritual program. Why not make use of the highest and best in human experience? Why discard something that has proved effective wherever it has been used?

What is God but the Intelligent Life Principle running through everything, sustaining and animating everything? The very imagination through which people seek their flight of fantasy (fleeing from reality), could just as easily have been directed into constructive channels for self-expression. Emerson felt the presence of the Invisible, peopling the lonely places with life, warmth, and beauty. This is not a flight of fancy away from reality, but toward our inner truth.

Where love is, fear cannot linger, for love dissipates the anguish of fear as light neutralizes the darkness. The human sense of aloneness becomes submerged in the larger vision of an overshadowing Presence. Who could think that Jesus was laboring under a delusion when he stated that the kingdom of heaven is within?
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The inner kingdom is not an illusion
To train one’s mind to believe in this inner kingdom is not illusion but the very essence of reality. And as the analyst carefully replaces fear with confidence in giving the clients back to themselves, why not add the larger self, the greater hope, the deeper realization, the realization of the self as an indestructible part of the cosmos? Why not link this spiritual realization with the most trivial everyday occurrences, for the eternal day in which we are to live begins right here and now. Knowing the immediate nowness of the kingdom will produce, not a flight of fancy away from reality, but will have the reverse effect of causing the mind to enter into its inheritance in the here and now.

To feel a Presence guiding and directing is not psychic confusion: it will heal psychic confusion. This form of divine guidance is not to be confused with any belief in control by spirits. We must come to understand that Spirit itself is guiding, controlling, and assisting. We must consciously seek to link our minds, not with spirits, but with Spirit. No psychic confusion can follow such mental action.

Just as the analyst, gently and with deep understanding, leads clients away from illusion and self-deception, so the spiritual mind practitioner must lead them into a new and better realization of their unity with the cosmos, pointing to spiritual truths which the clients must practice for themselves.

The constitution of man
by Aart Jurriaanse 
A brief discourse on the vehicles through which the soul works as a man/woman in incarnation.


Man is the manifestation in physical matter of the spiritual Monad, a single spark of the one spirit. The final objective as far as man, the individual, is concerned, is that his physical life and activities should be brought under complete and conscious control of the soul, the reflection of the Monad, or the Christ within. Through that control he must dominate circumstances, and make environment the instrument with which to manipulate matter. In this process he has to work in, with, and through energy or, as it is also known, electric force, which has to be applied and directed through three types of form, manifested as: 

a. The mental body, the first aspect
b. The astral or emotional body, the second aspect
c. The physical body, the third aspect 

The mental vibration holds the key to the situation, and by means of the will seeks to co-ordinate the functions of the physical body. In some respects it endeavours to link up the consciousness with the three forms, but it may also repulse and cause separation.

The astral vibration deals with the quality of the individual, determines his attractive or repulsive aspects, and also contains the psychic element. The dense physical level is where consciousness or spirit is reflected in the material form. The force holding the three forms together and allowing them to function as a coherent whole, is contained within the vital or etheric body which is controlled by the seven centres of energy; these centres are responsible for the vitalisation and co-ordination of the bodies, and they correlate these forms with the soul, the main centre of consciousness. The correct way of representing the constitution of man would be in the descending order of Monad, triad, soul, personality. But as this exposition is primarily intended for the average man who is still mainly self-centered, it will perhaps be better understood if the personality is used as the point of reference, and if his path of unfoldment is indicated in rising order, the path of return to the Father's home. The principal items as set out below, will subsequently be considered in greater detail:

I. The Personality: The physical plane man or lower self. The personality is a triple concept, composed of:

1. The physical body, containing the dual aspects of (a) The etheric or vital body. (b) The dense physical body.
2. The emotional or astral body.
3. The mental body, including the lower or concrete mind.

II. The Soul: Also known as the ego, higher Self, inner ruler, the Christ within, or the son of mind.
The soul is not a body. It is the linking or middle principle, representing the relation between spirit and matter; the link between God and His form; the Christ principle. The soul is that which provides consciousness, character and quality to all manifestations in form, and it is therefore also the inner guide of the personality.

The degree of progressive spiritual unfoldment in man is an indication of the extent to which the soul is asserting its influence, until eventually the lower self is fully controlled by the soul, and the doors are opened to the higher spiritual influences to the energies from the Monad, the Father. The highest aspect of the soul is represented by the higher or abstract mind, which simultaneously is the lowest aspect, and therefore the connecting link, between the soul and the spiritual triad.

III. The Spiritual Triad: This is the triple reflection of the Monad, through which the Father functions at lower levels. It is expressed as: 

1. Spiritual Will,
2. Intuition, Love-Wisdom, the Christ principle,
3. Higher or Abstract Mind. 

The triad stands, on a higher level, in the same relationship to the Monad as the personality stands to the soul -- the lower being the instrument through which the higher is functioning.

IV. The Monad: or pure spirit, the Father in heaven, reflecting the triplicity of deity: 

1. Divine Will or Power - The Father.
2. Love-Wisdom - The Son
3. Active Intelligence - The Holy Spirit.

Direct contact between the Monad (the triad) and personality is only effected when man is nearing the end of his journey of experience in the three lower worlds, and when the gap in consciousness between spirit and matter has been bridged by the `lighted way'. The personality then becomes a direct instrument of service under the direction of the Monad, by-passing the soul, which then becomes redundant and is absorbed within the Monad.  http://www.shareintl.org/archives/AgelessWisdom/aw_ajconstitution.htm

That Secondless Supreme Being who resides in the chambers of your hearts as Antaryamin or Inner Ruler or Controller or Sutradhara or Sakshi (silent Witness), Antaratman (Inner Self), who has no beginning, middle or end, who is the source of this world, the Vedas, body, mind, Indriyas and Prana, who is all-pervading, who is unchanging, who is One Homogeneous Essence (Ekarasa), who exists in the past, present and future, who is self-existent (Svayambhu), who is independent (Svatantra) and who is self-luminous (Svayam- jyotis) is God or Atman or Brahman or Purusha or Chaitanya or Bhagavan or Purushottama. 

The capacity of the mind to think exists, because it is enlightened by the Brahman or Atman shining within and it is by that the mind is capable of activity. It plays, thinks, feels and imagines before the Divine Presence, just as a prime minister plays and works before the presence of the king. The mind shines in its borrowed feathers. It appears like Chaitanya (pure consciousness). How can the mind which gropes in darkness, which changes in every minute, which has a birth from Mahat and also death (dissolution) in Prakriti be termed as pure consciousness?

Inner Ruler And Controller 
21. Om kena ishitam patati preshitam manah? "By whom is the mind directed?" (Kena Upanishad, Mantra 1) 

The Manas (mind) is an organ of sensation and thought. It must be under the control of some one who uses this instrument. The Jiva or human soul is not the director of the mind because we see that ordinary men are swayed away ruthlessly by the mind. Therefore there must exist some other Supreme Being, who is the director of the mind. He is the Antaryamin, the Inner Ruler and Controller. 

22. Mind is a powerful engine. There must be a very intelligent driver for this engine. That driver is Brahman. 

23. There is another way of proving the existence of Atma or Brahman. The eye is the Drik (perceiver); the object is the perceived (Drishya). The mind is the perceiver and the eye is the perceived. Atma is the perceiver and the mind with its modifications is the perceived. If a perceiver of the Atma is sought, the enquiry will end in what is known as a regressus ad infinitum (Anavastha Dosha). Therefore the Atma (witness of everything and of all minds) is self-existent, self-created, self-luminous, independent, immortal, unchanging, beyond time, space and causation. It is not seen by anything else. The objects are different but the perceiving eye is one. The Indriyas (senses) are different but the perceiving mind is one. Minds are different but the perceiving Atma is one. You find one behind many. Vichara (enquiry) is needed. 

24. Brahman is not void. It is not blankness or emptiness. It is impossible for the mind to conceive of an absolute nothing. It is Paripoorna (full) because all desires melt there. You get supreme, eternal satisfaction (Parama Nitya Tripti). It is everything. When you become nothing by annihilating this false illusory "I" you get everything. You become everything (Paramam-apnoti; Brahma-eva-bhavati).

 The Antarayami Brahmana of Brhadaranyaka Upanisad states explicitly that the non-sentient matter (prakrti) and the sentient souls (jivas) constitute the sarira or body of Brahman.30 It mentions in an exhaustive way the various kinds of beings that form the sarira of Brahman, starting from the five elements which constitute the physical world of space and time and concluding with jivas. "He who dwells in the jiva and with the jiva, whom the jiva does not know, whose body the jiva is and who rules it from within. Collective Ignorance
37. This collective (ignorance) as the superior attribute is predominantly pure sattva. 

38. Consciousness characterized by this (collective ignorance) has the qualities of all-knower-ness, all-controller-ness, all-regulator-ness, and so forth and is referred to as the unmanifested, the inner ruler, the cause of the world, and the lord, because of illuminating the ignorance of all (beings). (This is known) from the revealed text, "He who is the knower of all (in general), the knower of all (in particular)" (Munda U., 1.1.9). 

39. The lord's collectivity (of ignorance) is called his causal body because it is the cause of all things, his joyful sheath because it is abundant in joy and covers like a sheath, and his deep (dreamless) sleep because it is the cessation of everything and, therefore, is the place of the dissolution of manifestations both subtle and gross.
