It was some 104,000 Fridays ago that Jesus said of those responsible for and applauding of his crucifixion, “Forgive them, Father, for they know not what they do.” Today, there are billions of additional people whom he would equally forgive, for they do not what they know.

It has long been known, for instance, that forgiveness improves the wellbeing of those who are unforgiving. As Sir Francis Bacon said over half a millennium ago, “This is certain, that a man that studieth revenge keeps his wounds green, which otherwise would heal and do well.” 

In short: I need not seek for whom my unforgiveness tolls, it takes its toll on me. 

[For more on the relationship between forgiveness and well-being, see the reverse side.]

On behalf of the billions of people who neither know what they do nor do what they know, I and some colleagues have committed ourselves to encouraging the annual observance of International Forgiveness Day on the first Sunday of August (this year: August 1), until it is officially observed worldwide in each of the world’s 300 nations and territories.

Thus far, even though International Forgiveness Day has been observed in a few cities and some New Thought churches over the past several years, including a few churches in this area, it has yet to be widely observed in a major metropolitan area. I can think of no better place to establish a regional precedent than in the Portland-Vancouver area, and I am therefore inviting the area’s New Thought ministers to acknowledge International Forgiveness Day this year on Sunday, August 1. Building on this year’s precedent, next year all communities of faith in the Portland area will be invited to observe the day, and the year after that . . . well, you get the picture: our area can be the seed crystal that catalyzes a worldwide movement.

Dear Rev. Janey,

Your deep appreciation of “The Braided Way,” the mega-meta-context in which forgiveness is becoming so globally urgent to the wellbeing of lifekind overall, is in turn deeply appreciated by me. Having myself long been empathetic to the “transformational ecology” movement, I am accordingly moved to share with you some of the earlier work that laid the foundation upon which I have built my ongrowing understanding of the deep ecology of forgiving perception. 

From the mid-60’s to mid-70’s, I was among the co-founders of the environmental education movement in North America, as outlined in the portion of my resumé that appears on the back of this letter.  My greatest tangible service to this calling was my self-publication in 1972 of the enclosed book, You Are An Environment, which was read by almost everyone involved in the inception of the EE movement. The 18,000-copy first edition (in two printings that sold out in a single year) was written during a four-day intuitive “rush” and was reprinted with an additional preface in 1989 (the version enclosed).  

When all – or at least some – of my forthcoming forgiveness-related books have been completed and published, I will present my perspectives on what I call “the ecology of spirit,” from which I see homo sapiens sapiens (presuming ourselves to be twice wise) as the progenitor of homo custodiens, the planetary “indigo” species that is now being forecast in the sporadic birth here and there around the planet of indigo children. As I foresee see our evolutionary destiny, homo custodiens will be the planet’s stewardship species, the mindful nurturers of what Thich Nhat Kahn calls “interbeing.”

In addition to You Are An Environment, I am also enclosing the fruit of another intuitive rush that I experienced in the fall of 1973, entitled “The Gurgle” – a precursor to my experience of “Flow” in the summer of 1977 – as well as some of my other intuitions of what I then called “gestalt ecology,” and which collectively represent my own early intuitions of the braided way. I intend one day also to publish these (and more of the same), along with several allegorical stories that are similar in perspective. In the meantime, all of them are soon to have their own website, www.flowpoem.com.
