The Search for Wholeness 
As if, All that Is, is One Wholeness
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Last night I attended the IONS presentation by David Peat on this subject and was fascinated by his connecting the stories of Wolfgang Pauli and David Bohm and their unsuccessful life long journeys in The Search of Wholeness.

I am a retired as what I called a Relationship Management Consultant, after losing my job in a painful Industry merger, I was dedicated to keeping what happened to me from happening to others.  It took me fourteen years to figure out how to change my way of viewing what was going on, to be better able to see what my barriers to noticing were.
My specialties were applying what I Called Relationship Process Management to Change and Conflict Dissolution.  And in relation to what I experienced last night, the application to the Context of what are the accepted Cultural Protocol Barriers to Change and Conflict Dissolution that are involved? 

And how does one create the opportunities for others to notice these Barriers in their accepted Cultural Protocols and to find ways to Reframe the Conceptual Context Framings (CCF) and free themselves to achieve their desired results?  
The Barriers that I noticed as possibly being applicable to both Pauli and Bohm were that their differing starting Mega CCF's which they were working from while much bigger than others in their field, were still "too small" to include both of their starting premises.
What if, Consciousness was perceived as being much larger and potentially more inclusive than perceived by either?  For instance if, Consciousness in some way was considered as an "Infinite Milieu of Potential to Become" within both the Implicate and Explicate Orders in both the Infinite and Finite Realms as perceived of by Bohm?
By assuming Consciousness started with the Big Bang and is primarily Human in nature in its applications may be limiting in setting the stage for having a source of Oneness, Wholeness and Unity.   For the Internal-External, Infinite-Finite, Collective-Individual, Oneness-Separateness Consciousness-Awareness's may not be able to be "noticed-experienced-known" in their Relationship Processes, and thus become embedded in accepted Cultural Protocols of Separateness and therefore Barriers to Wholeness?
If this new premise is allowed to be experienced, then the Internal-Infinite-Collective Oneness-Wholeness Consciousness-Awareness's and the External-Finite-Individual Separateness-Wholeness Consciousness-Awareness's become two different relationship process perceptual reality Creation sources both in Nature and in Humans, as All is One.
The bottom line is to consider experiencing "What Is" within, as "Just Is", and is Infinite Consciousness Oneness Wholeness and Finite Consciousness Separateness Wholeness as two Integral experiencable-languagable parts of the same perceptual reality formation Unity like waves in the Infinite Realm and particles in the Finite Realm as the prototype.
