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Why this sequence of words?  Since I am writing this to engage the reader in a Dialogue on this subject, how would you answer your question? How would I answer my question?  Let's see, how about somehow moving from left to right and going through the meaning of each word some useful revelation might take place?  That sounds cogent to me.
Okay, then Coherence must be the basic starting point. Yes, and why would that particular word have been chosen?  Let's see, I just looked the word up in my Thesaurus and found the first two meanings to be consistency and unity. Okay, what does that tell you?  It seems if I want to be in a relationship process with another person that I better start out with being in a state of Coherence if I ever want to get to a relationship of Collaboration with another.  Fantastic, and thanks for your Collaboration in writing his paper.  You are welcome, this seems like fun.
Okay, I am going to let those three words Coherence, consistency and unity just simmer on the back burner for the moment.  That sounds great.  Okay, then what about Congruence, which for my Thesaurus the first two words are similarity and equivalence.  Why would those three words together be important in a Communication Process?  Okay, I am feeling a little bit of a stretch here, and yet if I let in the meaning I get the obvious, which I never held in that light before.  Like?  Like, unless me first, and then the other person both together get our acts together first in Coherence and then in Congruence no meaningful Collaboration in our Communications will take place.  You got it!

Phew, I got it, however to let that sink in and be able to experience practicing it won't be easy.  You mean like you are doing right now?  Wow, I guess you are right,  Okay, now what about Collaboration?  Let's see, when I look  up Collaboration the two words that come up are teamwork and partnership.  Phew, now when I let all of that sink in, I really do have a new way to look at my Communication Processes.   Hurray!  Yes, that seems right.
Okay, thank you for participating in this what I call an "Exploring and Experiencing Together in a Dialogue Process", which I have found helpful in improving Communications on any subject.  Thank you for putting out the three words of Coherence, Congruence and Collaboration for me to ponder, and then your questioning guidance allowed me to test some of my assumptions about my Communication Processes and to discover experiencing this success. You are welcome!
